- Olufs: Advocating for a more comprehensive bike path plan locally to help provide
connectivity and safety.

Nehila/Hurtado: Provided an update of the Swim Team usage of the pool and that
they are looking at revising the annual agreement for improved services and
efficiencies from each party and possibly increasing the rental fee as it has not been
raised for quite a few years and direct labor costs are not being covered.
