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3rd ANTIOCH ADVENTURE RACE
TO KICK OFF FALL FEST

The Village of Antioch along with NorthBridge Church will be
holding the 3rd Annual Antioch Adventure Race to kick off Fall
Fest on Saturday, October 9.

PHOSPHORUS BAN

The Village Board of Trustees passed an ordinance banning
the use of fertilizer containing phosphorus within Village Limits in
order to limit the concentration of phosphorus in the Village's
lakes, rivers and streams. Wherever fertilizer is sold within village
limits, a sign must be posted that reads “The Village of Antioch
prohibits the application of fertilizer containing phosphorus to any
lawn or turf area and any impervious surface, drainage way, wet-
land or buffer zone”. Please be sure when you purchase fertilizer
that it does not contain phosphorus.
