Through training, citizens can manage utilities and put out small
fires; treat the three killers by opening airways, controlling bleeding,
and treating for shock; provide basic medical aid; search for and res-
cue victims safely; and organize themselves and spontaneous volun-
teers to be effective.

This training covers basic skills that are important to know in a
disaster when emergency services are not available. With training
and practice and by working as a team, you will be able to do the
greatest good for the greatest number of victims after a disaster,
while protecting yourself from becoming a victim.

DRIVERS AND PEDESTRIAN CROSSINGS

The lllinois Vehicle Code 625 ILCS 5/11-1002, states Pedestri-
ans right of way at cross walks. It is the responsibility of the driver
to slow or stop to pedestrians in or partially into the roadway or so
closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be a danger. No
pedestrian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and
walk or run into the path of a moving vehicle to constitute an imme-
diate hazard. Whenever stop signs or flashing red signals are in
place at an intersection or plainly marked crosswalk between inter-
sections, driver shall yield the right of way to the pedestrian.

ATTENTION FUTURE POOL OWNERS
Village of Antioch residents, please contact the Building De-
partment BEFORE you purchase a swimming pool. Supplements
with installation, electrical and placement requirements are avail-
able at the Building Dept. located at 882 Main St. Also, any pool
whether temporary or storable which is 24 inches or more in depth
also requires a permit.

PHOSPHORUS BAN

The Village Board of Trustees passed an ordinance banning
the use of fertilizer containing phosphorus within Village Limits in
order to limit the concentration of phosphorus in the Village’s lakes,
rivers and streams. Wherever fertilizer is sold within village limits,
a sign must be posted that reads “The Village of Antioch prohibits
the application of fertilizer containing phosphorus to any lawn or
turf area and any impervious surface, drainage way, wetland or
buffer zone”. Please be sure when you purchase fertilizer that it
does not contain phosphorus.



CONTRUCTION PERMITS

Residents and Homeowners Associations requesting notification
of construction related permits in their subdivision now have the op-
portunity to register with the Village. Though the Village itself does
not have the authority to enforce private covenants, providing the
homeowners’ and merchants’ associations of the Village an opportu-
nity to be made aware of construction within covenant controlled
developments and subdivisions improves coordination and commu-
nication in two parallel, yet separate processes.

For properties within the Village that are subject to private cove-
nants, conditions, or restrictions, the following procedure will be ad-
ministered in conjunction with the building and site permit process. In
situations where emergency actions may be required, the Village
reserves the right to forgo the understated processes in order to
allow the abatement of nuisances or potential hazards.

1) The agent or administrator of the private covenants shall reg-
ister with the Village Board of Trustees in writing, with a request to
notify the agent or administrator of an application for issuance of
construction or development related permits pursuant to Section 9-1-
3 (F) of the Village Code.

Said request shall include

a. A reaffirmation and nature of the request;

b. The name of the Covenant Administrator or appointed
body lawfully charged with the administration of the cove-
nants;

c. A statement indicating that the owners represented by the
administrator and bound by the covenants have assented
to the administrator/agent’s representative authority;

d. A list of the subject properties or subdivisions in question
(as identified by PIN or common address); and

e. Updated contact information, including fax, phone, email,
and mailing address, for the dissemination of relevant
building related correspondence.

The Village Board will hear the request at a regularly scheduled
meeting and determine that the information supplied is sufficient and
meets the intent of the ordinance.

2) For each property in the Village there may be only one regis-
tered Covenant Administrator for the purpose of receiving notice of
applications for construction or development-related permits.

3) Once registered by the Village, permits for registered proper-
ties and subdivisions that lack acknowledgement letters from the
registered Covenant Administrator will not be reviewed by the Build-
ing or Engineering Departments, except as followed:

a. Upon submission of a completed permit application that
lacks an acknowledgment letter, the Building Department
shall attempt to contact the registered Covenant Adminis-
trator in writing and shall make a record of the notification
within the Building Permit File. Notice to the Covenant
Administrator shall be by first class mail to the last ad-
dress provided to the Village.

b. Once the letter to the Covenant Administrator is submit-
ted, the Building Department will hold the permit for no
longer than 14 calendar days prior to the review of the
permit. Once the 14 days has lapsed, or upon written
notification from the Covenant Administrator, whichever is
first, the permit shall enter into the review process pursu-
ant to Title 9 of the Village Code.

c. Any deadline or duration for review of construction or
development-related permit applications provided for by
state or local law shall be stayed during the notice and
acknowledgment period provided for herein.

Associations that wish to participate in this notification process
should read and make application to the Village Board. If you have

ANTIOCH FINE ART
MATCHBOOK GALLARY EXHIBIT

Are you old enough to remember using matches to start a camp
fire, burning trash, lighting a candle, or lighting a cigarette? Where
did those little books of matches come from? Most of them came
from the businesses we dealt with every day. They were a large part
of our culture as an advertising tool. From cigars to health products
and hotels to taverns, matchbooks were the medium used to spread
the word about products and services. Many were collected as sou-
venirs of vacations and trips. Until the 1980’s, they were the main
source for fire starting. With the advent of the instant lighter and the
anti-smoking campaign, the use of matches and matchbooks was
on the decline.

Many of these matchbooks were little works of art as artist
Roger Shule emphasizes in his upcoming White Room exhibit at the
Antioch Fine Arts Foundation Gallery located at 983 Main Street in
Antioch. The exhibit will be in the gallery from March 17 through the
end of April. Opening reception is planned for Saturday, April 9",
from 1:00 to 4:00.

Roger’s interest in matchbook cover art began with his Father-
in-law's matchbook collection or big box of collected matches to be
more precise. His father-in-law showed the collection to him and the
rest is history.

The first paintings created using matchbook cover art were exe-
cuted as part of a 12 x 12 show at the Antioch Gallery. After those
first, small, 2 dimensional works, other larger pieces were created in
various sizes. The works began to evolve into actual 3 dimensional
works. First came adding a strike plate to the bottom of the work,
followed by placing a staple into the strike plate. The next stage was
creating an edge to the matchbook and painting it to appear that
matches were in the book. The current works like giant matchbooks
hanging on the wall. The works are in the range of 10 inches wide
by 15 inches long and 2 inches deep at the top. They are con-
structed of hardboard (masonite), 1 x 2 white pine, carpenters glue,
and acrylic paint.

Roger has over 1000 matchbooks to use as starting points for
the little paintings and most of these came from his father-in-law.
People who know he has been creating these little works have gen-
erously given him many other matchbooks to use as inspiration.
Roger has also done several commissioned works for interested
matchbook enthusiasts.

Most of the paintings are of vintage 30’s and 40’s matchbook
covers but there are a couple of contemporary designs as well as a
few imaginary matchbook cover designs.

Take the time to come and see these little blasts of the past art
works that take us back to another time and slower pace of life.
