Swim Lesson Registration  will be held on Satur-
day, May 14th for all Antioch residents (60002) zip 
code).  Registration will take place from 9:00 a.m. – 
11 a.m. at the Parks Building at 806 Holbek Dr.  

Swim Lesson registration forms are included in the Spring and 
Summer park brochure, available on-line at www.antioch .il.gov or 
can be picked up ahead of time at the Parks Office.  Each family 
will only be allowed to sign up for one session per child on that day.  
Antioch residents can continue to sign up for additional sessions 
during the week of May 16th.  Beginning Tuesday, May 24th, regis-
tration will be open to non-residents also.  The pool is scheduled to 
open on Saturday, June 4th at noon. 

Pool passes  are now on sale.  Fees are as follows:  $50 for 
individual residents ($60 for non-residents), $165 for family of 4, 
residents ($185 non-residents) and $10 for each additional resident 
family members ($15 non-residents).  Daily admission is $4 for resi-
dents ($6 for non-residents) and $1 for seniors (60 and up).  Chil-
dren 2 and under are free (swim diapers required).  Adult swimming 
(21 years and older) will be available again this year on weekends 
from 11:00 a.m. – noon.   

Miss Antioch applications are due by on Friday, May 6th by 
5:00 p.m.  at the Parks Office.  The pageant will be held on Satur-
day, June 18th at the Antioch High School auditorium.  Call the 
Parks Office at 847-395-2160 for more details or go to the Village 
Website at www.antioch.il.gov  Applications are available on line or 
at the Parks Office.

NEWS FROM PARKS AND RECREATION 
Michael Kudla Director of Parks and Recreation 

 
As summer approaches I invite all of our residents to take advantage of over 100 acres of parks and open space set aside in our Village 

of Antioch. Open space as well as recreational programs and facilities continue to be one of the largest factors in a family’s decision on where 
to live. On behalf of the Parks Commission I was asked to provide an update on a few items that are of interest to our residents. 

 
VILLAGE AND SCHOOL DISTRICT #34 AGREEMENT FOR SHARE D USE OF FACILITIES. 

An Agreement is pending between School and Village Boards formalizing the ability to share parks and school facilities.  The cooperative 
agreement will help to minimize the costs of offering programs. While there has always been a spirit of sharing between agencies, this agree-
ment offers future administrations a formal framework from which to work together. 

 
AQUA CENTER TO OPEN JUNE 4, 2011 . 

Each year many residents question whether the aging pool facility will open. The answer is yes! The pool looks great and the experi-
enced lifeguard staff are preparing for annual training.  The facility will open June 4th. 

The pool was originally built in 1953. It must be replaced or undergo extensive renovation if Antioch is to provide a summer swim experi-
ence for our residents.  The past winter the Village staff, along with our Architectural and Planning firm have applied for a 2.5 million grant to 
replace the aging pool facility at Williams Park. The competition for grant monies is very fierce in this economic climate, but we are optimistic 
about our chances for State funding. Call the Parks office (847- 395-2160) for information on season pool passes and swim lessons. 

 
PARKS TO GET NEW AMENITIES . 

The Parks Commission has set a plan to replace the old worn park benches and receptacles in several parks. The first two parks to re-
ceive new benches will be Centennial Park and Jensen Park. The old benches that are still serviceable will be placed at Pederson Park for 
fishing.

DRIVERS AND PEDESTRIAN CROSSINGS 
The Illinois Vehicle Code 625 ILCS 5/11-1002, states Pedestri-

ans right of way at cross walks. It is the responsibility of the driver to 
slow or stop to pedestrians in or partially into the roadway or so 
closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be a danger. No 
pedestrian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and 
walk or run into the path of a moving vehicle to constitute an imme-
diate hazard. Whenever stop signs or flashing red signals are in 
place at an intersection or plainly marked crosswalk between inter-
sections, driver shall yield the right of way to the pedestrian.

Village of Antioch residents, please contact the Building Depart-
ment BEFORE you purchase a swimming pool.  Supplements with 
installation, electrical and placement requirements are available at 
the Building Dept. located at 882 Main St.   Also, any pool whether 
temporary or storable which is 24 inches or more in depth also re-
quires a permit.  Any questions, please call 847-395-9462.  

 
PHOSPHORUS BAN 

The Village Board of Trustees passed an ordinance banning the 
use of fertilizer containing phosphorus within Village Limits in order 
to limit the concentration of phosphorus in the Village’s lakes, rivers 
and streams.  Wherever fertilizer is sold within village limits, a sign 
must be posted that reads “The Village of Antioch prohibits the ap-
plication of fertilizer containing phosphorus to any lawn or turf area 
and any impervious surface, drainage way, wetland or buffer zone”.  
Please be sure when you purchase fertilizer that it does not contain 
phosphorus.

SENIORS GONE FROM HOME 

If you will be gone from your home for a period of time (snow-
birds for example) and you want to shut off your Water (and Sewer), 
call the Village of Antioch and they will shut off your water and sewer 
At The Street. When you return, call the Village of Antioch to have 
your water and sewer turned back on. Total cost $15.00 

However if you turn off the water in your house yourself or if you 
do not call the Village of Antioch to have them turn off your water & 
sewer you will be Billed Bi-Monthly at $34.00 ($24.00 Sewer - 
$10.00 Water).

