NON RESIDENT FEES FOR RECREATION PROGRAMS
SUSPENDED ON A TRIAL BASIS

At the May meeting of the Village Council, it was decided to
suspend non-resident fees for Recreational programs and the Aqua
Center.

It is hoped
that eliminating non-resident fees will stimulate registration and help
provide more activities for residents and at the same time bolster
revenue to the Village. Changing this policy will not add any finan-
cial burden to the resident taxpayer. Residents will continue to re-
ceive priority registration access to the more popular programs.

The council will restudy the subject in the fall of 2012 and de-
cide if this policy should be continued.

CONTRUCTION PERMITS

Residents and Homeowners Associations requesting notifica-
tion of construction related permits in their subdivision now have the
opportunity to register with the Village. Though the Village itself
does not have the authority to enforce private covenants, providing
the homeowners’ and merchants’ associations of the Village an op-
portunity to be made aware of construction within covenant con-
trolled developments and subdivisions improves coordination and
communication in two parallel, yet separate processes.

For properties within the Village that are subject to private cove-
nants, conditions, or restrictions, the following procedure will be
administered in conjunction with the building and site permit proc-
ess. In situations where emergency actions may be required, the
Village reserves the right to forgo the understated processes in or-
der to allow the abatement of nuisances or potential hazards.

1) The agent or administrator of the private covenants shall
register with the Village Board of Trustees in writing, with a request
to notify the agent or administrator of an application for issuance of
construction or development related permits pursuant to Section 9-1
-3 (F) of the Village Code.

Said request shall include

a. A reaffirmation and nature of the request;

b. The name of the Covenant Administrator or appointed
body lawfully charged with the administration of the cove-
nants;

c. A statement indicating that the owners represented by the
administrator and bound by the covenants have assented
to the administrator/agent’s representative authority;

d. A list of the subject properties or subdivisions in question
(as identified by PIN or common address); and

e. Updated contact information, including fax, phone, email,
and mailing address, for the dissemination of relevant
building related correspondence.

The Village Board will hear the request at a regularly scheduled
meeting and determine that the information supplied is sufficient and
meets the intent of the ordinance.

2) For each property in the Village there may be only one reg-
istered Covenant Administrator for the purpose of receiving notice of
applications for construction or development-related permits.

3) Once registered by the Village, permits for registered proper-
ties and subdivisions that lack acknowledgement letters from the
registered Covenant Administrator will not be reviewed by the Build-
ing or Engineering Departments, except as followed:

a. Upon submission of a completed permit application that
lacks an acknowledgment letter, the Building Department
shall attempt to contact the registered Covenant Adminis-
trator in writing and shall make a record of the notification
within the Building Permit File. Notice to the Covenant
Administrator shall be by first class mail to the last address
provided to the Village.

b. Once the letter to the Covenant Administrator is submitted,
the Building Department will hold the permit for no longer
than 14 calendar days prior to the review of the permit.
Once the 14 days has lapsed, or upon written notification
from the Covenant Administrator, whichever is first, the
permit shall enter into the review process pursuant to Title
9 of the Village Code.

c. Any deadline or duration for review of construction or de-
velopment-related permit applications provided for by state
or local law shall be stayed during the notice and acknowl-
edgment period provided for herein.

PORTABLE POOLS AND DROWNING

(HealthDay News Mon, Jun 20, 2011) -- Portable swimming
pools, including the increasingly popular, inflatable models, pose
serious risks to young children, experts warn.

In a new study, investigators at Nationwide Children's Hospital
in Columbus, Ohio, detail the drowning deaths of more than 200
children under 12 years old linked to a variety of above-ground
pools, some large and deep, others small and shallow.

"About every five days a child drowns in a portable pool in the
U.S.," said lead researcher Dr. Gary A. Smith, director of the hospi-
tal's Center for Injury Research and Policy.

Because these pools are inexpensive and easy to assemble,
many parents may not consider them as big a risk as in-ground
pools, he said. The greatest risks are for children younger than 5
years, the researchers found.

The report, published in the June 20 online edition of Pediatrics,
highlights the need for safety precautions around all pools, safety
advocates said.

