ANTIOCH'S ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION  
INTRODUCES: COMMUNITY GARDEN 

TRIB LOCAL ANTIOCH, IL (JULY, 2011) – The city of Antioch 
in conjunction with the newly formed Environmental Commission is 
proud to be home to a community wide public garden. Located on 
Depot Street, just east of Main Street, this garden is home to 22 
10×20 plots. What began as a small garden with 14 plots, due to 
community demand, eight more were just recently added and are 
available for purchase for $25 each. 

The gardeners have been quite creative in their planting. Many 
plots have tomatoes, peppers, squash, beans, and lettuce along 
with onions, kohlrabi, cucumbers and herbs. Some plots have mari-
golds interspaced with vegetables and others have creative water-
ing features. Some gardeners have added composted manure while 
others are using vermicompost or fish emulsion to enhance their 
crops. If gardeners are getting a late start, crops such as lettuce, 
spinach, peas, beans, beets, radishes, kohlrabi, broccoli and late 
cabbage can be planted now in the new plots with much success. 

“This is the first project of the Environmental Commission and 
we are so thankful for the support of the mayor, village trustees and 
community members who have made this ‘growing and giving’ gar-
den possible,” says Melonnie Hartl, garden coordinator.  

By ‘growing and giving’ Hartl refers to the agreement of many of 
the gardeners who plan on donating a portion of their harvest to 
Open Arms Mission to help those in need. “The Antioch Community 
Garden is truly a community project and represents the spirit of what 
Antioch is all about,” adds Hartl. 

Next year, the Environmental Commission intends on adding 
even more plots for gardening.

DRIVERS AND PEDESTRIAN CROSSINGS 

The Illinois Vehicle Code 625 ILCS 5/11-1002, states Pedestri-
ans right of way at cross walks. It is the responsibility of the driver to 
slow or stop to pedestrians in or partially into the roadway or so 
closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be a danger. No 
pedestrian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and 
walk or run into the path of a moving vehicle to constitute an imme-
diate hazard. Whenever stop signs or flashing red signals are in 
place at an intersection or plainly marked crosswalk between inter-
sections, driver shall yield the right of way to the pedestrian.

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PHOSPHORUS BAN 
The Village Board of Trustees passed an ordinance banning the 

use of fertilizer containing phosphorus within Village Limits in order 
to limit the concentration of phosphorus in the Village’s lakes, rivers 
and streams.  Wherever fertilizer is sold within village limits, a sign 
must be posted that reads “The Village of Antioch prohibits the ap-
plication of fertilizer containing phosphorus to any lawn or turf area 
and any impervious surface, drainage way, wetland or buffer zone”.  
Please be sure when you purchase fertilizer that it does not contain 
phosphorus.

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) program 
helps train people to be better prepared to respond to emergency 
situations in their communities. When emergencies happen, CERT 
members can give critical support to first responders, provide im-
mediate assistance to victims, and organize spontaneous volun-
teers at a disaster site. CERT members can also help with non-
emergency projects that help improve the safety of the community.  

Through training, citizens can manage utilities and put out 
small fires; treat the three killers by opening airways, controlling 
bleeding, and treating for shock; provide basic medical aid; search 
for and rescue victims safely; and organize themselves and sponta-
neous volunteers to be effective. 

Learn more by visiting the CERT homepage. 
This training covers basic skills that are important to know in a 

disaster when emergency services are not available.  With training 
and practice and by working as a team, you will be able to do the 
greatest good for the greatest number of victims after a disaster, 
while protecting yourself from becoming a victim.  

Classes will be taught by trained emergency personnel, includ-
ing firefighters and Emergency Medical Services (EMS) personnel.  
The program consists of 20 hours of training and emphasizes 
hands-on practice.
