VILLAGE OF ANTIOCH, WATER AND SEWER RATE INCREASE N OTICE 
The Village Board recently approved an increase in the water and sewer rates for the Village of Antioch.  This is the first significant in-

crease to water rates in more than 15 years.  There are two main factors that necessitated this rate adjustment.  The first factor is the new 
debt incurred from a loan to build the waste water treatment plant.  This project was essential due to the rapid growth of the Village during the 
last two decades and the poor condition of the nearly 80 year old plant.  The second factor affecting rates is the decline in water usage from 
foreclosures associated with the economic downturn.  This has produced a lack of revenue that has severely eroded the Village’s reserves 
and forced the Village into deficit spending to properly operate and maintain the systems. Adequate funding of water and sewer operations is 
critical to protect public health, property values and the environment.  The Village Board has looked at every way to improve efficiency and 
held off on any rate increase as long as it could in hopes that economic conditions would recover.  We recognize that increasing the rates will 
impact all of us during painful economic times, but this was necessary to prevent a default on our loan and to assure the long term support of 
our water and sewer system.  The new rates will be billed starting in October.  The average bi-monthly residential customer bill will go from 
$60.00 to $90.00.

DRIVERS AND PEDESTRIAN CROSSINGS 

The Illinois Vehicle Code 625 ILCS 5/11-1002, states Pedestri-
ans right of way at cross walks. It is the responsibility of the driver to 
slow or stop to pedestrians in or partially into the roadway or so 
closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be a danger. No 
pedestrian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and 
walk or run into the path of a moving vehicle to constitute an imme-
diate hazard. Whenever stop signs or flashing red signals are in 
place at an intersection or plainly marked crosswalk between inter-
sections, driver shall yield the right of way to the pedestrian. 

 
 
 

IT’S FIRE PREVENTION WEEK.  
PROTECT YOUR FAMILY FROM FIRE!  

 Antioch Fire Department Encourages Residents to Keep 
their Homes Safe During Fire Prevention Week 

October 9-15, 2011 
What’s the best way to protect your family from fire? Be ahead of 

the game, of course. With more than 360,000 home fires reported in 
the United States in 2009, according to the nonprofit National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA), your best defense is a good offense. 
That’s why Antioch Fire Department is teaming up with NFPA during 
the October 9-15, 2011, to let our community know: “It’s Fire Pre-
vention Week. Protect your Family from Fire!” This year’s campaign 
focuses on preventing the leading causes of home fires -- cooking, 
heating and electrical equipment, as well as candles and smoking 
materials. Additionally, it urges people to protect their homes and 
families with life-saving technology and planning. 

“In 2009, 2,565 people died in home fires. Nearly all of these 
deaths could have been prevented by taking a few simple precau-
tions like having working smoke alarms and a home fire escape 
plan, keeping things that can burn away from the stove and always 
turning off space heaters before going to bed,” says Chief John 
Nixon of the Antioch Fire Department. “Fire is a dangerous oppo-
nent, but by anticipating the hazards, you are much less likely to be 
one of the nearly 13,000 people injured in home fires each year.” 

The Antioch Fire Department offers the following tips for pro-
tecting your home and family from fire: 

· Stay in the kitchen while you are frying, grilling, or broiling food. 
If you leave the kitchen for even a short period of time, turn off 
the stove. 

· Keep anything that can burn at least three feet away from heat-
ing equipment, like the furnace, fireplace, wood stove, or port-
able space heater. 

· Have a three-foot “kid-free zone” around open fires and space 
heaters. 

· Replace or repair damaged or loose electrical cords. 
· If you smoke, smoke outside. 
· Use deep, wide ashtrays on a sturdy table. 

Blow out all candles when you leave the room or go to bed. 
Avoid the use of candles in the bedroom and other areas where 
people may fall asleep. 

“While preventing home fires in Antioch is always our number 
one priority, it is not always possible,” Nixon continued. “Antioch 
residents need to provide the best protection to keep their homes 
and families safe in the event of a fire. This can be achieved by de-
veloping an escape plan which you practice regularly and equipping 
homes with life-saving technologies like smoke alarms and home 
fire sprinklers.”  

The following tips will help keep your family safe if there is a fire 
in your home: 

· Install smoke alarms inside each bedroom, outside each sleep-
ing area, and on every level of the home (including the base-
ment). 

· Interconnect all smoke alarms in the home so when one 
sounds, they all sound. 

· Test smoke alarms at least monthly and replace all smoke 
alarms when they are 10 years old or sooner if they do not re-
spond when tested. 

· Make sure everyone in your home knows how to respond if the 
smoke alarm sounds. 

· Pull together everyone in your household and make a plan. 
Walk through your home and inspect all possible ways 
out.  Households with children should consider drawing a floor 
plan of your home, marking two ways out of each room, includ-
ing windows and doors. 

· If you are building or remodeling your home, consider installing 
home fire sprinklers.

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) program 
helps train people to be better prepared to respond to emergency 
situations in their communities. When emergencies happen, CERT 
members can give critical support to first responders, provide im-
mediate assistance to victims, and organize spontaneous volun-
teers at a disaster site. CERT members can also help with non-
emergency projects that help improve the safety of the community.  

Through training, citizens can manage utilities and put out 
small fires; treat the three killers by opening airways, controlling 
bleeding, and treating for shock; provide basic medical aid; search 
for and rescue victims safely; and organize themselves and sponta-
neous volunteers to be effective. 

Learn more by visiting the CERT homepage. 
This training covers basic skills that are important to know in a 

disaster when emergency services are not available.  With training 
and practice and by working as a team, you will be able to do the 
greatest good for the greatest number of victims after a disaster, 
while protecting yourself from becoming a victim.  

Classes will be taught by trained emergency personnel, includ-
ing firefighters and Emergency Medical Services (EMS) personnel.  
The program consists of 20 hours of training and emphasizes 
hands-on practice.
