12. Consideration and approval of a Resolution Authorizing and approving 28 bid packages and 
consideration of award of add alternates for construction of a new public works facility at 20 North 
Avenue –  Trustee Bluthardt asked for clarification as to why the alternates were included in the Resolution 
as one vote. Director Heimbrodt explained that the mezzanine alternate needed to be included at this time 
because it is a structural element to the building. Trustee Pierce agreed with Trustee Bluthardt that the 
board should vote on the base bids, and the add alternates separately. Mayor Gartner stated that the 
Resolution would be voted on as submitted, and if Trustees did not agree with that they could vote no.  If 
the resolution does not pass it could be brought back to the board separately. There was discussion 
regarding the need for an elevator. It was explained that with the permanent mezzanine, ADA requires an 
elevator. Both Trustee Bluthardt and Trustee Pierce said they did not agree to this type of mezzanine. 
Trustee Pierce asked if the Village can financially afford it, and Administrator Guttschow said that after 
many meetings with Director Peterson, they were confident that there was enough money to afford it. He 
also added that he feels that we should be looking long term. If we are going to do this, now is the time to 
do it. The cost of adding the mezzanine later would be substantial.  
Trustee Pedersen moved, seconded by Trustee Martinez, to authorize and approve the 28 bid packets and 
award of add alternates for construction of a new public works facility at 20 North Avenue – Resolution No. 
25-73. Upon roll call the vote was: 
YES: 4: Macek, McNeill, Martinez, and Pedersen.

13. Consideration and approval of a Resolution authorizing an agreement for construction 
management services for the construction of the new public works facility for the Village of Antioch, 
Illinois – Trustee McNeill moved, seconded by Trustee Pedersen to approve Resolution No. 25-74 to 
authorize an agreement for construction management services for the construction of the new public 
works facility for the Village of Antioch. Upon roll call the vote was:

Administrator Guttschow reported that staff is currently talking to two fiber companies that would 
like to offer services in Antioch. Director Heimbrodt is currently trying to figure out right-of-way allowances. 
The Clublands Phase 3 and 4 are moving forward, and staff has been working with the builder – Lennar 
Homes – on the permit process. Administrator Guttschow, and Assistant Administrator Moran attended the 
Northwest Lake County Managers lunch, and said it was very informative. Lastly, Administrator Guttschow 
thanked Staff for all the work they put in during the move.
