Mayor Gartner called the January 28, 2026 Committee of the Whole meeting of the Board of
Trustees to order at 7:03 pm at the Antioch Municipal Building located at 935 Skidmore Drive, Antioch,
IL and via Zoom.

1. Roll Call

V. Regular Business
1. Approval of the January 14, 2026 Committee of the Whole meeting minutes as
presented - Trustee Bluthardt moved, seconded by Trustee McNeill, to approve the January 14, 2026
Committee of the Whole meeting minutes as presented.

2. Discussion regarding Oakwood Knolls request for a special service area — Mayor Gartner
provided an overview of the request from residents in the Oakwood Knolls subdivision related to a
culvert and the lake. He discussed steps staff has taken related to the request, including discussions
with the Fox Waterway Agency, and petitions that have been circulated throughout the subdivision.
Mayor Gartner understands the request from certain residents to assess special service area taxes
throughout the entire subdivision, but expressed concern with setting a precedent, and the shared lake
over state lines. The Mayor said he would like to do further research related to engineering, preliminary
funding analysis, and a feasibility study. He recommends getting more findings from staff before
moving forward, and asked if the board is in favor of considering an SSA in this subdivision.

Trustee Macek said he would like more information and expressed concern with setting a
precedent.



Trustee Bluthardt said if the Village can assist those residents it should be considered. He
commented on reducing the property tax burden on residents, and would like to see the residents
support this before a tax is assessed. He would also like to see more feedback from the actual
residents.

Trustee McNeill agreed that there is not enough information at this time to form an opinion.

Trustee Martinez agreed and said this discussion was back in November and the Fox Waterway
Agency was asked be included as a part of the conversation. He would like professional opinions and
to see if their legal counsel could confirm the receipt of a grant.

Trustee Pierce said an SSA should be approved through a referendum, and not a select few
individual residents imposing a tax on the entire subdivision. He said he is also unaware of any grants
awarded, and discussed the costs associated with the improvements they would like to make.

Trustee Pedersen feels this will be ongoing and they will come back asking for additional
assistance with dredging. She cannot see the Village moving forward with an SSA at this point.

This item will be discussed further at a future Committee of the Whole meeting.

3. Discussion regarding the annual Chamber of Commerce events scheduled for 2026 —
Chamber Director Barbara Porch relayed a request from the Parks Department related to rescheduling
Wizard Weekend and identified June 27 as a potential event date. She discussed additional event
concepts for the community and presented information regarding a street dance, including a potential
route on Skidmore and a closure of Orchard Street Extension.

Mayor Gartner noted the weekend prior to that proposed event includes the Small Town
Smokeout and expressed concern about staffing two consecutive weekends, suggesting consideration
of combining with an existing event such as Harvest Fest.

Administrator Lichterman asked what resources the Chamber is requesting from the Village,
including vehicle/pedestrian safety and whether the Chamber is prepared to provide needed resources.
Ms. Porch stated the event would be approximately five hours and family-friendly, and asked what the
Police Department would require. Administrator Lichterman stated plans are needed to evaluate what
Village resources may be required to ensure a safe event.

If the Board wishes to approve event dates, this item will be placed on a future agenda.

4. Discussion regarding the purchase of speakers for the Bandshell — Assistant Village
Administrator Moran presented a proposal for new speakers at the bandshell. Staff received three
quotes and recommends the lowest bid option from Compass. He provided background on the existing
speaker system. He noted the cost exceeds what was budgeted and that there will be additional
installation costs through LA Sound; however, he will donate all wire needed for the system.

This item will be placed on the next Village Board consent agenda for consideration.

VII. Department Reports

Assistant Village Administrator (AVA) — AVA Moran welcomed Administrator Lichterman and
thanked former Administrator Guttschow for mentoring him. He highlighted departmental budget
meetings and a business roundtable hosted by the All Together Group focused on initiatives to support
the business community. He noted a radio promotion to encourage shopping and dining for Valentine’s
Day. He stated the GovAl platform has been implemented village-wide. He stated the new phone
system will be implemented within the next 60—90 days across all Village properties.

Trustee Bluthardt asked if we heard from Kunes about their expansion at their current location
as seen on a social media post. Administrator Lichterman believes that may have been a misstatement
on their post.

Parks — Administrator Lichterman presented the Parks report stating that Director Kotloski is away at a
conference. He reviewed registrations and the Parks and Rec Advisory Board meeting at which
Centennial Park plans were discussed; the plans will return to the Board on February 11. He discussed
recent events such as the Wine Walk and upcoming events (Parents Day Out, Princess Dance and Hot
Chocolate Walk). Staff is currently working on the budget, summer camp and pool planning.

Parks — Director Heimbrodt presented the public works report stating that snow and ice operations
have been underway responding to 12 total events. He discussed water main breaks and stated staff
hopes to finalize the list of roads for the 2026 road program to develop a bid package and proceed to
bid. He estimated 3.5 miles of roadway work at approximately $1.3 million. Staff is obtaining roofing
quotes for the bandshell and Metra train stations.

Director Heimbrodt stated staff received a temporary permit from Lake County DOT, with precast work
scheduled for February 2, and will continue working on a permanent access permit and final
construction to North Avenue. He noted the Lake County DOT roundabout project has been approved,
and he will attend the pre-construction meeting to better understand the schedule and share
information with the Board. He also noted that Sequoit Creek Park was part of another award for
landscaping.
