Athens Community Arts, Parks and Recreation would like to welcome your child and you to participate in our basketball program. Youth sports can play an important role in a child’s development teaching important life skills such as socialization, sportsmanship, team work, supporting others, and the benefits of an active lifestyle just to name a few. Below are answers to frequently asked questions that you may have at this time we hope this information sheet will provide your child and you with the answers that you may need.  

We hope you have fun season!

When is registration? Registration will begin on November 28 @ 8:00 am and end on January 6 @ 9:00 pm. The fee is $32.00. Athens Parks & Recreation WILL NOT accept registrations after the January 6 deadline. 

When do games begin? Games will begin the week of January 30 and end by March 3.
Will there be a coaches and parents meeting? Yes, the coaches meeting will be January 12 at 6:00pm and the parents meeting will be January 14 at 10:00am. Both will be at the Athens Community Center.

What if I want to coach? GREAT! We are always looking for coaches and assistant coaches. Simply ask the front desk staff for a volunteer coach's form and write “yes” on your child’s registration form and we will be in touch with you.

When will the teams practice? Your coach will have the team’s practice and game schedule. Please always keep a respectful open line of communication with the team coach. Remember they volunteer their time to work with your child.
What day and time will my child play? The leagues days and times are as follows: 

1st Grade Instructional will be on Wednesdays 5:30 to 6:15 from February 1 to February 29. The kids are not placed on a team.
2nd Grade Instructional will be on Wednesdays 6:30 to 7:15 from February 1 to February 29. The kids are not placed on a team.

3rd&4th Grade will play on Wednesdays and Saturdays from February 1 to March 3.

5th&6th Grade will play on Mondays and Saturdays from January 30 to March 3.

7th,8th&9th Grade will play on Tuesdays and Saturdays from January 31 to March 3.

10th,11th&12th Grade will play on Thursdays and Saturdays from February 2 to March 3.
Weeknight games will be at either 5:30 or 6:30 and Saturday games will be TBA.

What is the format of the games? 

This is strictly a recreational league. No player can play more than 1 ½ Quarters than anyone else. Copies of the league rules are available upon request. Athens Parks and Recreation DOES NOT keep league standings or official scores.
What equipment will my child need?  Players are required to soft soled athletic shoes and athletic clothes. Mouth guards and safety straps for players who wear glasses are highly recommended. Jewelry is NOT permitted on the court. 
Who sponsors the teams? It is the coach’s responsibility to find a sponsor. It is always appreciated if a parent is willing to help out. The approximate cost is around $150.00. Let the coach know if you can help.

Any other helpful hints? Yes, your conduct on the sidelines can make a positive or negative impact on not just your child but others as well. Please keep it positive and respectful towards the coaches, referees, and most of all the players. Make sure you are punctual and ready to play at the appropriate time.
