Rules:
The rules have been revised and updated. As the coach it is your responsibility to educate yourself, your team, and their parents what the rules and expectations of conduct are. NO JEWELRY!
Sponsorship:
It is the coach’s responsibility to find a sponsor. A sponsor is a business or organization that is willing to buy the team t-shirts to wear. The cost should range from $100-$150. Athens Parks & Recreation does not order the shirts or collect the money. The easiest way is to ask the business if they already have an account with a local t-shirt shop and have them get billed from that place. Ask your team’s parents if any of them can help. An example of past sponsors include: Papa John’s, Avalanche Pizza, Carter Lumber, Intelliwave, Sofa & Mattress Outlet, Downard Photography, Casa Nuevo, Goodfellas, Larry’s Dawghouse, Miller’s Chicken, Precision Imprint, Bed Rock Rental, and House Medic.
Conduct:
Coaches are expected to be the leaders in good sportsmanship. Have a healthy perspective and focus on player development and not winning. You are going to be dealing with a wide variety of athletic abilities. Arguing with the officials will not be tolerated. Make sure you remind the parents of their responsibility to demonstrate the importance of good sportsmanship with their children. Athens Parks& Recreation does NOT acknowledge game scores or team records. Keep it fun.
Practice:
Each coach is provided the opportunity to schedule practice times. Please check with us to see if there are any available openings and times.
Equipment:
Remind parents that the kids need to have athletic clothing and footwear. Children should also bring a water bottle. NO Jewelry!
Weather:
It is the policy of Athens Community Arts, Parks & Recreation to cancel programming if a Level 2 Snow Emergency has been declared 2 hours prior to start time. We do not guarantee that games will be made up. We will do our best to reach you in just such an instance. Please inform your team to not call the Community Center to see if games have been cancelled.
