But it really brought back a lot of
memories, a lot of history, and things that
this group has accomplished, whether -- you
know, there's people that have been on here
for many years, Mr. O'Brien, to Mr. Cenci,
this is going to be his first term.

But I think the one thing in common with
everything we -- we have done is we've been
able to accomplish this as a group. We may
not always agree, and I guess we'll agree to
disagree and move on, we don't always get what
we want, but the success of the community has

been -- or of this group has been our ability
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to work together.

And I've had the honor to serve as a
member of Council for 24 years now and we've
accomplished a lot, and I really think that
the better years are yet to come. There's a
lot to do. And it's Jjust really -= I'm
extremely fortunate.

I wanted to thank the current Council
members for giving their trust to elect me as
president, the past Council members that
really helped form where we are today, and
welcome Mr. Cenci that this is his first term.

But, no, it really goes back to what you
can really accomplish by working together, and
I think that's what signifies this group.
When you look at us, we're not Democrats.
We're not Republicans. We're elected
officials that work together.
