Chairman Philip Faison called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Closed Session   

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(3) for the purpose of consultation with Attorney.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

The Commissioners entered closed session at 6:02 p.m.

Commissioner Sandy Duckwall made a motion to come out of closed session and back into regular meeting.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

The Commissioners re-entered regular session at 6:54 p.m.

Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance 
Commissioner Michael McLain gave the invocation and lead those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Report From Closed Session

Chairman Philip Faison reported that in closed session the Commissioners made a decision to administratively allow NCDOT to stockpile the undercut materials on US158 beside C&L Concrete.

PRESENTATION - Sheriff Department - K9 Rex

Sheriff Tony Perry presented the K9 dog “Rex” and reported on the searches since 1993.  Rex is used by Pasquotank and Currituck Counties.  Deputy Anthony Forbes is the handler.  Sheriff Tony Perry stated that “Rex’ is as much a part of the Sheriff’s team as a deputy and is only trained to search for drugs.

Now, therefore, the Camden County Board of Commissioners approves the concept of the State Criminologist as an independent, non-state paid position, and recommends that Governor Perdue establish such a post with appointment of Dr. Reed Adams.

Old Business - Tax  Release Request – Tax Administrator   
Tax bill R-30188 2007, parcel 03-8952-04-63-4921 was paid on November 9, 2007.  On November 13, 2007 a tax certification was signed and indicated no taxes due for the listed parcel.  

A refund request was made July 8, 2008.  The request was approved per Board of Commissioners. 

After sending delinquent notices to the property owner they have refused to pay the delinquent amount due.  The Director of the Department of Revenue was consulted and a tax release was recommended

.     

Commissioner Melvin Jeralds made a motion to approve the tax release in the amount of $1,658.84, per the Tax Administrator’s recommendation of the Department of Revenue. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

Old Business - Tax Refund Request – Flagstar 

Commissioner Michel McLain made a motion to deny the tax refund request release from Flagster per the Tax Administrator’s recommendation. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

Public Hearings
Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to go into public hearing to receive comments from the public. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

Public Hearing – Special Use Permit – UDO 2009-05-19 for Phase II & III of Camden Yard Materials  

The Clerk swore in Planning Director Dan Porter, Permit Officer Dave Parks, William DeFoe, Chris Coleman and Greg Stewart in order to testify and give evidence regarding UDO 2009-05-19.   

This was set for public hearing at the July 6, 2009 Commissioners meeting and advertised in the Daily Advance.

Staff presented the application to the Planning Board on June 17, 2009.  Adjacent property owners were present and expressed concerns about; 1) ownership/location of the easement for access to the property; 2) upkeep of the roads; and 3) and safety concerns (i.e. kids playing at/near the pit).  It was determined by the Planning Board that 1) the ownership/location of the easement was a civil issue; 2) There was a Code Enforcement Action in place for the repair of the erosion at the culverts going under the road.  Repairs are being made and staff will have an update prior to the Public Hearing; 3) There were deemed to be no safety concerns as the pit area has trespassing signs posted on the property and the entrance gate is closed and locked after hours.

Permit Officer Dave Parks stated that Chris Coleman has applied for a special use permit and submitted the following Findings of Facts contained in the Commissioners meeting packet as evidence:

1. The applicant must strictly abide by all requirements of the Unified Development Ordinance of Camden County, North Carolina, and must also strictly comply with all other local, state, and federal ordinances, laws, rules and regulations as one or more ordinances, laws, rules and regulations may apply to this development.

2. The applicant shall complete the development strictly in accordance with the plans approved by the Board of Commissioners of Camden County, North Carolina, and contained in the file titled UDO 2009-05-19. 

3. Developer shall request Administrative approval from the County prior to the commencement of operations of Phase III which shall not commence not earlier than 8 years after approval of this Special Use Permit.

4. Developer shall upon commencement of operation of Phase II have 24 months per NCDENR permit requirements in the reclamation of Phase I to State Permit requirements.

5. Developer shall upon commencement of operation of Phase III have 24 months per NCDENR permit requirements in the reclamation of Phase II to State Permit requirements.

