MINUTES

The joint meeting of the Camden County Board of Commissioners and Camden County Board of Education was held on Monday, June 7, 2010  in the Historic Courtroom, Camden, North Carolina.  The following members were present:

Closed Session – Pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(3) – Consultation with Attorney

Commissioner Melvin Jeralds made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(3) for the purpose of consultation with attorney.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

The Commissioners entered closed session at 6:37 p.m.

Commissioner Melvin Jeralds made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

The Commissioners re-entered regular session at 6:59 p.m.

No action was taken.

Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

Commissioner Garry Meiggs gave the invocation and lead those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Comments

Terry Rose, 119 Edgewater Drive, asked that the agenda be amended for the discussion of the Maintenance Supervisor position.   There being no amendment, Mr. Rose stated that he had been employed with Camden County since 2003; has various pesticide licenses; OSHA licenses; lifetime experience in carpentry, electrical and plumbing; attending HVAC school to try to better himself at his current position of maintenance.  Mr. Rose stated that in 2005 Camden County broke away from Elizabeth City Parks & Rec Department and that he took over all duties for over a year; then the Camden County Parks & Rec Department was started and he applied for the job.  County Manager Randell Woodruff deprived him of an interview because he feels of a personal vendetta.  Mr. Rose stated he did not like not having and interview but went on with his day to day duties. In 2010, Mr. Rose stated he applied for the Maintenance Supervisor that Mr. Rose has been performing for the last five (5) to six (6) years by him.  Mr. Rose showed signed written support from the Department Head and Mr. Woodruff told Mr. Rose it was not a petition but Mr. Woodruff told Mr. Rose that it would be in Mr. Rose’s best interest for him to stop circulating the signature paper and he stopped as he was told to me.  Mr. Rose stated once again he was being denied an opportunity to better himself because of a personal vendetta.  Mr. Rose stated to County Manager Randell Woodruff that he would like the chance to make things right between them, if Mr. Woodruff could tell him what he has done.

Mr. Rose addressed Chairman Philip Faison by saying the following:  When I told you I was friends with you Phil, I meant it for life.  No questions, no strings attached.  Come January the people sitting in the courtroom that you are dealing with will forget your name and have no more use for you.  The day Chairman Philip Faison embraced him in the hospital and looked in his face and told him you loved him and that he was your friend and that he loved Mr. Rose’s family.  Mr. Rose stated that Chairman Faison could have solved all the problems and Mr. Rose would not be sitting here right now and stated that it is all on Chairman Philip Faison’s shoulders.   Mr. Rose stated that he has always protected him and his family and took up for him and his family.  Mr. Rose stated that if Chairman Philip Faison allowed this travesty to go on and allow County Manager Randell Woodruff to hurt him for a personal vendetta, then you are lying to Mr. Rose’s son because he thinks the world of him.  Mr. Rose ask that Chairman Philip Faison not let County Manager Randell Woodruff hurt him and his family.

Buddy Tucker, 617 Trotman Road, stated that he attended a Memorial Day service May 31, 2010 in front of the courthouse and when the service started, there was no flag to be found.  Commissioner Michael McLain and his wife attended and tried to find a flag for the ceremony.  In the meantime, people from the memorial team sent someone to Elizabeth City to get a flag in order to continue the Memorial Day service.   Mr. Tucker stated that ten (10) people attended the service and asked for the Board’s support in promoting this annual ceremony in honor of the deceased veterans.

Consideration of Agenda
County Manager Randell Woodruff asked that a Public Hearing for Community Development Block Grant Program be added to the agenda.

Chairman Philip Faison added Item 4. Public Hearing, B. Community Development Block Grant Program.

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

Old Business -  Crooked Creek Project  

Planning Director Dan Porter stated several attempts have been made to obtain grant funds to construct improvements to the Crooked Creek access area that leads out to the North River.  Recent discussions with the NC Wildlife Commission staff have resulted in their offer to provide labor and materials for several of the project elements, if the County will obtain permission to use the land and the necessary wetland delineation and CAMA or Army Corp of Engineers permits.

The attached project description, site plan, and budget reflect the entire project as submitted for previous grant applications.  The Wildlife Commission has offered to replace the boat ramp, construct a small pier, grade and gravel the parking area, and dredge 50 feet in front of the boat ramp.

In order to proceed with the project, it will be necessary to fund the wetland delineation and various permits.  No work will be initiated until the county obtains permission or a lease from-property owner.

Commissioner Melvin Jeralds asked if any arrangements to acquire the land from the property owner to be used as a parking lot had been made in order to be beneficial to the project before money was spent on wetland delineation and permits.

Planning Director Dan Porter replied in the affirmative. 

Commissioner Michael McLain asked what was the lease rate, to which Mr. Porter replied, $500.00 a year.

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to authorize Mr. Porter to enter into negotiations with Mr. Alvin Staples, bring the proposed lease back to the Board for approval and upon approval of the lease, Mr. Porter can proceed with the wetland map delineation and apply for various permits. The motion passed with Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Sandy Duckwall, Garry Meiggs, Michael McLain and Chairman Philip Faison voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.
