Item 6. A.
Treasure Point 4-H Camp Project Update - Mark Powell
Mr. Mark Powell updated the Board on the Treasure Point 4-H Camp Project reparations.

· Mr. Powell showed a map to the Board which detailed the project

· Have applied for CAMA Public Access Grant to assist with finances

· Grant will provide money for installation of gravel/rock parking lot at current site

· Handicap access down to the water front

· 100 ft of pier, replace existing 50 ft of pier that is un-usable

· Adding a canoe / kayak launch to the pier

· Install rip-rap / bulkhead / hard stabilization to shore up the shore line from erosion

· No money available for renovation of restrooms, seeking other revenue streams for that

Commissioner Jeralds asked how much money would be required for renovation of the restrooms, to which Mr. Powell replied, $15,000 if new fixtures and new roofing are included.  Mr. Powell added that cost can be scaled back if these items are scaled back.

Mr. Powell stated that he had met with CAMA and would be starting the permitting process soon, then the work would go out for bids.

Commissioner Jeralds suggested that if Cooperative Extension can come up with $7,500, that the commissioners could vote to match it to help them obtain the needed $15,000 to complete the project.

Mr. Powell commented that Cooperative Extension is currently utilizing 4-H Foundation money, a 10% match that the grant required, and so that grant is already helping.

County Manager Randell Woodruff asked if there were any plans for the insurance money proceeds.  Mr. Powell responded that they are trying to hold off on using the insurance proceeds because they would like to place an additional building on the property at a later date.

Commissioner Jeralds stated the need for other facilities like bathrooms, piers, and the like.  Chairman Phil Faison asked County Attorney John Morrison if a budget amendment was needed for the county to expend money on this project.  Mr. Morrison confirmed the need for a budget amendment.

Chairman Phil Faison instructed Mr. Powell to obtain an updated cost on the reparation / renovation of the bathroom facility and bring it before the board at an appropriate time in the form of a budget amendment, to be placed on the Consent Agenda.  By this statement, he indirectly instructed Mr. Powell to convey that information to Finance Officer Clarann Mansfield for the preparation of a Budget Amendment to be placed on the Consent Agenda at a future meeting.

Request for Donation to NC20 (requesting .10¢ per capita donation for NC20 - a group of 20 counties in Coastal NC who are trying to bring awareness to rising home owner insurance rates in coastal areas)

Randell Woodruff made a brief introduction of this agenda item:

· Bobby Outten, Dare County Manager, is the coordinator for this effort

· Home owner insurance rates have increased due to proximity to the coast, not due to hurricane weather events

· Local rates are also affected, due to proximity to the Albemarle Sound, Pasquotank River, North River, etc.

Vice-Chairman Sandra Duckwall commented that homeowner insurance rates have increased an average of 30% and are still increasing.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF AN APPLICATION FOR

APPROVAL OF A FINANCING AGREEMENT AUTHORIZED BY

NORTH CAROLINA GENERAL STATUTE 160A-20

WHEREAS, the County of Camden of Camden, North Carolina desires to authorize the South Mills Fire Commission to build a new fire station at 127 Keeter Barn Road, South Mills, North Carolina to better serve the citizens of the South Mills Township; and


WHEREAS, the County of Camden of Camden, North Carolina desires to finance the project by the use of an installment contract authorized under North Carolina General Statute 160A, Article 3, Section 20; and


WHEREAS, findings of fact by this governing body must be presented to enable the North Carolina Local Government Commission to make its findings of fact set forth in North Carolina General Statute 159, Article 8, Section 151 prior to approval of the proposed contract;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of Camden, North Carolina, meeting in regular session on the 2nd day of August, 2010, make the following findings of fact:

1.
The proposed contract is necessary or expedient because the present fire station was constructed in 1973 and does not have sufficient space for the vehicles and no space for the firemen to meet for any kind of training.
2.
The proposed contract is preferable to a bond issue for the same purpose because of the expense of an election and the time involved.

3.
The cost of financing under the proposed contract is probably no greater than the cost of issuing general obligation bonds.

4.
The sums to fall due under the contract are adequate and not excessive for the proposed purpose because of the amount of funds received from the levy of the fire tax on the value of property in the South Mills Township Fire District.

5.
The County of Camden of Camden, North Carolina’s debt management procedures and policies are good because the South Mills Fire Commission debt management policies will be hence forth be so carried out.

6.
There will be no increase in taxes necessary to meet the sums to fall due under the proposed contract.

7.
The County of Camden of Camden, North Carolina is not in default in any of its debt service obligations.

8.
The attorney for the County of Camden, of Camden, North Carolina has rendered an opinion that the proposed Project is authorized by law and is a purpose for which public funds may be expended pursuant to the Constitution and laws of North Carolina.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Manager is hereby authorized to act on behalf of the County of Camden of Camden, North Carolina in filing an application with the North Carolina Local Government Commission for approval of the Project and the proposed financing contract and other actions not inconsistent with this resolution.

This resolution is effective upon its adoption this 2nd day of August, 2010.
