MINUTES

The regular meeting of the Camden County Board of Commissioners was held on Monday September 20, 2010 in the Historic Courtroom, Camden, North Carolina.  The following Commissioners were present:

Chairman Phil Faison, Vice-Chairman Sandra J. Duckwall,

Also attending were County Manager Randell Woodruff, Interim Clerk to the Board Amy D. Barnett, and County Attorney John Morrison.  Present for purposes of making a presentation(s) or providing supporting information for agenda items were the following persons:  Dan Porter, Director of Planning; Lisa Anderson, Tax Specialist; Barry Overman and Danny Ellingwood of the Elizabeth City-Camden County Fire Marshal’s Office.
Chairman Phil Faison called to order the September 20, 2010 meeting of the Camden County Board of Commissioners at 5:00 PM.

Closed Session, 5:00 P.M.
Pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(6) - Personnel

Commissioner Michael McLain made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S 143-318.11(a)(6) for personnel matters, for the purpose of holding interviews for the position of Clerk to the Board.  The motion passed 5-0 with Chairman Phil Faison, Vice-Chairman Sandra J. Duckwall, Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Garry Meiggs, and Michael McLain voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting. 

The Commissioners entered closed session at 5:00 P.M.  Present during closed session were the Board and County Manager only, and those whom were interviewed by the board; the Interim Clerk to the Board was excused during the closed session, as was the County Attorney.

Commissioner Garry Meiggs made a motion to come out of closed session at 6:25 P.M.  The motion passed 5-0 with Chairman Phil Faison, Vice-Chairman Sandra J. Duckwall, Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Garry Meiggs, and Michael McLain voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting. 

Chairman Phil Faison recessed the Board at 6:25.

Regular Session, 7:00 P.M.
Chairman Phil Faison re-convened the September 20, 2010 meeting of the Camden County Board of Commissioners at 7:00 P.M. for the Regular Session.

Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

Commissioner Garry Meiggs gave the invocation and led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Comments - None

Consideration of Agenda 
Chairman Phil Faison asked if there were any changes to the agenda.  Not hearing any changes, he called for a motion to approve the agenda.

Vice Chairman Sandra Duckwall made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion passed 5-0 with Chairman Phil Faison, Vice-Chairman Sandra J. Duckwall, Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Garry Meiggs, and Michael McLain voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting. 

Old Business

Old Business

Item 3. A.
North River Gamelands Trail
Dan Porter made a brief introduction to this agenda item:

· The NC Wildlife Resources Commission is willing to install the infrastructure for this project (construct the trail system) if the county would be willing to accept the responsibility for the management of the site (maintenance, upkeep, etc.).

· Estimated budget to maintain site is approximately $500.00 per year in gas, oil, herbicides, equipment maintenance, and miscellaneous supplies.

· The owner of North River Camp Ground has agreed to help keep the site clean.

· There is a Memorandum of Agreement in the Board packet defining the responsibilities of the Wildlife Resources Commission and those of Camden County

After a brief discussion, Michael McLain made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between the NC Wildlife Resources Commission and Camden County Parks and Recreation Department.  The motion passed 5-0 with Chairman Phil Faison, Vice-Chairman Sandra J. Duckwall, Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, Garry Meiggs, and Michael McLain voting aye; no Commissioner voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

Old Business

Item 3. B.
Adequate Public Facilities Ordinance - Refund Policy and Letter
Dan Porter, Director of Planning, described this agenda item and spoke regarding the policy in question:

· Planning Department drafted a policy for the refund of the APFO fees collected.

· There were some modifications recommended which Planning believes may not be advisable:

· The county doesn’t have the authority to mediate who gets the refund

· The refund should be issued to who ever wrote the original fee payment check to the county

At this point, County Attorney John Morrison spoke stating the following:

· The Board of Commissioners is not a court of law and has no authority to settle disputes as to who should receive the refund.

· Court mediators are certified and extensively trained to mediate disputes.

· Mediation is a tool of the courts, granted by general statutes.

Vice Chairman Duckwall commented regarding the modifications to the policy with regard to a foreclosure clause.  She stated that she does not like asking for ‘payment instructions and dispute by the mortgage company’.

