A Inciden ces of racial, ethnic, and familial status discrimination

Recommended Fair Housing Action Plan (FHAP)

The following is the recommended FHAP and activities for preventing fair housing
impediments in the City of Dearborn Heights. The City should also co ntinue to carry
out the objectives originally stated in their Equal Housing Opportunity Plan and

Consolidated Plan.
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1. Raise the visibility of fair housing and the complaint process. As
mentioned previously, the fact that there is little participation or c omplaint
activity in the City does not necessarily mean that discrimination does not occur.

The internet is becoming, if not already, one of the most accessible mediums to
reach a larger number of people. A review of the City of Dearborn Heights and
the State of Michigan Department of Civil Service websites found significant
information relative to how and where to report discrimination. The Fair Housing
Center of Detroit does not have a website available for review at this time.

However, itis impor  tant to note that not all individuals that have been
discriminated against have access to the internet. The City must also create a
plan to raise its fair housing visibility through public outreach. The City should
explore the possibility of conducting pr esentations and continue to distribute
information about fair housing through elementary schools, public libraries, local
financial institutions, affordable housing providers and community/recreation

centers.

2. Consider incentives and alternative funding s ources to encourage and
increase affordable housing development. Development and support of
affordable housing  require concerted efforts by multiple parties including
government agencies, housing organizations, nonprofits, advocates and real
estate profess ionals. These entities should continually coordinate affordable

housing efforts.

3. Increase landlord and resident awareness and knowledge of fair
housing. In coordination with the rental inspection ordinance, the City can
provide information about fair hous ing to landlords. Consider conducting fair
housing workshops as part of community events (e.g., public service
announcements, utility bill inserts, newsletter etc.).

4. Work to assist residents with special needs have full access to housing
and needed servi ces. Continue to dedicate funding to improve housing
accessibility for persons with disabilities. Specifically, funding should go to
remove architectural barriers for persons with disabilities and to rehabilitate
housing for accessibility.

Continue to par tner with SMART to improve public transportation accessibility.

5. Ensure that existing credit counseling programs are available and
targeted.  Education programs about loan requirements and budgeting,
commonly offered through first -time homebuyer classes, m  ay help potential
applicants to understand how to improve their chances of receiving a mortgage
loan and how to mitigate the damaging effects of poor credit history. Such
classes should include a discussion about fair housing and predatory lending,
which m ay be a concern for the community. Finally, these programs should
contain information on accessing government -sponsored and subsidized loans,
which have more flexible underwriting standards.

The City worked closely
with social service agencies such as First Step, Vista Maria, Lutheran Social
Services and Wayne Metro Community Action Agency to assist low and
moder ate income families and/or persons who are homeless or at risk of
becoming homeless.

e The Housing Choice Voucher Program is a program that provides vouchers to
families, the elderly, the handicapped, and disabled individuals to assist them
in payment of  their rent. In collaboration with the Plymouth Housing

Commission, this program addresses the affordable housing concerns of low
income families.

wherever he or she chooses. The City has reviewed the report annually including

new information, as available, and addresses any concerns as needed.

1. TheCity reports on individual 6és rights to fair hous

federal code and on programs to provide greater access to housing by low and
moderate income households.

2. During the public participation meetings for the development of the
Communit y Development Block Grant Program, the City prepares fair housing
i nformation and distri buparcipants.t t o t he meetingso

3. On the Cityds ohttphiwon.a.dearvomb s iheights.mi.us/ , visitors
to the site can follow the Community Development Department links to find

information regarding fair housing. By following links, visitors can access federal

information about fair and affordable housing laws and resources.

4, The City contribu ted $ 2,500 to the Metropolitan Detroit Fair Housing Center.
5. The City of Dearborn Heights continued to provide all residents and

participants with referral assistance advice for reporting fair housing complaints. The
City will investigate the possibili ty of providing information in other languages (i.e.

Spanish, Arabic)

6. The City consulted citizen organizations and public and private fair housing
groups to provide housing referral information and fair housing materials for

distribution in the communi ty. The City of Dearborn Heights recognizes the fact that
many persons may be unfamiliar with their rights regarding equal opportunity in

housing and have little or no knowledge about available housing resources.

7. The City completed the process of upda ting the Impediments to Fair Housing
Analysis in March, 200 9.

8. Dearborn Heights promoted the concept and meaning of equal housing
opportunities by providing constituents with information on specific housing
resources including information on publicly as sisted housing opportunities.

9. The City made every effort to extend assistance to minorities, elderly and

single -headed householders who may have fewer housing options available to them

via encouraging the presence of these groups in the community by f ollowing up on
all referrals made to persons investigating rental housing opportunities.

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10. The City provided information on housing opportunities . The City also
circulates information about housing opportunities for low and moderate income
households .

11. It appears that while the City has adequate zoning, land use, and

development policies and provisions for senior housing, including multi -family
housing, the City is  encouraging the expansion of multi -family dwellings through
conversion.

12. The av ailability of senior and special heeds housing is being considered by the
City. The City proposes to meet with senior nonprofit organizations, the local
commission on aging, health care, and senior housing providers and group home
providers in this regard

13. The City participated in the Suburban Mobility Authority for Regional
Transportation (SMART) which provides free bus tickets to residents aged 55 and

over admini stered by the Cityds Wkhaoesetaftee on
transportation, senior citizens are not limited where they live, which provides them
with more housing choices.

14. The City is continuously re-evaluat ing its building codes to insure that they

are free of barriers to affordable housing.

15. The City continuesto revise the Residential Rehabilitation Program guidelines
