The City of Dearborn Heights has applied for and been awarded a 4195 DR-MI Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) grant to acquire and demolish specific residential homes along the Ecorse Creek Corridor. This project is a part of a Federal Grant allocation eligible to all municipalities in the State of Michigan for mitigation projects.
 The intent of the Dearborn Heights’ project is to reduce/eliminate flooding to the acquired properties as well as the surrounding neighborhood by creating a natural detention basin and green space for the flood waters to be retained and absorbed instead of flowing into the neighborhood.
[bookmark: _GoBack] The homes must be acquired through a voluntary manner in which the homeowner may accept or reject the fair market value of the home that is offered to them calculated by an appraiser selected through an RFP process. The City will then demolish the home through a contractor also selected by an RFP process and plant native species wild flower seeds with deep roots that can pull and store excess flow up to 25 feet underground.
