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What does this Project involve?
The City of Dearborn Heights will begin pavement repairs on Monroe Boulevard from Annapolis Avenue to Dartmouth Avenue. Deteriorated concrete panels will be removed and replaced with new concrete. North-bound lane of Monroe Boulevard will be reconstructed first, followed by reconstructing the south-bound lane. Pavement removal will begin the week of September 26, 2016.  
	
Will the street be open during construction?
The Contractor will close the half of the road that is being reconstructed. One-way traffic will be maintained on the other half of Monroe Boulevard. Detour signs will be in place to route traffic around the construction area. Access to your driveway could be restricted during the reconstruction of your half of the roadway. 

What about police, fire, and rescue access to my home?
Fire, police, and rescue will be notified of the construction activity. Access will be made available for all emergency vehicles. 

What about my trash pick up?
Continue to place your trash at the curb on your weekly scheduled pick-up day.

What will happen to my lawn sprinkler?
The Contractor will protect sprinkler heads near the curb whenever possible and will repair those that need to be removed during construction. Your help in flagging or marking these sprinkler heads would be greatly appreciated. Also, it is important that you turn off the sprinkler zones along the street.

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Construction to begin Monday June 13, 2016 on I-94:

A $9 million project is expected to begin early next week along I-94 near Detroit Metro Airport between Telegraph Road and I-275. Nearly 11 miles of freeway and ramps will be repaired with resurfacing, concrete pavement repairs, drainage work, and pavement markings, including the common ramps to Middle Belt Road and Merriman Road, along with Vining Road and Wayne Road. The majority of the work will occur during overnight hours and full time during weekends. 
Overnight work on westbound I-94 is expected to begin early next week, just west of Telegraph Road, and will occur between 8 p.m. until 5 a.m. the next day and around the clock on weekends. 
 There will be single and double-lane closures on I-94 that will sometimes leave only one lane open. The common ramps to the airport will remain open as much as possible until mid-August, when concrete repair work will close the ramps. Traffic will be detoured to an alternate airport entrance off southbound I-275 and Eureka Road.
