Taxes are due and payable at the office of Richard Young, Dear­

born Township Treasurer, from December 1 through January 19, with­
out penalty. From January 20 to February 28, a 4% penalty may be 
added. After February 28, taxes become delinquent and are payable 
only at the Wayne County Treasurer's office, City-County Building, 
Detroit 26, Michigan. 

A dog license may be obtained at the Dearborn Township Treasurer's 
office, December 1 through February 28, without penalty. Even though 
licensed, dogs are not allowed to run at large in the Township. 

Water bills may be paid at the Treasurer's office or at other col­
lection points designated by the Treasurer.
