THEATER BITS

The drama department at Dearborn High School ob-
tained ifs Thespian charter, Troupe No. 586, in 1944 and
began calling itself the Dramatic Guild of Dearbom High
School.

The first Thespians in the school were indncted during

the 1943-44 school year.
In 1995, the drama department started going under the
name Mainstage Dearborn ngh

In fall 1973, Dearborn I—hgh School scheduled “Where:

Has Tommy Flower Gone.” The scripts were late in coming
in. qunng for these scripts, the students performed work-
shops in the meantime,

Finally, senior Exic Anderson, president of the DHS
Thespians, flew to New York Sept. 28 to get the scripts
from Dramatist Play Service. The $75 flight bill was paid
for by the Thespians.

The play went up as plaxmed Nov. 15-17, 1973,

When the Deatborn High School senior class staged the
play “Patsy” April 8, 1938, this was the second time the
school staged that show. The play had been offered 10 years
earlier in 1928 at the Calvin Theatre and was so successfiil
that a repeat performance was given under the auspices of
the Kiwanis Club to raise money for underpnvﬂeged chil-
dren,

+

In 1963, Dearborn High School senior class’ production
of “Qur Town” was so popular that after two performances
in March, the class repeated the show May 10 as a fund-
raiser because so many people wanted to see the play again.

+

Dearborn Civic Theatre, after having so mmuch success
with its production of “West Side Story” in 1968, including
a tour in England, decided to try to repeat its success with a
make-shift one-hour abbreviated production of “Lion in
Winter” in 1969. :

A local performance was oﬁered May 6, 1969, before
the troupe went to the National Civic Theatre competition
May 9-11, 1969.

The local performance was supposed to be at the Ford
World Headquarters, but had to be moved to the Dearborn
Youth Center.

Also that night, HFCC repeated a performance of the
one act “Save Me a Place at Forest Lawn ”? which it first
staged in fall 1968.

The original play “O, Juan” was performed at Lowrey
School Nov. 1, 2, 8 and 9, 1968, by area-wide pexformers.

Tt was written by Ken Chomont and Cheryl Bound. The
play was based on the lifs of Don Juan. Nothing else about
this production is known.

When the Players Guild of Dearborn staged “Barefoot
in the Park” in September/October 1967, it was the first
titne any community theater in the country staged the play.
This was done with special arrangement with the pub-
lishers.

The Players Guild restaged “Barefoot in the Park™ Aug,
10 and 11, 1973, with the same cast as its original produc-

THEATER HISTORY

Alexander Productions

This group was formed by Ron Deibl and Jim Cape,
members of the Players Guild of Dearborn, in 1985 to
“bring a better level quality of theater to Dearborn.”

As with most new theater groups, this one suffered major
growing pains. Itg last full theatrical production in Dearborn
was “Cole,” a joint venturs with Deatborn Theatre Arts Al-
liance in 1986.

Allen Park Civic Theatre

Little information is available on this group.
The troupe did stage “The Lion in Winter” April 24 and
25, 1975, at Qakwoaod Hospital’s anditorium.

Artisan Guild

The Artisan Guild was a short-lived theater group in
1932 whose purpose was to not only produce plays but to
pass on theater kmowledge throngh lectmres and other
events.

In early February 1932, the group began production on
three one-act plays: “The Master Salesman,” “Enter Dora,
Exit Dad,” and “The Valiant.” The plays were under the
direction of Adolph Eckert and were to be presented shortly
after that,

No further information on. the group is available, includ-
ing whether or nof the set of one-acts were ever presented.
(nformation from Friday, Feb. 12, 1932, Dbn Ind. - P, 3)

Athena Productions

This group is the successor to You & I Productions, both
started by Helen Mamalakis. This one was formed in 1990.

Athena has only staged two public shows, one in 1991
and one in 1994, but continues to offer private plays, both
regular dramas and audience participation wmurder-
mysteries.

Auf De Wahl Company

A new company formed in Dearborn Heights in 1981
with the intention of staging a new musical to be destined
for Broadway.

The music director was Bd Meade, The show pexformed
was “Twice as Nice.” A casting call went out for local per-
formers to fill in open roles, The show originally was sup-
posed to be staged at Riverside High School in October, but
was finally put on at Crestwood High School in November
1981,

Black Concert Theatre Group

This group was sponsored by Western Wayne County
YWCA. It planned the play “Black Girl” for fall 1973.
Nothing else is known of this group.

Bryant Faculty Theater

The faculty at Bryant Junior High School joined to form
a theater group. -

The troupe staged “Arsenic and Old Lace” April 26 and
27, 1956, at the school.

Featured in the cast were Richard Dick as Jonathon -

Brewster, Bill Papineau as Teddy, Don Boughner as Ein-
stein, and Belty Poloway and Monica Edwards as the sisters.
Also in the cast were Bill Johnson, Nancy Swenfin, Robert

Young, Art Brown, Len Mazut, Don Lupp, Merrill Thomas,
George Yee and Bill Craven.

Cabaret Theatre

This group tried staging plays at the Sip ‘n’ Chat, 9933
Greenfield between Plymouth Road and West Chicago.

The only known production was “The Drunkard,” which
opened in February 1968.

Cameo Theater Company

The Cameo Theater Company was created in October
1973 by the Dearborn Recreation Department to introduce
great dramatic works of art to the public throngh readers
theater, :

Its first performance was Dec. 9, 1973, The schedule was
for shows to be held the second Sunday of the month at
Heary Ford Community College.

Cherry Hill Playhouse
This group was sponsored by Cherry Hill Presbyterian
Church. It was formed in 1975. Tt ran at least through the
ond of the decade.

Children’s Theatre of Dearborn

This group for young people was an offshoot of Dearborn
Little Theatre, See that group for more information.

Children’s Theatre of Dearborn

The women’s group at the Players Guild of Dearbom
adopted the name Children’s Thedtre of Dearborn for the
annual children’s shows it staged from 1949 to 1960,

Collegiate Players

This is the name of the theater group created by the
theater students at Dearborn Junior College (later Henty
Ford Community College) in 1949. The company’s first
show was in March 1950,

‘When Deatborn Junior College merged with Ford Trade
School to become Henry Ford Commumity College, the
name Collegiate Players continued in use until at least
spring 1976.

However, in 1966, the Dearborn Recreation Department
started using this name for its newly created snmmer theater
group for college-age performers. One reason for ifs use is
apparently the name fell into disuse in recent years. The
name was modified for 1967 because of the duplication.

- In 1974, the college used the Theater Guild of Livonia
Redford’s playhonse on Beech Daly souih of Five Mile as its
playhonse,

Collegiate Players of Dearborn

When the Dearborn Recreation Department sfarted a
summet theater company for college-age performers (17-25)
in summer 1966, it initially called the group the Collegiato
Players. It had 40 mewbers that first year.

Its first season was performed on the Edsel Ford High
School grounds near the football field with the city’s then-
newly purchased showmabile as its stage.

Tts announced first season was “I'he Fantasticks,” “The
Taming of the Shrew” and a ane-act double bill of “The Zoo
Story” and .“The Bald Soprano.” “The Taming of the
Shrew” was eventually replaced by “Blithe Spirit” by the




time rehearsals began.

The following year, the name was modified to the Colle-
giate Players of Dearborn for two reasons, One was the fact
Henry Ford Community College had already Iaid claim fo
that name, although it had not used that name in a few
years, enough that people forgot the college had rights to it.

