In the name of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, you are hereby directed to notify and warn the inhabitants of the Town of Dudley, qualified to vote in elections and town affairs, to meet in the Dudley Municipal Complex, Room 321A, 71 West Main Street in said Dudley on Tuesday, December 6, 2005 at 7:00 PM then and there to take action on the following ARTICLES: 

ARTICLE 1: 
(Selectmen)  To hear and act on the recommendations of the Finance, Appropriation & Advisory Committee, or take any other action relative thereto.  

ARTICLE 2:
(Police Department)  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum of Thirty Six Thousand Dollars ($36,000) for the purpose of funding the police lieutenant position for the remainder of the fiscal year or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 3:  (Police Department)  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum of Eleven Thousand Two Hundred Dollars ($11,200) for the purpose of funding a police position for the remainder of the fiscal year or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 4:
 (Selectmen)  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the following sums to pay the following unpaid bills from prior fiscal year(s):


The sum of Fifteen thousand three hundred one dollars and six cents, ($15,301.06), to pay Tighe & Bond for environmental contamination consulting


The sum of Two hundred thirteen dollars and twenty-nine cents, ($213.29), to pay the Animal Hospital of Webster for services rendered to animals held in the Dudley Animal Shelter, 


The sum of Twelve thousand two hundred seventy five dollars and twenty nine cents, ($12,275.29), to pay Mirick O’Connell for services rendered to the Town of Dudley, 

The sum of Seven hundred fifty dollars ($775.00) to pay Professional Evaluation Network, Inc. for medical evaluation of Mat Savage while on injured on duty status with the Town of Dudley,

or take any action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 5:
(Selectmen)  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum of up to one thousand dollars, ($1,000.00), for payment of the amount of one hundred dollars, ($100.00) for each owner of land to be acquired by purchase or eminent domain proceedings, in fee or for an easement, for the purpose of repairing the bridges on Perryville Road, or take any action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 6.  (Selectmen)  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available sums the sum of four thousand dollars, ($4,000.00), for the purchase and installation of protective fencing at the Crawford Little League Field, or take any action relative thereto.
ARTICLE 7.  (Town Clerk)  To see if the Town will vote to raise, appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum of Two Thousand One Hundred Seventy-Five Dollars ($2,175.00) to be added to the Town Clerk’s Election/Registration Salaries Account #162-5100-020, or take any action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 8. (Town Clerk)  To see if the Town will vote to raise, appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum of Two Thousand Seventy-Five Dollars ($2,075.00) to be added to the Town Clerk’s Election/Registration Expense Account #162-5700-020, or take any action relative thereto.
