ARE YOU ELIGIBLE TO APPLY? 

�  You must be a citizen of Haiti 

�  You must have been present in the US on January 12, 2010 

�  You must have continuously resided in the United States since 
January 12, 2010. 

 

WHAT YOU NEED TO BRING: 
 

�  Your Haitian passport (valid OR expired) or birth certificate 

�  Proof that you were in the US on January 12, 2010, for example: 

□ pay stubs   □  job letter  □  receipts  □  bills 

□ bank statements □  correspondence □  school records 

□ other records that have your name, address, date 

�  Proof that you lived continuously in US since January 12, 2010 
(see list above for examples of documents you may use) 

�  2 color passport photos 

�  Records from prior Immigration case(s) 

�  Immigration fee (check or money order payable to “US 
Department of Homeland Security”), as follows: 

$470: if you are between the ages 14-65 & want a work permit 
$130: if you are between the ages 14-65 & do not want a work 
permit 
$50: if you are under the age of 14 
$130: if you are over 65 (work permit included) 
 
***You may be eligible for a fee waiver 
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
