Old Business
 Lou Ethridge gave a presentation in regards to the appointment of a permanent part time zoning code enforcement officer. The position would issue permits and investigate reported violations and work a minimum of 48 hours a month. It would bring in an estimated additional $15,360 a year. The position would cost and additional estimated $12,564 a year.  

The community spoke both in favor of, and opposition to this position. 

***Mike Keeley moved to proceed with the process of creating a permanent part time zoning code enforcement officer. The position would issue permits and investigate reported violations and work a minimum of 48 hours a month. The position would cost and additional estimated $12,564 a year.  Jack Kuntz seconds; the motion carries.

Jack Kuntz says he has a difficult time agreeing with the creating of additional positions due to current budget situation.

The issue will be revisited at a later time, possibly after the levy vote in August.

Gaynor Road Update

Currently the road is unsafe to open. HC Nutting company recommends installing a retention system that would be a permanent (50-100 years) solution to Gaynor Road. We are eligible to apply for an OPWC grant to be awarded in 2009 that would cover some of the costs. The deadline for filing will be in August. If chosen, we would be responsible for 20-30 percent of the road costs. The costs to get design work done to apply for the bid will be roughly $6,000 dollars.  Early cost estimates to fix the road range from $180 to 250 thousand dollars.

***Jack Kuntz moved to proceed with costs and plans to present  a roads package for a possible grant to repair Gaynor Road. Mike Keeley seconds; motion carries. T. Corcoran, yes. M. Keeley, yes. J. Kuntz, yes.
