Old Business

Community Forum

 Ray Autenreib asked about a revival of the tax levy in February.

 Trustees say they need to finish looking at the budget for next year before deciding on the mil limit needed in the next levy proposal. 

Brain Broyles from the Firefighters union read a letter presenting a $55 dollar check to Goshen Township so that the fire truck can participate in the Light up Goshen parade on November 22nd. 

The Union says they’ll pay in the future for fire department to be a part of other public relations events as well. 

***Mike Keeley moved to accept the $55 check from the fire fighters Union to be used in the future for other public relation type events that the Township may not be able to finance the fire department’s participation in.

Brian Broyles read a letter from the Firefighter’s Union asking the trustees for an official public statement on their feelings about a safety services levy for the February ballot. 

Trustee Corcoran says we are not prepared and ready to ask voters for another levy.

Trustee Keeley doesn’t think the current economic crisis and climate allows for voters to approve a levy. He does not want to split fire and police services into separate levies. 

Trustee Kuntz respectfully disagrees with trustees Corcoran and Keeley saying he’d like to get the levy on the February ballot if possible.

Steve Holland says he plans to set up an improvements fund of donated money and supplies. 

He plans to later give those monies to the fire department to do with as they please. 

Trustee Corcoran says he will look into the legality of this idea.
