Discuss elected officials benefits
Ray Snyder read a letter from the E.D. Stone agency about changes that may occur as a result of the election. The form indicating results of the election must be in place within 30 days of the election. 

Broker is working on new rates for healthcare for 2009. We do not have a specific number for how much of the Township provided deductible has been met by employees but Ray estimates it stands at about 50%. New rates are expected in November. 
LCNB National Bank Application for deposit of public funds
We need to renew our application with LCNB. The new contract is the same as the old. Ray Snyder recommends we renew.

Lou Ethridge spoke about the need for these motions to be passed. 
*** TJ Corcoran moved to transfer Township owned real estate located at 1894 Sunnyside Drive, Goshen Township Clermont County, Ohio (PID #11 22 13B 005) and 1880 Main Street (PID 11 22 13B 015) to the Goshen Township Community Improvement Corporation (CIC) contingent upon the following:
· The Goshen CIC will be responsible for undertaking all the property improvement actions necessary, including grounds clean up, building rehabilitation, remodeling or demolition, to eliminate blight and maximize the economic development potential of these parcels; 
· The abatement of all blighting influences on these properties will be conducted in a cost effective and timely manner by the Goshen CIC;

· When these properties are sold, Goshen Township will be fully reimbursed by the Goshen CIC for all Township General Fund dollars expended for the purchase, clean up, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or demolition associated with these properties; and

· Sale proceeds in excess of those required to fully reimburse Goshen Township will be used by the Goshen CIC to eliminate blighting influences and maximize the economic development potential of Goshen Township.

Discuss Closure of Dick Flynn Blvd for the Light Up Goshen Parade. 

We need to approve the closure of Dick Flynn Blvd between SR 28 and Main Street to maintain traffic flow during the Light Up Goshen Parade. Ray Snyder has asked the Clermont County Engineer’s Office for permission by means of a letter. They advised they would consider it, if the board passes a formal resolution. Old Main Street should be reopened by then. All business owners are OK with this closure.

Eric Lutz requested an update on Gaynor Road. Lou Clemons advises the road is waiting on final approval from the County. Work should proceed in December. It looks to be a 4-6 week project and could be finished this year.