RESPONSE TEAM  

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) program 
helps train people to be better prepared to respond to emergency 
situations in their communities. When emergencies happen, CERT 
members can give critical support to first responders, provide im-
mediate assistance to victims, and organize spontaneous volun-
teers at a disaster site. CERT members can also help with non-
emergency projects that help improve the safety of the community.  

Through training, citizens can manage utilities and put out 
small fires; treat the three killers by opening airways, controlling 
bleeding, and treating for shock; provide basic medical aid; search 
for and rescue victims safely; and organize themselves and sponta-
neous volunteers to be effective.

This training covers basic skills that are important to know in a 

disaster when emergency services are not available.  With training 
and practice and by working as a team, you will be able to do the 
greatest good for the greatest number of victims after a disaster, 
while protecting yourself from becoming a victim.  

Classes will be taught by trained emergency personnel, includ-
ing firefighters and Emergency Medical Services (EMS) personnel.  
The program consists of 20 hours of training and emphasizes 
hands-on practice.

CERT is about readiness, people 
helping people, rescuer safety, and 
doing the greatest good for the great-
est number. CERT is a positive and 
realistic approach to emergency and 
disaster situations where citizens will 
be initially on their own and their 
actions can make a difference. 
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CONTRUCTION PERMITS 
Residents and Homeowners Associations requesting notifica-

tion of construction related permits in their subdivision now have the 
opportunity to register with the Village.  Though the Village itself 
does not have the authority to enforce private covenants, providing 
the homeowners’ and merchants’ associations of the Village an op-
portunity to be made aware of construction within covenant con-
trolled developments and subdivisions improves coordination and 
communication in two parallel, yet separate processes. 

For properties within the Village that are subject to private cove-
nants, conditions, or restrictions, the following procedure will be 
administered in conjunction with the building and site permit proc-
ess. In situations where emergency actions may be required, the 
Village reserves the right to forgo the understated processes in or-
der to allow the abatement of nuisances or potential hazards.  

1) The agent or administrator of the private covenants shall 
register with the Village Board of Trustees in writing, with a request 
to notify the agent or administrator of an application for issuance of 
construction or development related permits pursuant to Section 9-1
-3 (F) of the Village Code.   

Said request shall include :  
a. A reaffirmation and nature of the request;  
b. The name of the Covenant Administrator or appointed 

body lawfully charged with the administration of the cove-
nants;  

c. A statement indicating that the owners represented by the 
administrator and bound by the covenants have assented 
to the administrator/agent’s representative authority;  

d. A list of the subject properties or subdivisions in question 
(as identified by PIN or common address); and  

e. Updated contact information, including fax, phone, email, 
and mailing address, for the dissemination of relevant 
building related correspondence.  

The Village Board will hear the request at a regularly scheduled 
meeting and determine that the information supplied is sufficient and 
meets the intent of the ordinance.  

2)  For each property in the Village there may be only one reg-
istered Covenant Administrator for the purpose of receiving notice of 
applications for construction or development-related permits. 

3) Once registered by the Village, permits for registered proper-
ties and subdivisions that lack acknowledgement letters from the 
registered Covenant Administrator will not be reviewed by the Build-
ing or Engineering Departments, except as followed:   

a. Upon submission of a completed permit application that 
lacks an acknowledgment letter, the Building Department 
shall attempt to contact the registered Covenant Adminis-
trator in writing and shall make a record of the notification 
within the Building Permit File.  Notice to the Covenant 
Administrator shall be by first class mail to the last address 
provided to the Village.  

b. Once the letter to the Covenant Administrator is submitted, 
the Building Department will hold the permit for no longer 
than 14 calendar days prior to the review of the permit.  
Once the 14 days has lapsed, or upon written notification 
from the Covenant Administrator, whichever is first, the 
permit shall enter into the review process pursuant to Title 
9 of the Village Code.  

c. Any deadline or duration for review of construction or de-
velopment-related permit applications provided for by state 
or local law shall be stayed during the notice and acknowl-
edgment period provided for herein.   

Associations that wish to participate in this notification process 
should read and make application to the Village Board. If you have

Acceptable Items: 

· Household debris from basement, toys, boxes, old clothing. 
· Couches, chairs, desks, outdoor furniture, bars and stools, 

dressers, beds, tables and televisions. 
· Outdoor entertainment items, Charcoal grills, patio furni-

ture, old pool tools, kids pools and umbrellas 
· Yard equipment, tools, lawn mowers if drained, snow blow-

ers if drained, leaf blowers if drained. 
· Seasonal items, camping gear, boating equipment, decora-

tions, sports equipment, bikes and winter gear. 
Non-Acceptable Items: 

· Yard waste, including grass clippings, leaves, brush, and 
tree material 

· Household refuse, garbage 
· Rocks, concrete and construction materials including roof-

ing materials and lumber 
· Large appliances such as freezers, refrigerators, stoves, 

washing machines, dryers, etc. even if broken up, cut up, 
crushed, or flattened 

· Any type of metal post, pipe, swing set, antenna, etc. 
· Tires 
· Cans of paint 
· Any items that could be recycled in our curbside recycling