"Safe Kids has been concerned about the increasing use of
backyard pools that are too small for consumers to consider invest-
ing in fencing but too large to make them easy to empty and secure
safely after each use," said Meri-K Appy, president of Safe Kids
USA in a statement Friday. "This important study confirms our
speculation that portable pools in backyards across America pose
special risks to young children."

For the study, Smith's team used 2001-2009 data from the U.S.
Consumer Product Safety Commission. During this period, the re-
searchers identified 209 drowning deaths and 35 near-drownings in
children under 12.

They found that 94 percent of the children were under 5 and
most (56 percent) were boys. In addition, about three-quarters of the
deaths took place in the child's own yard, usually during the sum-
mer.

More than 40 percent of the drownings occurred when the child
was being supervised; 39 percent happened with no adult supervi-
sion; and 18 percent were blamed on a lapse of supervision.

About 40 percent of the drownings happened in a shallow wad-
ing pool, Smith said.

"That's in 18 inches or less of water," Smith said. "Children can
drown in very small amounts of water. Very young children can
drown in a five-gallon bucket with water in the bottom. It only takes a
couple of inches and a few minutes."

"Close supervision of young children around water is really im-
portant, but supervision alone isn't enough," he continued.

While a variety of safety measures such as alarms and fencing
are available for in-ground pools, Smith said, this is not the case for
portable pools. The researchers call for industry development of
affordable fencing and reliable pool alarms and covers for portable
pools.

Many techniques used to deny access to in-ground pools, such
as fencing, cost more than a portable pool itself, he said. "We have
to come up with other strategies that are affordable and effective for
portable pools."

Experts said the study also raises concerns about pool ladders.
"Most of the kids got into the pool using a ladder that was provided
with the pool,” Smith said.

He suggested removing the pool ladder when no one is bathing
and storing it where children can't get to it.

Dr. Barbara Gaines, director of trauma and injury prevention at
Children's Hospital of Pittsburgh, said that "this reminds us that
while water is very inviting for children, it is also extremely hazard-
ous."

Parents need to be very watchful when their children are in and
around water, including pools, ponds and bathtubs, Gaines said.
"Never underestimate water."

Gaines advises parents who have wading pools to empty it out
when the pool is not in use. "That's the safest thing," she said.

Also, parents must actively supervise their children, Gaines
said. "Someone has to be on pool duty."

LOCK: Erect fencing at least 4 feet high with a self-latching gate
and keep it locked at all times unless an adult is present.

LOOK: Parents and caregivers should watch children in or near
the water at all times, and not socialize, read or sleep.

LEARN: "Adults should learn to swim themselves and provide
swimming lessons to their children from an early age," Appy
said. They should also know how to respond to an emergency
-- "use rescue equipment, call 911 and perform CPR," she
added.

DRIVERS AND PEDESTRIAN CROSSINGS
The lllinois Vehicle Code 625 ILCS 5/11-1002, states Pedestri-
ans right of way at cross walks. It is the responsibility of the driver to
slow or stop to pedestrians in or partially into the roadway or so
closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be a danger. No
pedestrian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and
walk or run into the path of a moving vehicle to constitute an imme-
diate hazard. Whenever stop signs or flashing red signals are in
place at an intersection or plainly marked crosswalk between inter-

sections, driver shall yield the right of way to the pedestrian.



ANTIOCH POLICE DEPARTMENT ON FIREWORKS
A brief word concerning fireworks:

- Fireworks are illegal. Antioch Village Ordinances prohibit the
use, sale or possession of Fireworks within Village limits.

- In addition to being illegal, people at times underestimate the
dangers of fireworks.

- One out of every three fireworks injuries is to the eyes.

- One out of every four fireworks injury to the eye results in some
type of permanent blindness.

- lllegal fireworks often find their way into the hands of children.
- Fireworks are illegal even if the calendar says it is July 4th.

- It is best to leave fireworks displays in the hands of the licensed
professional.

- Remember, the laws in lllinois do not change over the July 4
holiday or for any other holiday. In other words, fireworks are
no more legal on these dates than they are at other times of the
year. The Antioch Police Department stresses that all com-
plaints of fireworks are thoroughly investigated. If someone is
found to be in violation, the items in question will be confiscated
and the person(s) involved will be arrested and/or charged
when appropriate. This applies to both adults and minors alike.