6. Developer shall continue with the upkeep/maintenance of Ponderosa Road.  

7. Developer shall continue maintaining the landscaped buffer area behind Heritage Village subdivision.

8. NCDENR mining permit No. 15-10 for Camden Yard Materials expires April 15, 2012.  Developer shall provide the County Planning Office with a new permit/extension of permit from NCDENR prior to its expiration.  

9. Hours of operation shall be April 1 – October 31, 7:00 AM – 6:00 PM, Monday thru Friday; November 1 – March 31, 7:00 AM – 5:00 PM, Monday thru Friday.

10. In the event a geotechnical study by a professional engineer determines that damages have resulted to existing wells within a one (1) mile radius as a result of this borrow pit, the owner/operator shall pay for the cost of the study and any required repair and/or restoration to the affected well system.

11. If any of the conditions affixed hereto or any part thereof shall be held invalid or void, then this special use permit shall be voided and have no effect.

Mr. Parks stated he was in contact with Mr. William DeFoe regarding any impact on the Roethler Radar and Mr. DeFoe has requested that a decision from the Board be delayed for thirty (30) days to determine the affect to the Roethler system.

William DeFoe, Community Planner with Naval Support Activity in the Northwest Naval Annex.  The region of influence for the Roethler Radar is a five (5) miles perimeter from the base which arcs over Ponderosa Road before it turns to US 17.  Mr. DeFoe stated that the information requested would be in order to determine what the impacts might be on electromagnetic interference or potential interference.  The type of data that would be requested of the applicant would be information such as the type of material processing equipment, any electrical generators, and any uninterrupted power supplies.  This information would be helpful for the operators at the radar station to determine if there would be any impacts on the mission.  It would take approximately two (2) to three (3) weeks to prepare the information.

Chairman Philip Faison called for any comments from the public and stated that the Board received information tonight and did not have the opportunity to review the material and would like to delay the public hearing.

Attorney Courtney Hull advised that what was necessary was for all parties to be provided a copy of the documents because it is a quasi-judicial hearing and recommended that all parties be able to review the documentation Mr. Stewart presented in order that all parties will have the proper opportunity to cross examine the witnesses at the rescheduled public hearing.  

Greg Stewart, South Mills, asked if he would be presented with any information from the opposing parties.

Commissioner Sandy Duckwall made a motion to accept into evidence the documents contained in the Commissioner meeting packet. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

Chairman Philip Faison laid this public hearing over until Tuesday, September 8, 2009.

Public Hearing for Ordinance No. 2009-07-01 – Rezoning Application – UDO 2009-05-21 – South Mills Landing 

Permit Officer Dave Parks stated that Reese Smith of South Mills Landing LLC has applied for a zoning application for a parcel of land that contains approximately five (5) acres off Horseshoe Road and is part of the planned use development that he currently owns.  Mr. Smith is requesting that the smaller tract of Horseshoe and US17 be rezoned from a PUD to Highway Commercial.  The property is within the flood plain.  The Planning Board met on May 20, 2009 and recommended approval on a 5-0 vote as the requested zoning amendment is compatible with policy 17 of the County’s Land Use Plan which states “Camden County supports commercial development at the intersections of major roads consistent with the county’s future land use maps”.

Chairman Philip Faison called for any comments from the public.

This was set for public hearing at the July 6, 2009 Commissioners meeting and advertised in the Daily Advance.

Hearing no comments from the public, Chairman Philip Faison continued with the meeting.

Public Hearing – Ordinance No. 2009-07-02 – Amendment to Chapter 151 of the UDO of the Camden County Code of Ordinances 

Planning Director Dan Porter stated that this is a text amendment to the UDO that establishes design standards in commercial districts and reviewed the proposed changes.

This was set for public hearing at the July 6, 2009 Commissioners meeting and advertised in the Daily Advance.

Planning Board and Staff discussed amendments in establishing design standards in some commercial zoning districts.  Planning Board and Staff agreed that with Highway 158 widening in progress and commercial interests on the Highway 17 corridor these new standards are needed to avoid unsightly strip development that could occur with current ordinances.  After further discussion, Planning Board recommended approval on a 6-0 vote.

Hearing no comments, Chairman Philip Faison continued with the meeting.

Public Hearing – FY2010 Rural Operating Assistance Program (ROAP) 

This matter was set for public hearing at the July 6, 2009 Commissioners meeting and advertised in English and Spanish in the Daily Advance.