County Attorney John Morrison agreed with Vice Chairman Duckwall, and stated that in his opinion the mortgage company does not have any right to the refund monies.

Dan Porter, Director of Planning, commented regarding the modification to the policy dealing with bankruptcy.  Mr. Porter stated that he agrees with notifying the bankruptcy trustee of any payment of a refund of the APFO.  County Attorney John Morrison stated that he agrees with Mr. Porter since when a person files for bankruptcy protection, all of that person’s assets are transferred to the ownership of the bank in care of the trustee and the refund would be considered an asset to anyone who has filed for bankruptcy.

Commissioner Michael McLain answered Vice Chairman Duckwall’s concerns regarding the foreclosure clause, stating that it is for notification purposes only.  Ms. Duckwall stated however that is not how it reads, that it asks for payment instructions.  County Attorney John Morrison commented stating that there is a possibility that the mortgage may have been sold 1 or more times since the payment of the APFO fee, and notifying the mortgage holder may cause a delay in settling who gets the refund in each respective case.

Commissioner Garry Meiggs asked if there was a confidentiality issue with regard to notifying the mortgage company.  County Attorney John Morrison responded that there was not, that mortgages are public record as are the payments made by the county.

Commissioner Michael McLain suggested changing the foreclosure clause by removing the last part which refers to requesting payment instructions and dispute by the mortgage company.  Chairman Phil Faison agreed with this as did the County Attorney.

At this point, County Attorney asked for the clause dealing with taxes and other liabilities owed to Camden County to be addressed.  Dan Porter read this clause aloud for the board:  “The refund will not be issued to any party that is not current on all local real estate, personal property taxes, or any other liability due to Camden County.”.  County Attorney John Morrison stated that this clause may violate due process rights with regard to tax collection.  Mr. Morrison added the following information:

· Persons who paid the fees, did so for a specific purpose - to obtain a building permit

· Now that the county has determined that the fee is no longer required, if the county were to require settlement of taxes prior to issuance of a refund, this might be looked on as a method of tax collection.

· There are due process rights with regard to tax collection which must be considered.

Mr. Morrison also stated the following:

· Camden County Board of Commissioners is not a court

· If there is a dispute, the parties can go to court to settle any dispute

· The Board of Commissioners has no authority to settle disputes

· Mediation is a tool of the Courts, not of the Board

· If [the county] notifies everyone that should be notified, then in all fairness [the county] has done what should be done

· Refunds should be issued to the party who wrote the original fee payment check to the county unless there is a written release allowing the refund to be written to another party

· [The county] doesn’t know what may have occurred between the contractor and home owner and so can not assume the home owner is automatically deserving of the refund, there may have been an arrangement between contractor and home owner to which the county is not privy to

· If [the county] writes the refund check to the party who wrote the original fee payment check and notifies the home owner that is what is being done, then that should be sufficient, anything beyond that and the county may encounter problems.

Chairman Phil Faison stated his complete agreement with County Attorney John Morrison, and also stated that he is not comfortable with those aforementioned elements of the written policy.

Vice Chairman Sandra Duckwall asked if what the Board wanted was to modify the policy to delete those elements.  Commissioner Michael McLain stated that he thinks that the foreclosure element should remain because in his opinion mortgage companies have a vested interest in the property.  County Attorney John Morrison stated that a mortgage company may have a vested interest in the property, but that does not mean they have any interest in the refund of the $10,249 APFO fee.

Mr. Morrison stated that his suggestion is to do the following:

· Refund to whomever wrote the original fee payment check

· If this is not the Home Owner, give the Home Owner 10 days notice before releasing the check, and then they have time to go talk to the party who wrote the original fee payment check, they have time to file a law suit if they want to, etc.

· Even if the Home Owner comes in and says ‘that should be my refund check’ it still goes back to the party who wrote the original fee payment check unless there is a court order.

· By notifying the Home Owner, all that the county has done is notify them of what has been / what will be done.