The Collegiate Players of Dearborn performed during the
city’s Fine Arts Festival in August, plus did a few additional
shows during the suminer,

Tt continued at least through 1267 and may have been the
forerunner to the city’s Dearborn Summer Rep,

Community theater group

for Dearborn District 4

Dearborm Township residents met Jan, 20, 1954, at Brai-
nard School to look at the possibility of starting a commu-
nity theater group for school district No. 4 (now Crestwood
School District).

The group was to be under the direction of Mrs, Beverly

Curtain Callers
The Cuttain Callers was a group of Deatborn High
School thespians who started a separate drama club in 1949
called the Curtain Callers.
The group performed the play “John Loves Mary” in
May 1949 at Lindbergh School without any adult direction.

Dearborn Civic Institute of Drama

“The Red] Lamp,” a short two-act comedy, will be pre-
seoted Monday evening at 8:30 p.m., in the Henry Ford
school aunditorium, Korte and Driscoll avenues, by the Lu-
Karians, under the direction of James J. Malone.

This play will be given as part of the monthly meeting of
the Dearborn Civic Iustitute of Drama under the anspices of
the Henry Ford School Parent-Teacher Association. Ralph
W. Goodall is president of the PTA and through the Henry
Ford school, notices have been forwarded fo all homes of
that district inviting parents to witness the play, There will
be no charge, as the Drama Institute is a civic organization
whose purpose is to assist Dearborn groups in all phases of
the drama.

A short business meeting will be held following the play
to which ail are invited, Any citizen or group interested in
drama is invited to this meeting. Miss Florence Haigh,
president of the Dearborn Civic Tnstitute of Drama, an-
nounces that Miss Mary Lila Zang, dfamatics teacher at
Fordson High School, will direct members of the Tnstitute in
a play to be given at the February meeting, and the Vaga-
bond Players will give the play in March.

The first general fall organization meeting of the Dear-
born Civic Institute of Drama will be held at the lecture
room of the Dearborn Public Library, Michigan Avenue at
Mason Strect at 8 p.m. Monday, according to an announce-
ment made this week by Dr, Martin H. Hoffmann, president
of the local amateur theatrical group.

It is planned that the institute will hold regular monthly
meetings at the library on the third Monday of each month
to outline plans and discuss activities. The first of the fall
and winter programs will be held by the institute will be a
theater patty at the Detxoit Civic Theater Dec. 16.

At Monday’s meeting comninittees will be appointed for
work to be arranged for the season. Two commitieemen
have been named: James A. Huberstone, chairman of the
one-act play committee, and Mrs. J.A. NOchkl head of the
special program comumittee,

Among the plans of the dramatic organization is one for
a one-act play tournament to be held in early in February.
Casts selected from local churches, clubs, schools, dramatic
clubs and other organizations will compete. The three lead-
ing plays will be presented at the Detroit Civic Theatre. The
winning team will be awarded a beautifill plaque offered by
Miss Jessie Bonstelle. She will present the award,

Programs outlined by the institute for the coming seasomn
inclnde a lecture by Paul McPhaslin, nationally koown
anthority on puppets, discussion of the history, mamifacture
and use of make-up by a local ariist; a talk on the “Little
Theatre Movement” by Kenneth McGowan or Sue Ann
Wilson, an illustrated leciure on the Passion Play of
Oberammergau; “Drama in the Orient,” a talk by a local
minister, and a Bible play by some local church .group; a
discussion of New York Plays, an outline about the Detroit
Civic Theatre by Miss Jessie Bonstelle, and discussions con-
cerning writing plays and the presentation of preductions
for children.

There is no membership fee charged mewbers of the In-
stitnte, Special agsessments, however, ‘will be made when
necessary to cover the cost of special activities. The assess-
ment will only be made fo members desiring to participate
in the special activity and will amount to only the amonnt to
meet the immediate costs.

Five committees comprise the organization: general pro-
gram, special program, social, membership and publicity
commitices.

Charles F., Wells, drama organizer for the Playground
and Recreation Association of America, and nationally
known as an instructor in dramatics, will conduct a three-
week course in Dearborn, commencing on Nov. 2, in was
announced this week by Henry D. Schubert, director of the
recreation department.

The course is designed to help representatives of clubs,
schools and churches as well as little theater groups with
their problems of amateur plays, it was stated. Demonstra-
tion and practice rather than theory is the method. Play pro-
duction is studied by actually putting on plays. Among the
subjects discussed and demonstrated are lighting, make-uyp,
the organization of liftle theater groups, children’s drama,
pageantry, pantomimes, stunts, puppet shows and programs
for holidays and other special occasions, A collection of
some of the best books on community drama and the best
plays suitable for amateurs is part of Mr. Wells exhibit,

Perhaps the most interesting demonstrations will show
how to use inexpensive materials, dyes, and homemade
lights to give striking and beautiful effects in stage settings
and costumes. “Those who do not care to act are often inter-
ested in this phase of production and get great enjoyment
out of it,” Mr. Wells said. “Keen satisfaction is derived from,
making complete stage sets from the most ordinary materi-
als.”

The experience of this national specialist in commuaity
drama ranges through directing, acting, play writing and
staging. For several years, ho was associated with Prof. Al-
fred Arvold in the famous Little Country Theater at Fargo.
He was for a time instructor in public speaking and dra-
matic arts of the high school,, Enderlin, N.D, In New York
City Wells has been director of dramatits for the Bowling
Green Neighborhood Association and manager of the
Morningside Theater League. He also has been actively as-
sociated with Litfle Theater productions at International
Honuse, He is a graduate of North Dakota State College and
of the National Recreation School in New York, which of
fers a course in recreation training to a limited number of
college graduates chosen for their qualities of leadership.

The Dearborn Civic Tnstitute of Drama was organized
under the auspices of the Henry Ford School Parent-Teacher
Association, This group was a civic orgamization whose
glurpose was to assist Dearborn groups in all phases of the

ama.

It was organized in November 1931 after the first session
of a three~week theafer course sponsored by the Dearborn
Recreation Department received overwhelming response.

Charles F. Wells, drama organizer for the Playground
and Recreation Association of America, and nationally
known a8 an instructor in dramatics, conducted the three-
week course.

Climaxing the workshop was the presentation of four
one-act plays: “The Singapore Spired,” by Edward Finagan;
“Sauce for the Goslings,” by Elgin Warren; “They Were
Deceivers Ever,” by W, Harris, and “The Apothecaty,” by
Robert Wallace.

The enthusiasm shown after the first meeting made the
Dearborn Recreation Department decide to make it a per-
maneit organization,

The group continued for at least a couple of years.

Dearborn Civic Opera

Dearborn Civic Opera operated in the late 1930s, spon-
sored by the Dearborn Recreation Department. It was alter-
nately referred fo as Dearborn Civic Opera, Dearborn
Community Opera and even the Community Chorus and
Opera Club.

Its only known show was “ELM.S. Pinafore,” staged in
May 1938.

Dearborn Civic Theatre

The first Dearborn Civic Theatre operated af least duting
the 1934-35 and 1935-36 seasons. It was sponsored by the
Dearborn Recreation Department.

When the group began the 1935-36 season, Joseph
Wetherby was retained as director,

The last reference found to it was in spring 1936,




Dearborn Civic Theatre

The modern Dearborn Civic Theatre, the city of Dear-
born-sponsored theater group, actually had two lives. The
group was started in 1964 as Dearborn Community Theatre,
the first city-sponsored group to carry this name.

The organizational meeting was held March 2, 1964 at
the Youih Center. The group was speacheaded by Leonard
Bradley, who was initially the managing director of the
group,

The group staged its first play, “Anniversary Waltz,” in
May at Lowrey School.