It is required that the Board of County Commissioners hold a public hearing to provide the opportunity for local input regarding the sub-allocation of ROAP funds. 

The public hearing must be accessible to individuals with disabilities in accordance with provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990. These provisions include having written material available in alternative, accessible formats upon request, and providing special accommodations at your public hearing, such as a sign language interpreter, as may be requested. The public hearing shall be held at a time of day that affords a majority of the public an opportunity to attend and make comments. Applicants must make the Voluntary Title VI Public Involvement form readily available to all individuals attending the public hearing for ROAP funds. The applicant must submit with the hardcopy of their application all completed Voluntary Title VI Public Involvement forms and must keep a copy for their records. As in past years, Herb Mullen, ICPTA Director, has assisted the County in the administration of the funds.

Chairman Philip Faison proceeded with the meeting.

Public Hearing – Infrastructure Hook Up 

Planning Director Dan Porter stated that a grant from the Division of Community Assistance under a Community Development Block Grant to hook up individual properties to the water supply in early spring and hook ups have been completed with the six (6) applicants.  $37,000.00 was appropriated for this project and after having spent $30,000.00, there is enough money to provide for an additional hook up.  A public hearing is required to amend the application to allow for the one (1) additional hook up recipient and to ask the Board’s approval to allow one (1) additional hook up under the grant.

Chairman Philip Faison called for any comments from the public.

No comments were received.

Chairman Philip Faison proceeded with the meeting.

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to come out of public hearing. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

New Business - FY2009-2010 Funding Plan Contracts – Home and Community Care Block Grant – Albemarle Commission  

Commissioner Sandy Duckwall made a motion to approve the FY2009-2010 Funding Plan Contracts for the Home and Community Care Block Grant from the Albemarle Commission.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

New Business - FY2009-2010 Senior Nutrition Program Contract – Albemarle Commission  

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to approve the FY2009-2010 Senior Nutrition Program Contract from the Albemarle Commission.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

New Business -  NCACC Annual Conference – Catawba County - Voting Delegate 

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to appoint Chairman Philip Faison as voting delegate at the NCACC Annual Conference being held in Catawba County on August 27 through August 30, 2009.
Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to recuse Commissioner Philip Faison from voting. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

The motion to appoint Chairman Philip Faison as voting delegate at the NCACC Annual Conference being held in Catawba County on August 27 through August 30, 2009 passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, and Michael McLain voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; Chairman Philip Faison recused; and no Commissioner not voting.

New Business -  NCACC Annual Conference – Catawba County Door Prize 

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to contribute a door prize of a framed picture of the Wade Point Lighthouse at the NCACC Annual Conference.  The motion passed with Commissioners Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; Commissioner Melvin Jeralds voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

New Business - Qualified School Construction Bonds  

School Superintendent Ron Melchiorre reported that money is available due to the stimulus funds for the rehabilitation or repair of a public school or for land acquisition under the Qualified School Construction Bonds (QSCB), established as part of the American Recovery Reinvestment Act of 2009.  Camden County is eligible of $1,150,000.00.   The money does not have to be used for three (3) years.  Mr. Melchiorre reviewed the QSCB application and time sensitive eligible dates.

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to approve application for authorization of the QSCB by July 31, 2009.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

New Business - Resolution No. 2009-07-02 - NC Coastal Recreational Fishing License Request for Proposals -  Crooked Creek Access
Permit Officer Dave Parks stated that North Carolina Marine Fisheries Commission and Wildlife Resources Commission have grant funds to be awarded to communities to manage and enhance the marine resources of North Carolina.  There is no match required for this application.  Grant area of interest is Crooked Creek, located off Garrington Island Road in Shiloh Township.  Proposed improvements to the area include replacing boat ramp and pier, bulk heading approximately 500’, dredging, and improved parking area to include handicap access.  In accordance with Camden County’s Land Use Plan, the county supports access to public waters focusing on the Great Dismal Swamp and Shiloh Township areas.  It also supports the development through private funds and grant monies.

Commissioner Sandy Duckwall made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2009-07-02 contingent upon agreement with the property owner for a thirty (30) year lease. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.