At this point, Vice Chairman Sandra Duckwall made a motion to instruct the Planning Department to refund the money to the party(s) who wrote the original fee payment check.  If that is other than the home owner, then the Planning Department will give the Home Owner 10 days notice [certified letter]; absent a court order or written release from the person who originally wrote the fee payment check, the refund will be issued to the party(s) who wrote the check in payment of the Adequate Public Facilities Advancement of Capacity Fee.  The motion passed 4-1 with Chairman Phil Faison, Vice-Chairman Sandra J. Duckwall, Commissioners Melvin Jeralds, and Garry Meiggs voting aye; Commissioner Michael McLain voting no; no Commissioner absent; and no Commissioner not voting.

AGREEMENT FOR THE PROTECTION DEVELOPMENT AND IMPROVEMENT OF FOREST LAND IN CAMDEN COUNTY, NORTH CAROLINA

THIS AGREEMENT, made under authority of “An act to authorize Counties to cooperate with State in Forest Protection, Reforestation and promotion of Forest Management,” (Section 113-59 of the General Statutes of North Carolina - 1943), and also under authority of another Section of the General Statutes, namely Section 113-54, by the North Carolina Department of Environment & Natural Resources (hereinafter called the Department), party of the first part, and the Board of Commissioners of CAMDEN COUNTY in the State of North Carolina (hereinafter called the Board), party of the second part, witnesseth:

That WHEREAS the said Board, recognizing the need for active forest protection, development, reforestation, management and improvement in CAMDEN COUNTY, has accepted the offer of the Department for cooperation in accomplish this object:

Now, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, the said parties contract and agree to maintain a legally appointed and equipped Forest Ranger Organization in said county at the joint cost of the State and County, insofar as the joint funds will permit, as follows:

Part I.

THE DEPARTMENT AGREES:


1.
To select, employ and appoint, after consultation with the Board, a County Forester or County Forest Ranger for the purposes of controlling forest fires in said County; for detecting and extinguishing fires that break out; for investigating the origin of forest, woodland and field fires; for enforcing State forest fire laws; for taking such preventative measures, educational and otherwise, as shall seem necessary to prevent forest fires; for developing and improving the forests through reforestation promotion and practice of Forest Management practices; and for protection from insects and diseases.


2.
To furnish to each Forester or Forest Ranger so employed a badge of office, stationery and report forms, instructional posters for use in the County, leaflets for distributing to landowners and others; to purchase necessary equipment, communication systems, and other Forestry improvements deemed necessary insofar as the joint funds will permit.


3.
To pay the Forester or Forest Ranger for all official services rendered, at a fair rate of pay.  Rates of pay are to be established by the Department in accord with existing State salary schedules.


4.
To direct supervise, instruct, and inspect, through its agents, the work and conduce of the Forester or Forest Ranger, to discipline and, when necessary, discharge such Forester or Forest Ranger.


5.
To submit to the Board of Commissioners monthly (or at other mutually satisfactory intervals) an itemized statement of all monies to be paid by the County and those paid by the Department for proper conduct of the work within said County.


6.
To make available annually from State, Federal, and other funds allotted to it, the sum of one hundred forty thousand eight hundred eighteen ($140,818.00), as its share of an annual budget of $201,168.00 for carrying the work in said County.

Part II.

THE BOARD AGREES:


1.
To pay to the Department 30% of the total cost of the Forester or Forest Ranger salaries and expenses and of other proper expenditures made in connection with the over-all Forestry program in said County, upon receipt and consequent approval of the periodic statements submitted by the Department.


2.
To appropriate annually the sum of sixty thousand, three hundred fifty dollars ($60,350.00) which sum shall be available for expenditure under the terms of this Agreement, and shall represent the County’s share of the annual budget.

Part III.

IT IS EXPRESSLY AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD BY BOTH PARTIES:


1.
That this Agreement becomes effective July 1, 2010.


2.
That the annual appropriations as set forth above may be revised by mutual agreement between the Department and the Board, based on the amount of annual appropriation desirable for the proper conduct of the Forestry work, such revision to become effective at the beginning of a given Fiscal Year.  Any unused balance of County funds remaining at the end of a Fiscal Year shall revert to said County unless otherwise mutually agreed upon by both parties.


3.
That the Board reimburse the Department as provided in Part II, Item 1, by forwarding a county voucher drawn in favor of the Department for the amount of the County’s share of expenditures as set forth in the Department’s periodic statement to the Board.  That such payments be made by the Board within thirty days following receipt of the Department’s billing.