Bradley, changed the troupe’s name to Dearborn Civic
Theatre in summer 1965 because he felt the word civic bet-
ter communicated the goals of the group, which was to offer
quality theater in the area.

At this time, the group was scheduled to be housed in the
proposed major theater for the new libraxy to be built in the
upcoming years. The auditorium was fan shaped going east
out of the library. The designs were modified and the major
theater ended up being a 300-seat lecture room.

The organization lasted until 1979, when politics caused
the demise of the group.

No shows were performed during the 1979-30 season,
although the snmmer program continued to operate those
two years,

Die-hard members worked to resurrect the group during
the dark season. After one season of no shows, Dearborn
Civic Theatre returned with a full slate of shows in 1980-81.

DCT would only exist another few years as politics
caused members of DCT to sever the group’s ties with the
city in 1985. The 1985-86 season was performed without
assistance from the city. The preblem was while DCT re-
tained most of the talent, the city bad most of the resources
and money.

DCT joined forces with Christ Episcopal Church for its
1985-86 season-ending musical, “Godspell.” Although the
shows were critically acclaimed, small audiences forced
DCT to rethink its position. The company rejoined with the
city for 1986-87.

Only two of the three shows that season were staged.
Dwindling interest forced the group to take a break. City-
sponsored community theater would be absent for nearly a
(fecade.

Dearborn Community Theatre

After nearly a decade of no city-sponsored community
theater program, the Fine Arts Division of the Dearborn
Recreation Department decided in 1995 to again form one,
trying to avoid the problems which caused the demise of
Dearborn Civic Theatre,

The major change was Dearborn Coamnumty Theatre
would be completely under city control. The civic theater
had its own governing body. The city felt if there were no
geparate governing body, then politics would likely not re-
surface. However, inexperience in operating a theater com-
pany proved to make Dearborn Community Theatre’s exis-
tence a rocky one,

For example, the initial name chosen for the group was
Dearborn Adult Theatre, to distinguish it from the city-
sponsored youth theater program. Of course, the name car-
ries connotations other than what the city intended, so the
name was quickly changed to Diearborn Community Thea-
tre, the original name of Dearborn Civic Theatre.

The city wanted to start with a big musical which was

seldom donme. The idea was fo stage one, maybe two big
show a year. The first one was to be an exiravaganza. The
reason for staging a little-performed show was to generate
additional interest since theater stand-by’s like “Oklaho-
mal” are so frequently staged, many performers and direc-
tors avoid those shows,

The city firally opted for the Tony Award-winning musi-
cal “Big River.” Unfortunately, while “Big River” won the
Tony for best musical, that season was not a great one for
Broadway. “Big River” was not one of the better musical
available. Additionally, “Big River,” based on the book
“Huckleberry Finn,” required casting which was not readily
available from the community.

Massive problems during production resuited in the show
taking a major loss. Estimates are that while the show had a
budget of at least $10,000, costs were at least double that.

Undaunted, the city tried again the following season with
another musical, the more fraditional “A Funny Thing Hap-
pened on the Way to the Forum.” This time, different prob-
lems were encountered. The show was staged at the 1,100-
seat Fordson High School auditorium. The combined turn-
ont at the box office for the five performances is estimated to
be about 400. Again, the city took a major financial loss,
though it was not of the magnitude of “Big River.”

The program was then discontinued.

Dearborn Darktown Minstrels

The Dearborn Darktown Minstrels were under the aus-
pices of Christ Church’s Men’s Club. The group was exactly
what it sounded like: a group of white men putting on
blackface to entertain people.

1t was formed in 1923, The last Jmown performance was
in 1928, This group was the predecessor to the Players
Guild of Dearborn,

Dearborn Dramatic Club

Group was under the auspices of IOOF (International
Order of Odd Fellows) Lodge Athletic Community.

The group staged “Tony the Convict,” its third produc-
tion, in February 1924. Supposedly, the same play was pre-
viously staged in 1899 in the old Arsenal building, now the
site of the Masonic Temple, which was constructed with
bricks from the old building.

The cast of the first staging was composed of local ama-
teur performers who had all taken a solemn oath that they
would destroy the editor should their names be made public,




‘The information on this was volunteered by a spectator of
the original preduction.

Dearborn Dramatic Guild

The Dearborn Dramatic Guild was formed in fail 1933
by Fordson Public Schools parents and teachers. Originally,
all members lived in the Lowrey School area, Tt staged its
first public performance May 11, 1934, presenting three
one-act plays at Fordson High School.

According to Edgar Bigelow, teacher at the Harvey Low-
rey school and president of the Dearborn Dramatic Guild,
the organization had hoped to produce popular plays for the
public at regular periods next year. Prospects were also in
view for radio broadcasting of a weekly program.

During the year preceding the one-acts, the gnild had
produced several plays for the entertainment of its own
merubers.

The group reorganized in October 1934 under the su-
petvision of the Federal Education Relicf Administration as
part of a program to provide play production instmction,
This put it under the direction of the Dearborn Recreation
Department.

Classes were initiated at Fordson High School under the
auspices of the rec dept. The first play scheduled under the
new format was “Rebound,” originally scheduled for Dec. 7,
1934, at Lowrey School Tt actially was presented Dec. 14,
1934.

The group continued operation in some format at feast
through spring 1935. ,

Composed entirely of east Dearborn residents, this or-
ganization dates its existence to last fall, when a group of
parents and teachers of the Fardson district banded together
to study the production of plays. Today, they are the only
representatives of the Littte Theatro movement in their part
of the city,

According to Edgar Bigelow, teacher at the Harvey Low-
rey school and president of the Dearborn Dramatic Guild,
the organization hopes to produce popular plays for the

public at regular periods next year. Prospects are also in.

view for radio broadcasting of a weekly program,

All of the plays presented by the guild have been under
the personal direction of Teresa Way Merrill, who was for-
merly assistant director for the late Jessie Bonstelle at the
Detroit Civic Theatre and who was also assisted Robert
Hendsrson at the Cass Theatre, Mrs. Merrill has sponsored
the group in ifs presentations, both locally and outside the
city, securing many engagements for if,

During the past year, the guild has produced several
plays for the entertainment of its own members. In addition,
it has taken. plays to the Music Hall in Hartland, MI, to the
First Presbyterian Church in Detroit and at the Harvey Low-
rey School.

Tonight, three plays are being presented, a comedy, a
fantagy and a faxce.

The first one, called “The Perfect Housekeeper,” is the
story of a woman who almost wrecks her home through her
fanatical zeal in keeping her house iminaculate.

“Bumbo the Clown” shows how a dying boy is made well
in a dream about a clown he saw in a theater, John Tenny,
principal of the Harvey Lowrey School, has the title role.

“One Hundred Dollars” is a hilariously funny tale of a
man who refuses to give his wife some money and is made
to pay many times for his folly.

Congsiderable talent outside the guild is also being pre-
sented in tonight’s program. Betty Gardner, a student at
Fordson High School, will render some selections on the
harp. John Stark, a 17-year-old artist from WIR, will play
the accordion. Mixs. Max Dettenhaler, who is vice president
of the guild, will give a monologue entitled “I Swippa Da
Street.”