4.
That title to all improvements and equipment purchased and/or constructed in connection with this agreement will rest with the Department; such materials or their equivalent will remain in the County as long as this agreement is in effect, or as long as they are needed by the Department for the proper conduct of the work therein.


5.
That the Forester or Forest Ranger periodically or at the request of the Board, shall present to the Board statements of the work being done within the County, so that said Board may be fully informed at the times regarding the Forestry finances and activities within the County.

Item 6. A.
Presentation - Barry Overman, Fire Marshal’s Office
Mr. Barry Overman, Fire Marshal with the Elizabeth City Fire Department, made a presentation to the Board.  His presentation touched on the following issues:

· The work done with the Planning Department, Sheriff’s Office and Others in Camden County

· Fire Inspections program, which is the largest program as it is a state mandated program

· Mentioned that the Fire Inspection regulations are reactive, in that when bad things happen, rules get changed to facilitate change to prevent future occurrences

· Went over the types of inspections performed, and types of occupancies

· Assemblies (restaurants, theatres, auditoriums, courtrooms, museums, etc.)

· Business (banks, barber shops, convenient stores, medical offices, lawyer offices etc.)

· Educational (public and private schools, daycares, etc.)

· High Rise (Virginia Dare Apts)

· Factory-Industrial (Food-processing, machine shops, millwork, upholstery, etc.)

· Hazardous (explosives, agriculture chemical storage, etc.)

· Institutional (group homes, prisons, jails, etc.)

· Churches

· Mercantile (department stores, motor vehicle service stations, retail stores)

· Residential (other than 1 and 2 family dwellings, hotels, dormitories, boarding houses, etc.)

· Storage (furniture, lumber, tires, etc.)

· Went over count of Camden County’s inspections

· Businesses, due every three years - 116 Inspections; 37 per year

· 5 Schools, due twice per year - 10 Inspections

· 3 Daycares, due once per year - 3 Inspections

· Nursing Home and L.P Gas Company - 2 Inspections

· Total due each year:  52 Inspections

· Mission of Fire Marshal’s Office is to make sure all public places are fire safe

· Fire Inspectors attend schooling for certifications to perform certain kinds of inspections

· Annual Fire Show at COA reaches over 5,000 kids

· Fire Marshal’s Office routinely cooperates with local law enforcement in investigations

· Fire K-9 Unit can find fire accelerants by sniffing them out, dog is very adept at this, and Fire Marshal is certified handler of K-9

· Fire Marshal’s Office handles situations of illegal burning so that local volunteer fire departments do not have to deal with this, also assists building inspector’s office with asbestos inspections

· Fire Marshal’s Office assists in plan reviews; indicating where accesses should be to allow access for fire department vehicles, hoses, etc in event of a fire event

· Helps with renovations to bring buildings up to code with regard to fire code

· Water availability is an issue now with houses larger than they used to be.  Water source used to be a water transport truck, but now with water line infrastructure available in most places, hoses can be hooked up, etc.

· Assists with Code Enforcement

· The state mandates Fire Incident Reports - this is how the state gets their statistics; this is how the state knows where to concentrate certain types of efforts, education, etc.  Also assists with getting grants, establishing need, etc.

· Free Smoke Detector Program - program has been providing free smoke detectors since 1994.  Now provides a 10 Year Lithium Battery run Smoke Detector.  Phone Number for information on this program is 252-338-3913.

At this point, Mr. Overman asked if there were any questions from the Board.

Vice Chairman Sandra Duckwall asked how Camden County was doing with regards to fire inspections.  Mr. Overman responded that Camden County is doing excellent.  The state requires 100% compliance, and in the past 10 years there have only been 3 situations where persons were unwilling to make corrective actions to make their respective situations fire safe.

Commissioner Michael McLain asked if Mr. Overman could send information to the Clerk for inclusion on the cable access channel for the next fire show.  Mr. Overman indicated he would send information to the clerk.

· On 9/11/2010 at 7:30 AM there was a Flag Raising Ceremony held at the Camden County Courthouse.  There was a good turnout, nice ceremony.