Dearborn Heights Civic Theatre

Dearborn Heights Civic Theatre was formed in spring
1993 as Dearborn Heights Civic Players by Dr. Frank Jakes
under the auspices of the Dearborn Heights Parks and Rec-
reation Deparfment,

Dr. Jakes had statted the Trailway Players three decades
earlier and for 25 years, was the director of the Ford Chorns
theatrical productions, )

. All performances were at the Berwyn Center.
" The group changed its name fo the Dearborn Heights
Civic Theatre in late 1994,

Dearborn Heights
Community Theatre

Dearborn Heights Community Theatre was formed in
Angnst 1972. The first president was Robext Black, who was
influential in starting the city’s attempt to start a city theater
group in 1967,

The initial plans were for the first show to be a comedy
directed by Douglas P. Isiminger. Word was that if this
group did not succeed, it would be the last community thea-
ter in the city for awhﬂe

The group manage to mount the comedy “Don’t Drink
the Water” in December 1972 at Riverside High School.
Reviews in the local newspaper were harsh and less than
supportive other than for the attempt.

Dearborn Heights Little Theatre

Dearborn Heights Little Theatre was created out of the
merger of the Playmakers and Dearborn Township Civic
Players in summer 1961,

It was sponsored by the township and city recreation de-
partments. Plays were staged at local high schools and the
Weddel Center. Known dates of operation were 1961-67.

The group merged with the Garden City Footlighters
April 29, 1962. Two board frembers of DH Litfle Theatre
resigned to allow two former board members of the Foot-
lighters to have seats on the board.

The group wags re-organized in early summer 1967 under
the direction of Jack Casey. The group did two shows that
summer; “Importance of Being Brnest” and “Litfle Mary
Sunshine.”

Dearborn Heights Theatre Guild

The lone reference to this group said it staged a child-
ren’s Christmas fantasy in December 1961 at Riverside
High School,

Dearborn Heights Youtheatre

This summer children’s theater program is sponsored by
the Dearborn.Heights Parks & Recreation Department, It
was founded in 1993 by C.J. Nodus. The program is co-
sponsored by Paper Bag Productions Lid.




Dearborn Highlands Players Guild

In late winter 1945, a group of theater enthusiasts in the
Dearborn Highlands neighborhood decided to form their
own theater company. The group was open to any resident
in the Lindbergh School area.

The plan was to stage three one-acts in March 1945 at
Lindbergh School.

The only reference to a performance by this company was
“And the Lamp Went Out” March 3, 1945, to people at Vet-
eran’s Hospital. The gioup was called Dearborn Highlands
Players Guild & Choral Society, The show was under the
direction of Mrs. Earl Soules and Henry Schubert, who was
at that time superintendent of recreation for Dearborn,

Dearborn Junior Theater Guild

All that is known about this group is it staged “Graudpa
Goes to College” at Fordson High School March 6, 1947. Tt

is not known with what other group this was affiliated with,

Dearborn Little Theatre

The Dearborn Little Theatre was formed in September
1945 by Mis. Laura Marxer and Henry Schubert. Marxer
had penned the play “Family Man,” performed by the Play-
ers Guild in 1941,

The formal annonncement of the grovp’s formation came
Sept. 13, Its first meeting was Oct. 2. The group called itself
a semi-professional theater group, It was under the co-
spongorship of the night-school system and the Dearborn
Recreation Department.

The gronp quickly reserved Lindbergh School for shows
in December and March. The group’s first effort was “Ring
Around Elizabeth.”

The group performed a spring minstrel show March 19
and 20, 1948, at Lindbergh School.

An offshoot of this was the Children’s Theatre of Dear-
born, among whose performers was Neil Brown, who would
later lead the Edsel Ford High School drama program for
more than 30 years,

The first.meeting of the Children’s Theater of Dearborn
was held Sept. 14, 1946, in the Kaiser-Fraser showrooms at
22302 Michigan Ave. by Mis, Otto Marxer and Mrs, Hubert
Oslund.

DLT directors Marxer and Oslund apparently had con-
tacts at local telavision stations as they secured air time for
some of the children in the company on the stations,

Dearborn Opera Workshop

The Dearborn Recreation Department sponsored a local
opera company in 1980, Its only known production was
“Amahl and the Night Visitors” in December 1980.

Dearborn Plavers

The Dearborn Players, no connection to the Players
Guild of Dearborn, pre-dates the Guild by only a few
months. The Players had its first production July 14 and 15,
1927, The Players Guild formed that fall.

The Players opsning show was “The Brookdale Farm.”
The enfire proceeds from the two performances were to be
donated to the maintenance of the Dearborn Sanitarfura, the
only institution in Dearborn where hospital facilities counld
be obtained at that time.

The group continued at least through 1931.

The Dearborn Players, a newly organized local dramatic

group, will present the old favorite melodrama, “The
Brockdale Farm,” at the high school auditorinm on the eve-
nings of Thuxsday and Friday, July 14 and 15.

The production ifself needs little in the way of introduc-
tion to the theater-goers of a few years back and it was then
a classic of the popular priced theater. It deals with heroes
and heroines of Tural fypes and a deep dyed villain.

F. Lambert, who is rehearsing a talented cast of enthusi-
astic characters has declared that there will be several sur-
prises in store for the theater-goers.

The entire proceeds from the two performances will be
donated to the maintenance of the Dearborn, Sanitarium, the
only institution in Dearborn where hospital facilities can be
obtained.

(Thursday, July 21, 1927, Dearborn Press - FP)

Two very small audiences attended the performances of
“Brockdale Farm,” Thursday and Friday evenings in the
high school audltormm but despite this seeming lack of in-
terest in the hospital beneﬁt the cast performed brilliantly
and presented an enterfainment that for genuine acting was
werjtorions. Those who aftended the performances and
braved the indoor heat and discomfort of a midsummer
auditorinm showed their appreciation of the quality of the
character portrayals and the smooth numuing and well inter-
preted story theme and applanded and praised the efforts of
the cast.

All of the participants were exceptionally good in the
parts for which they were cast, but notable was the interpre-
tation of Squire Brooks by George Bursha, Gilbert Dawson
by Floyd Lambert and Nan Cummings by Miss Pearl Quer-
feld. The Kluge sisters, the newest addition to the Dearborn
Players’ organization, showed their dramatic worth and
prabably will be seen in future productions,

Financially, the venture was a success, also the commit-
tee reporting that although the attendance was small, ticket
returns already show a profit, with reporis of outstanding
tickets yet to come.

For many of the advertlsements in the program, no cash
was received, the advertiser being a debtor of the sanitarinm
credited the advertising account to his books for the hospi-
tal. However, final report will show additional profits from
the ticket sales and the Dearborn Players, who donated their
services for this benefit performance should receive the
thanks of the comiamnity for the success of their venture,

Dearborn Recreation Opera Theatre

The Dearborn Recreation Opera Theatre, which operated
duting the mid-1960s, was originaily the city’s opera work-
shop. It then developed info its own group.

Dearborn Story Theatre

In 1971, the Deaiborn Recreation Depariment decided to
try a different format of theater — reader’s theater for chil-
dren. The name of the group was Dearborn Story Theatre,

The progtam lasted at least four years. In February 1974,
a different story was presented every Saturday. Each show
lasted about 60 minutes and was performed by actors from
city programs,

The program continued thronghout the winter and spring
of 1975 with a rotating series of storics.

Dearborn Summer Rep

This group was a branch of Dearborn Civic Theatre,
sponsored by the Dearborn Recreation Department. The




company offered shows from 1971 through 1984, with no
play mounted in 1983,

The first several years, between three and five shows
were staged, often in rotating repertory style,

Dearborn Summer Theatre

In spring 1958, Dearborn Summer Theatre was formed
as a vehicle for collepe-age students, primarily those at
Henry Ford Community Coellege, to hone their acting skills
during the summer. The group was sponsored by the Players
Guild of Dearborn.

Iis show that year was “The Pajama Game” Aug, 22 and
23, at Edison Junior High School. Plans were fo attempt a
full production each summer. Praceeds from this first pro-
duction wexe given to the Detroit Association for Retarded
Children Inc.

Teadetship that first year consisted of Bob Pusilo, presi-
dent, and Jacques McCpllongh, secretary/treasurer.

The group continued until at least 1968.

Dearborn Theatre Arts Alliance

When Dearborn Civic Theatre severed ties with the
Dearborn Recteation Departiment in summeyr 1985, the Rec
Department started another city-sponsored theater group
called Dearborn Theatre Arts Alliance (DTAA). This was
technically an umbrella organization under which the adult
theater group was a part.

DTAA staged its own season in 1985-86, although only
the first of its three planned shows came off as scheduled.
When DCT split, it fook most of the talent with it. The city
meostly only had the finances and the resources for theater,

Tts first show, “1940s Radio Hour,” was successfifl. The
second show, “Animal Crackers,” ended up changed to
“Cole,” a joint production between DTAA and Alexander
Productions. The final play was supposed to be the musical
“Bvita.” This ended up being changed {o the mmch simpler
“Amadeus.”

The following season, DCT remerged with the city with
most of the people involved in the split gone. DTAA con-
tinwed as the umbrella group with DCT being a part of
DTAA.

DTAA. faded away after a mediocre season of DCT in
1986-87. DCT basically disbanded. DTAA was left with just
the city’s youth acting classes, which was then moved from
the Fine Arts Division to the jurisdiction of the Civic Cen-
ter, since classes met af the Civic Center,

Dearborn Township Civic Players

The Dearborn Township Civic Players formed in late
1958. Meetings were held at Annapolis Funior High School.

Initial plans were for a night of one.acts in early June.
The group staged four one acts June 5 and 6, 1959,

The group planned. three dramas for its 1959-60 season:
“Bus Stop,” “Our Town” and “The Curious Savage.”

The group then planned to open the season with “The
Curious Savage,” but instead opened with “The Tunnel of
Love” in October. “The Curious Savage” was postponed to
be the group’s second show. A third unchosen play was also
to be performed that season.

The gronp merged in summer 1961 with the Playmakers
to form Dearborn Heights Little Theatre,

Dearborn Youth Theatre

Dearborn Youth Theatre is an informal name for the
production part of the Dearborn Youth Acting Classes,

sponsored by the Fine Arts Division of the Dearborn Rec-
reation Department.

It previcusly was called Dearborn Recreation Children’s
Theatre. The Iast known show wnder this name was
“Pinoccldo” in 1973.

The children’s theater group was started by Trene Malin
in 1965, Malin was succeeded by Mary Bremer in 1981.

Plays have been staged under the name Dearborn Youth
Theatre since at least the 1970s. For most of those years,
only one production was staged.

Under director Mary Bremer, the program was expanded
to two shows, one for the younger children and a second one
for the oldest age group, ages 13-18. The two-show format
contimed through 1991, The following year, only two chil-
dren age 13 or older enrolfed, forcing the program te return
to the one-show-per-year format,

In fall 1973, the program was for ages 14 and under, It
was directed by Douglas P. Isiminger. The goal that season
was for the students to help write an original play which
they would then produce.

Divine Child Parish Summer Theater

This group operated in at Ieast 1982-84 for high school
and college siudents.

Dramatic Guild

George A. Martin, a graduate of Dearborn High School,
tried organizing a group be called the Dramatic Guild in
December 1940,

The first production was to be “Romeo and Juliet in
Swingtime,” a light, rewritten version of Shakespears’s
classic. It is not known whether this show was ever per-
formed. If so, it was likely this was the only play produced
by the group. !

Findlater Entertainers

Liitle is known about Findlater Entertainers except that
the group performed the three-act pastoral comedy opera,
“Miss Bob White,” Feb. 3 and 4, 1928, in the then new Ma-
sonic Temple on Monroe. This was the first play to be per-
formed in that building.

Miss Bob White, the pastoral comedy opera by Willard
Spencer, will be presented fomorrow and Saturday nights in
the new Masonic Temple. It will be presented by the Find-
later Entertainers. s

The title role is played by Miss Jeanette Hull, who is a
former Dearborn girl. The opera is in three acts and is
packed full of tuneful melodies and comedy.

The plot concerns two men, who, through an election bet,
are forced to live as tramps for two months. They encounter
many anmsing and interesting episodes, one of the men suc-
cessfully wooing a society girl disguised as a milkmaid. The
romantic side of the stoxy is increased by the incident of the
sweet little Quaker maid who refuses the attentions of an
English Lord and bestows her affections on a farmer boy
who goes to sea and comes back a naval officers, thereby
winning the right to her heart and hand.

This is the fixst play to be offered in the Masonic Temple,
and ticket sellers report an enthusiastic acceptance of the
opera. The players are experienced which will assure
smoath and certain action.




Foley Players

Bishop Foley Knights of Columbus organized a theater
group called the Foley Players in March 1947, Its first (and
possibly only) play was “Ask Me Another” May 10-12,
1947, at Fordson High School. =

Ford Players

The Ford Players was founded in spring 1947 as the Ford
Motor Company Players, Its first show was “The Torch-
bearers” staged in May 1947. The drama group was de-
signed to serve Ford Motor Company employees and their
immediate families. The following year, the group’s name
was shortened fo the Ford Players.

While employees have staged maoy plays through the
years under various names, including Ford Chorus, this is
the name used at least through the 1950s.

Many of the groups plays were performed in the Henry
Ford Museum theater. Tn the 1950s, some of the perform-
ances were staged on local high school stages.

The Futurists

This short-lived theater troupe, a teen group in Dear-
born’s South End, managed to stage only one known pro-
duction, “On Wings of Swing” March 14, 1944.

Garden City Civic Theatre

Garden City Civic Theatre was formed in fall 1978 under
the auspices of the city after a long delay.

The first show, “Twelfth Night,” was staged Sept. 22 and
23, 1978, This play was actually performed by the Lion
Company, based in Lincoln Park, Although this show had
1o local talent, the plan was to use this show as a basis for a
local preduction in the spring.

Most shows wete staged at Garden City High School.

The company continued yntil 1986, when a lack of inter-
est spelled the end of the show. Supposedly, the group had
enough interest in the backstage areas, but lacked sufficient
on-stage participation to continue the troupe,

Garden City Footlighters

This group existed at least starting with the 1959-60 sea-
son. Performances were at Garden City middle schools.

The group merged with the Dearborn Heights Litfle
Theatre April 29, 1962. Two board members of DH Little
Theatre resigned to allow two former board members of the
Footlighters to have seats on the board.

Genesis |

This short-lived group was formed in October 1975 by
drama students at the University of Michigan-Dearborn. Its
only known performance was “An Evening of Improvisa-
tions,” staged Feb, 12, 1976, in the Fair Lane Center’s Sis-
gont Roora,

Aunditions for new members were held June 8, 1976,
Nothing else is known about the group. It held additional
auditions were held for two men Jan, 20 and 22, 1977.

The group presented shows at least through fall 1977 at
UM-Dearborn.

Greenfield Village Players
This was the original name of the Greenfield Village
Theatre Company. Plays had been staged sporadically since
the mid-1960s. The first regular full year of shows was in
1978, when. six plays were staged. All shows were at the
Henry Ford Museum.

This was Dearborn’s longest-lived semi-professional
theater company.
The museum disbanded the group at the end of 1995.

Greenfield Village Theatre Company

The Greenfield Village Players renamed itself the
Greenfield Village Theatre Company in eady 1985, (See
Greenfield Village Players for more information.)

Hyatt Cocktail Playhouse

The Hyatt Regency decided to get into the dinner-theater
market in early 1982, A group called Hyatt Cocktail Play-
house performed “The Pajama Game” that spring and sum-
mer. The plan was for the gronp to stage variovs Broadway
hit musicals, The shows were staged in the space previously
accupied by the db’s club.

Jimmy Launce Productions took over the facility for the
fall 1982 show.

Inter-Faith Players

 The Inter-Faith Players were formed in 1969 as a col-
laboration between several churches in north Dearborn
Heights, Livonia, Redford and Westland.

Participating were New Hope Missionary Baptist, Our
Lady of Grace, Our Lady of Perpetual Help, St. Mark Pres-
byterian, St. Damian’s Catholic in Westland, Trinity Lu-
theran and Rosedale Gardens United Presbyterian in Livo-
nia, S. Redford Church of Christ, and Evergreen Village
United Presbyterian in Detroit,

The group performed original dramas by Lafern Porter of
Westland. It was based at St. Mark’s Presbyterian Church
{now St. Andrew’s Presbyterian) in north Dearborn Heights.

Jack-in-the-Box Productions

This group was started in 1996 by recent high school
graduates in Livonia who wanted to continue performing
together. Productions were staged throughout the Detroit
area, including the University of Michigan-Dearborn (1997-
98 seasom). '

Jimmy Launce Productions

This was a semi-professional dinner-theater operated at
the Hyatt Regency 1982-87. The company had a similar set-
up at other locations in the metro area, too.

The first show was “California Suite” in fall 1982,

‘When the Hyatt decided to extensively xemodel its facili-
ties in 1987, the theater compauy was eifectively shut down
here temporarily. When owner-founder Jiamy Launce un-
derwent open heart surgery later that year, the company in
effect disbanded.

Komedy Players Dinner Theatre
This group did its first dinner-theater production, “My
Heart Reminds Me,” Sepiember and October 1981 at
Bambi’s Welcome Mat, 5835 Allen Road in Allen Park.
It subsequently moved to the Allen Park Motor Lodge,
which it performed at through 1984, The group was re-
placed at the Motor Lodge by Nancy Gurwin Productions.

Ladies Aid Society

The Ladies Aid Society at First United Methodist Church
started to show an interest in drama in late 1939. It offered
the play “Merry Wives of Boredom™ at its meeting Dec. 1,
1939. .

It also was one of the main sponsors of the play
“Womanless Wedding.” That play featured 85 local men —




no women — which was staged Dec. 11 and 12, 1939, at
Dearborn High School. The cast featured several prominent
local men in its cast.

Laramie Productions

This Detroit-area company offered two revues in Dear-
born in 1985. The group was headed by Florence Laramie,

Lu-Karians

Little is known about the Lu-Karians, except that it was
an active theater group and well-known theater group in
Dearborn and Detroit in the early 1930s.

Tt apparently had no true home as performances were
scattered throughout the Defroit arca, many of them in
Dearborn.

The group staged shows for the Dearborn Civic Institute
of Drama and participated in local one-act competitions in
Dearborn. In 1933, the group staged several shows at the
Northville Sanitarium.

Among its directors were James J. Malone. Performers
included Viola Peters, Wanda Hunt, Rollin Duprow and
Harold Bojus.

Lunch Bunch

The Lunch Bunch wag a children’s unch theater which
was formed in 1990 by Mary Bremer. Its first season fea-
tured performances in Aun Arbor and other areas, consist-
ing mostly of performances of “Little Rascals Follies.”

Its first full season was performed at the Magic Bag
Theatrs in Ferndale. The two casts featured many children
from Deatborn and Dearborn Heights. Shows that season
were “My Emperor’s New Clothes” and the original “Keep
Your Sunnyside Up.”

The following season, the troupe staged “You're a Good
Man, Charlie Brown” at the Henzy Ford Centennial Library.
This was the only production the troupe staged in Dearborn.
Later shows were performed at Genefti’s in Northville,
Touring shows were also performed throughout the Detroit
area,

Lyric Players

This was an independent theater group organized in fall
1975 by Ric Rice. Jts only known production was “The
Fantasticks,” performed in Jan. 9-11 and 16-18, 1976, at the
old Oshorn Center.

Machus Restaurant

This Dearborn restaurant made an attempt at dinner-
theater in 1980, staging “Same Time, Next Year.” This is
the only such atterpt by the restaurant known,

The Masquers

This community theater group was formed in March
1947 under the auspices of the Dearborn Recreation De-
partment. Its first show was “Ghost Town” May 9 and 10,
1947, at Lowrey School’s Little Theater.

The group continned to function until at least the early
1950s,

Michigan Theater Company

This small theater company was organized in Dearborn
in late 1977 by Yohn Elliott and Joe Maci,

Its first show was “Jacques Brel Is Alive and Well and
Living in Paris,” was presented in Febmary and March
1978 at the Henry Ford Centennial Libraxy. It had a cast of
four.

No further information about the group was found.

NMt. Olivet Players Guild

M. Olivet Players Guild was formed in spring 1962,
The only known production of the group was the play
“The Tenrible Meek” in April 1962.

Nancy Gurwin Productions

The dinner-theater company staged two shows in winter
and spring 1985 at the Allen Park Motor Lodge before relo-
cating to the northwest suburbs. This group was the succes-
sor to the Komedy Players Dinner Theater.

Opera Lite

The Detroit-area group attemapted a fill season in 1989
using Henry Ford Community College as its home. Two
Broadway revues and “The Fantasticks” were successfully
mounted, but failed to find an andience.

Peanut Butter Players

- Peanut Butter Players was a children’s lunch theater
troupe which performed at several locations during its six-
year history. During its fourth scason in 1988-89, its shows
were staged at the Karas House rental hall on Plymouth
Road east of Telegraph in Redford. Its two shows that sea-
son were “Yow're a Good Man, Charlie Brown® and “Wind
in the Willows.” The company moved the following year to
the Playets Playhonse on Jefferson in Detroit.

Piccolo Opera Theater of Dearborn

The Piccolo Opera Theatre of Dearborn was formed in
1961. It operated at least through 1974. Tis artistic director
in 1971 was Marjorie Gordon, wife, of Dearborn Symphony
conductor Nathan Gordon. The Dearborn Symphony, coin-
cidentally, was also founded in 1961,

Its performances locations at the end included the Detroit
Institute of Arts.

Players Guild of Dearborn

The Players Guild is the longest-running theater group in
Dearborn and one of the oldest still operating in the state. It
had emerged from the Men’s Club of Christ Church, which
started producing shows in 1923 as the Dearborn Darktown
Minstrels. The group did two shows a year,

The success of these shows led a group of University of
Michigan alumnae to enlist the aid of the group in 1926 to
raise fimds for 2 Women’s ILeague building on the Ann Ar-
bor campus. With the infilirAtion of women, the group be-
came co-educational and staged a series of one-act plays,

_ In fall 1927, the minstrel actors organized a theatrical
club under the name Players Guild of Dearborn. The pur-
pose of the Guild was to “promote and foster a community
interest in good drama and the associated arts”

Records differ on what the first show petformed was.
Ope sowrce says it was “The Prince Who Wore a Red
Feather” Dec, 30, 1927. The Deatborn Press stated in its
Jan. 28, 1928, edition that the group “had its first presenta-
tion Iast might in the auditorium of the Masonic Temple,”
the show being three one-acts,

In 1940, the Players Guild was denied further use of the
Masonic Temple, The group moved its performances to the
Eloise Hospital anditorium for the time being. Rehearsals
and storage bad to be done elsewhere. Discussion then be-
gan o building its own playhouse.

Land was secured and ground was broken in 1947 for the




playhouse. The first structure was the workshop, followed by
the playhouse.

Again, some question surround what the first perform-
ance in the playhouse was. One source states it opened in
November 1949 with the play being “Quiet Facing the
Park.” Actor Lincoln Love uttered the first line ever said in
a performance at the playhouse: “Hello, I'm home.”

The Dearborn Independent issue of Feb, 3, 1950, said the
Guild will initiate “its new playhouse, Madison off Outer
Drive, with the presentation of ‘Jenny Kissed Me,” a com-
edy, on the evenings of Feb, 23, 24 and 25.”

The Players’ Guild of Dearborn, a new organization for
the promotion of drama, had its first preseniation last night
in the auditorivm of the Masonic Temple.

Three short plays were presented: “Enter the Hero,” by
Theresa Helbure, with a cast composed of Miss Evelyn
Smith, Mrs, Aline Balard, Mrs, Catherine Bryant and G.E.
Moore; “The Very Naked Boy,” by Stuart Walker, with a
cast composed of Mrs. Gertrude Simpson, Walter Blanchard
and B.R. Donaldson; the third play was “The Twelve Pound
Look,” by Sir James Barrie, with a cast including Mrs, Ger-
trude Hodges, Mrs, Martha Keen, Harry T. Wessenger and
TK. McCloud. Refreshments were served inumediately fol-
lowing the plays.

One may join the Players’ Guild of Deatborn either as an
active member or as an associate member., The differentia-
tion is made according to whether the member is a partici-
pant in the various activities.

The final production of the season of the Dearborn Play-
ers Guild terminated in a May party at the Masonic Temple
Tuesday evening.

Since its inception in mid-winter, the gnild has been a
great favorite among the society folks of Dearborn. It is now
so well organized that when the new season opens in the
fall, activity and interest will undoubtedly be greatly in-

creased.

The Players Guild of Dearborn’s Children’s Theater of
Dearborn was formed by the women of the Players Guild in
1949. It produced annwal shows for children with perform-
ances in Febmary and March at the Guild playhouse and
other sites around town, such as schools.

Tts first show was an original version of “The Wizard of
0Oz, which was seen by 3,000 school children. By 1954, the
group was doing 50 performances to a combined 15,000
viewers. .

The Children’s Theater of Dearborn continued its shows
for more than a decade. Tts last show was in spring 1960.

Dearborn Players’ Guild initiates its new playhouse,
Madison off Outer Drive, with the presentation of “Jenny
Kissed Me,” a comedy, on the evenings of Feb. 23, 24 and
25.

The completion of the playhouse brings to mind the
events which stimulated the organization of this group of
amateur players, headed by Dr. Floyd Arnold, president;
Mrs. Farwell Brand, vice president; and Mrs, Stanley Shaw,
sec,~treas. The Players’ Guild emerged from the Men’s Club
of Christ Church.

In 1923, recognizing the demand for local entertainment,
the Men’s Club set about o stage two minstrel shows an-
nually at the Dearborn High School auditorinm, The pro-
ceeds were donated for the church house.

The success of the shows led a group of University of
Michigan alumnae to enlist the aid of the group in 1926 to
raise funds for a Wornen’s League building on the Ann Ar-
bor campus. With the infiltration of women, the group be-
came co-educational and staged a series of one-act plays.

During the fall of the following year, the minstrel actors
evolved into a theatrical club under the name of the Players®
Guild of Deatborn. The purpose of the Guild was and still is
to “promote and foster a community interest in good draina
and the associated arts.”

“The Prince Who Wore a Red Feather” was the first play
presented by the Guild. At about this time, the Guild se-
cured the use of the Masonic anditorium for the playhouse.
Stage hands now had proper equipment. Beifer plays
brought popularity and a long list of prospective members to
the Guild,

" Fear that some day the Players would be denied use of
the Masonic anditorium led the Guild to publish in a pro-
gram for “First Lady,” staged in spring 1938, the following:
“Closing the I11th year of ifs activity the Players’ Guild
looks forward to the eventual ownership of its own play-
house.” '

In 1940, the blow fell; the Players Guild was left home-
less. Stage equipment was stored in homes and vacant
buildings to be towed to and from the Eloise auditorium at
each performance. As items began to disappear, rust and
rot, members realized that all efforts must be used to secure
a playhouse, .

The completion of the new playhouse is a memorial to
the hardships endured and a challénge to the amateur actor.
With this new home comes the hope of better and more en-
tertaihment for the people of Dearborn,

The Players Guild was organized in fall 1927. Tts first
play was “The Prince Whe Wore a Red Feather,” Dec. 30,
1927,

The Guild used the Masonic Temple in Dearborn until
1940, when the group was suddenly denied use of the
building.

The members secured the use of the Eloise Hospital
auditorivm for performances, but not for rehearsals. Cos-
tumes, props and set pieces had to be stored in members
bomes. Land was acquired dfter the war on Madison near
QOuter Drive. A workshop was erected on that site in 1947,

_ The playhouse was built two years later, opening in No-
vember 1949. Its original capacity was 360. The first play
offered was “Quiet facing the Park™ with actor Lincoln Love
uttering the first line ever said in a performance at the play-
house: “Hello, I’m home.”

The Playmakers

This community theater group was formed in March
1961 in south Dearborn Township. Its first (and possibly
only) play was “Goodbye Charley,” performed June 2 and 3,
1961, at O.W. Best Scheol.

The group merged that summer with Dearborn Township
Civic Players to form Dearborn Heights Little Theatre,
which was sponsored by the city. That group continued at
least until 1967,




Presbhyterian Players

The Presbyterian Players started as the First Presbyterian
Dramatic Club, which was organized in late winter 1931 by
the church’s Philoxene Class and the Men’s Club. It
adopted the name Presbyterian Players March 23, 1931,

The group performed sporadically during the decade,
sometimes sharing productions with another church.

The group had a resurrection in the early 1990s, All
shows are now performed in the church’s Mitchell Hall.

R. Deihl Productions

R. Deihl Productions was the resident dinmer-theater
company at the Allen Park Motor Lodge from fall 1990 to
Tune 1995. Started by Ron Deihl, it was the longest-lived
theatrical resident of the Allen Park motel, The company
moved out after a disagreement with the hotel’s manage-~
ment.

Riverside Summer Theater
All that is known about this Dearborn Heights group is
that it staged “Blithe Spirit” in summer 1969. It is not
known if the group was limited to just high scheol students
or not.

Roval Neighbor

A newspaper of the time reports a group called Royal
Neighbor staging the play “Mr. Bob” May 4, 1927, at Dear-
born Figh School. Nothing else is known of this group.

St. Alphonsus Dramatic Club

Parishioners at St. Alphonsus Church had their own
group in the early 1930s. Performances were in the school
auditorium (now the school cafeteria),

At Teast two productions were mounted in 1933, No other
information is available.

Sister Queen Esther Group

Little is known about this group other than patt of its ac-
tivities in the 1930s was staging plays.

Sonneman Studio

Primarily an east Dearborn acting and voice studio, the
company has staged theatrical productions the last few years
at Calvary Baptist Church. The most ambitious project was
a successtul monnting of “The Sound of Music” in 1994,

The group’s artistic director is Nanette Sonneman.

Spotlight Productions

This company operated as a dinner-theater company at
Pantele’s at Michigan and Telegraph, The only recorded
show it staged is “Play It Again, Sam,” in 1983.

TAP (Theater Arts Productions) Lid.

This small entertainment company performed for two
years at the Allen Park Mofor Lodge, 1985-87. Most of the
shows were three-person rovues, although a full staging of
the two-person “I Do, I1Do,” was presented in 1986,

Taylor Community Theatre

Organized in fall 1970. Its first show was “Barefoot in
the Park” Jan, 22 and 23, 1971, at the VFW Hall at 9225 8.
Telegraph.

The drama troupe was supposed the first one in the atea
to regularly plan to do plays in theater-in-the-round format.

Tts next play was to be “Nover Too Late” April 30 and

May 1, 1971, No information could be found on whether the
second play was ever staged.

Temple Players

This group was sponsored by the Knights of Dearborn in
the 1930s. The Knights of Dearborn waintained a hall in~
side the Calvin Theaire building on the second ficor in the

1930s.
Theatre of the Arts

This was a dinper-theater company that operated out of
Mr. Mac’s Stables in the Parklane Towers in 1978-81.

Theater of the Arts was a Troy-based group. Its first re-
corded play at Mr. Mac’s Stables was “How to Succeed in
Business without Really Trying” which in February and
March 1978, It was initially referred to as Theater of the
Axts Cocktail Playhouse.

The company touted itself in late 1979 as the only din-
ner-theater company in the state to offer a season ticket
packago. At least 14 productions were mounted during that
time.

The company was later called TLC Theatrical Produc-
tions.

TLC Theatrical Productions

This is a later name for Theatre of the Arts. See that
name for more information.

Trailway Players

The Trailway Players was a Dearborn Township theater
group formed in the Fairfane School District in 1960 by Dr.,
Frank Jakes. All shows were performed at River Oaks Ele-
mentary School. The name is derived from Ann Arbor Trail,
on which the school sits.

It was one of three theater groups functioning in the
township during the early 1960s. The other two were Dear-
born Township Civic Players and the Playmakers, which
merged in 1961 to form Dearborn Heights Little Theatre.

The Trailway Players lasted at least through the 1966,

U-M Club of Dearborn

This group staged three one-acts in Dearborn Oct. 28,
1925: “What They Think,” “The Valiant” and “Suppressed
Desires.”

UM-Dearborn Theater Arfs

Program was formed at the college as a student oxtracur-
ricular activity in 1974 and ldsted through the mid-1980s.

The first play ever staged by a sanctioned class or group
at UM-Dearborn was performed Dec. 8-10, 1974, at the
Henry Ford Centennial Library. The play was “A Phoenix
too Frequent,”

University Players

This was the official name the drama department at the
University of Michigan-Dearborn used for its shows its last
years of existence,

Before 1984, the group was called Theatre Arts Guild, In
1984, the nawe was changed to University Players. The last
show staged was in 1987,

Vagabond Players

The Vagabond Players was formed in Janvary 1929 by
people in the former city of Fordson (east Dearborn), The
group’s first play was “Graustark,” performed sometime in
February.




Less than a year old, the group was incloded in a list in
1929 as one of the 100 best little theaters in the United
States out of approximately 5,000 at the time.

The group planned on ﬁlmmg scenes of a motion picture
play depicting scenes of Dearborn’s history,

Under the direction of Ralph H. Marlatt, leader of the
Vagabonds, hundreds of feet of film showing Henry Ford’s
Tirst airplane flight with Col. Chatles A. Lindbergh as pilot,
the dedication of the Edison Institute of Technology and the
Ford Industrial Museutn, and the opening of the old school
in Greenfield, Mr. Ford’s historic village, were obtained for
the venture,

The story trails through several generations, tracing the
growth of this municipality to the present time. Interwoven
in the film was to be a traditional Iove story which begins
with the first hardy pioneers struggling to build their log
homes in the new land lying west of the trading post of De-
troit. The result of thisproject is not known,

In 1930 and 1931, the group made weekly radio presen-
tations on WMBC and performed throughont the Detroit
area.

Tt is not certain when this group ceased to exist.

Raiph H, Marlatt, the founder and
director of the group believes that the players are now in a
position to produce any play.

The regular members of the Vagabond cast who will be
seen in prominent parts in “The Fool” are; Midrede
Brooker, Delbert Hughes, Albert Monro and Aileen Putnam.
Some of the guests artists who will appear on that evening
in this preduction are; Zoe Renncker, Emma Jean Jakeno,
Florence Pingston, Flora Jakeno and Mélbourn Lake. Other
parts are being cast as rapidly as possible and if is hoped a
complete cast will be published within the following week.

Ralph Marlatt will give instruction on make-up to a
group who will take charge of that work, Anyone interested
in this art is invited to join this study group which will meet
on several occasions before the play.

George Brady is general chairman of the production and
is in charge of the ticket sale.

The officers of the new gronp were Francis Harrington,
honorary president; Pat Harrington, president; Shirley Sur-

It ig uncertain whether the group ever managed to pres-
ent a production,

Village Players of Dearborn

The Village Players of Dearborn was formed in Jannary
1943, Tis first show was “Ountward Bound” March 14-16 at
Tordson High School. The reason the group was created was
to offer the same quality of theater residents head long dis-
tances to see or work with.

Among the organdzers were Miss Jesse Church, director
of dramatics of Dearborn High School, Def Loranger of the
Fordson High School athletic department, and Michael Sav-

age, head football coach at Fordson.

Plans were made for a second production in May, but no
further mention of this group could be found. Presumably,
“Outward Bound” ended up being the Village Players’ only

show.

Well,
we’re confident that we can improve the quality of the plays
that we give our time to. We know that there is a large, if
quiet, interest in the theater in Dearborn We have the idea
also that there is a lot of acting talent idling away. We in-
tend to serve both; to provide plays worth going to see, and
a chance for those who want te act to do so, Those are the
purpose behind the Village Players of Dearborn.

Whriter, actor, director, the services of Charles A. Dun
Leavay, formerly of New York and Cleveland, have been
obtained through Mr. Savage. Recently discussing Dearborn
theater specifically, Mr. Dun Leavay drew attention to the
fact that he has learned about residents of Dearborn who
travel constantly to Detroit to work with local dramatic
companies there,

“The reason is quite apparent: there is no company in
Dearborn which will take these people in to give them in-
tensive directed opportunity to work as they want to — in the
theater. Exactly the same thing must be happening with
acting talent; that must be gding to Detroit or other places.
Or what may be even worse, those who can and wounld act
are doing nothing,. Waste! Waste! The one major policy
P’ve insisted on since coming to the Village Pliyers is this:
for so leng as I am to direct, we’ll maintain an open door
policy to all those who wish fo be in the theater. We want to
be the best possible. And we’ll be that only so long as we
can find the very best of all who wish to join us.”

Plans are well set at this time for the second production,
which is to be presented sometime in May. Two productions
have been decided upon. It was told, in order that the com-
pany might establish itself {firmly as a preparation for a fixst
productive year beginning Septernber, Such plans also fol-
lows a definite line: to bring to Dearborn the advantages of
a creative — not imitative — theater.

The construction of the building will be fire-
proof throughout eliminating all hazards as to fire and the
entire Schaefer road frontage to the roof will be glazed terra
cotta with green tile roof,

The commercial part of the building will consist of eight
stores and 23 offices, all modern throughout, including vac-
unm cleaning system and will be devoted mosily to profes-
stonal offices.
