Opening  
Mike Keeley called the meeting to order. Lisa Allen led in prayer. The pledge was recited; and roll was taken. Mike Keeley; present. T.J. Corcoran; present. Jack Kuntz; present. 
Adoption of Agenda

*** TJ Corcoran moved to accept the agenda with the deletion of item “B”. Jack Kuntz seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T.Corcoran; yes J. Kuntz; yes. 

*** Jack Kuntz moved to accept the minutes as presented for September 29, 2009; October 6, 2009; and October 27, 2009. TJ Corcoran seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; yes. 

Mr. Kuntz was not present for the October 13, 2009 meeting and will abstain from voting to approve minutes from said meeting. 

*** TJ Corcoran moved to approve the minutes as presented for October 13, 2009. Mike Keeley seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; abstain. 

TJ Corcoran congratulated Bobby Hausermann and Ray Autenrieb on winning the most recent election and being elected as trustee and promised to work with the new trustees for the betterment of the Township.
Communications and Announcements

The administrator, fire chief, and labor consultant have been meeting over the past month. It is understood the trustees will have the final word in approving all tentative agreements that have been reached. This briefing should occur in an executive session that will last between 1-3 hours. Ray would like the board to consider allowing the trustees elect to sit in on these discussions. The labor consultant is available on November 24th if this pleases the board. Fact finding will be December 22, 2009. No decision will be made after this executive session. This will be only a briefing style meeting. 
Jack Kuntz would prefer to do this on a Saturday in the form of a special meeting. Current trustees and trustees elect would like to meet this Saturday, November 21st at 8:30 a.m. if the labor consultant is available. 

*** Jack Kuntz moved to have a special meeting on November 21, 2009 at 8:30 a.m. TJ Corcoran seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; yes. 

Mandy will advertise this meeting in accordance with Township Policy once Ray confirms availability of the labor consultant. 

New Business 

Update on Anthem renewal for 2010
Sean Sprouse from Burham & Flower Insurance Agency talked about options for next year’s plan. The renewal represents an 8.9% increase over last year’s plan. This is a very low increase compared to other groups. Out of pocket has gone up from $2,500 to $3,500. Dental represents a 2.5% increase. No change in vision. Mr. Sprouse is looking at other carriers to see if there is anything even more competitive out there. He does not expect to find a better deal. 
Time Warner Cable Revenue 
Lisa Allen reviewed the current revenue we receive in the amount of 5% in franchising fees to our general fund. The process has now changed. They have discontinued our current agreement and started a new one. Nothing will change on our end on how much revenue we receive. We need a resolution to accept the new Video Service Provider agreement in order to continue receiving the revenue. 

*** TJ Corcoran moved to renew Time Warner Cable’s agreement. Jack Kuntz seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; yes. 

Purchase of new medic unit 
Chief Pegram updated the trustees on the new medic purchase project. He is not looking for a vote to purchase tonight until the budget is reviewed. Price of new unit is in the ballpark of $202,000.00 for a 2010 unit. If we don’t place an order soon, we’ll have to order a 2011 unit- and this represents an up charge of $6,000.00. The company did not give a date specific deadline for this, but Chief Pegram thinks a decision by the end of 2009 is important. 
The unit we’re looking to replace is a 1997 unit and is the oldest in the fleet. The unit in question is part of a class action lawsuit against Ford. We are seeking refunds on service charges for repairs over the years on this unit. 

Payments will be roughly $60,000.00 with an interest rate of 3.88% if purchased over a 3 year span. We have money set aside for a down payment out of 2009’s budget. Payments would need to be funded in 2010’s budget. 

TJ Corcoran said that any significant capital expenditures such as this will be left up to the incoming trustees as it will impact their future budgets. 

Approve donation of light bars from Berding Surveying
Lou Clemons thanked Brian Fick for acquiring these two light bars for us from his company. They have arrows on them and will help on roadway projects.

***Jack Kuntz moved to accept the donation of light bars to the service department from Berding Surveying. TJ Corcoran seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; yes. 
Review HC Nutting Engineering Contract
Additional geological testing was needed on the Gaynor road project. We must use or give back all of the money we received from the grant. The restraining wall has been expanded as a result. We need additional geographical surveying done as a part of this. 
Cost break down appears as follows: drilling test holes $3,900.00 drawing a design (if necessary) will be $2,000.00. Lou would like the board to approve the total of $5,900.00 tonight, however he does not think more than $3,900.00 will be needed. The total cost of everything to the Township remains the same as before. 

***TJ Corcoran moved to authorize $5,900.00 for additional geological work done by HC Nutting Company to Gaynor Road project. Jack Kuntz seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; yes. 
Budget Hearing- Fire & EMS Department
Ray Snyder talked about the Fire budget and substantial changes within. A large increase is noted in salaries as result of two new full time employees, an increase in salary of Fire Chief, and a comp time pay out to reduce time to 360 hours per employee. The number does not include salary increases or any financial liabilities as a result of arbitration. 
TJ Corcoran suggested that if pay increases were going to be proposed for non union Fire/EMS personnel in 2010, that a line item should be included showing the total cost and impact to the proposed budget. Also the long list of proposed capital expenditures should be prioritized. Doing so would permit the incoming trustees to make 2010 budget decisions based on their own set of priorities with consideration of the Chief’s requests. TJ Corcoran reiterated that these decisions would have to be made by the incoming trustees as it would impact the future budgets that they would be managing.

Appointment of GCIC Members

The ORC requires 40% or higher membership of the GCIC membership to be made up of elected or appointed members of the Township. Effective January 1st, 2010, this requirement will not be met as TJ Corcoran and Mike Keeley will be leaving office and will no longer apply towards this 40%.  

*** TJ Corcoran moved to appoint the remaining zoning board members who have not yet been appointed, Bob Seyfried and Mike Swift, to the Goshen Community Improvement Corporation to maintain this 40% statutory requirement, both for terms concurrent with the other GCIC members, to expire December 31, 2012. Mike Keeley seconds; motion carries. M. Keeley; yes. T. Corcoran; yes. J. Kuntz; no. 
Community Forum

 Sue Bowman wanted to know why the trustees elect were not appointed to the GCIC. TJ Corcoran stated the appointments were meant to fulfill the ORC requirement and that he was confused at her reversal of position as the group she represents (including Ken Klosterman) have been staunch opponents of the perceived trustee influence on the GCIC.  
Ken Klosterman stated that he is not an opponent of the GCIC. Just that people on it do not do much. He also stated the trustees control the GCIC. TJ Corcoran reminded Ken of his numerous similar public statements, including those in the press, whereby he accused the GCIC of being merely an arm of the board of trustees, a sham, do-nothing organization, that is under the thumb of the board of trustees, and that he has repeatedly said that it was inappropriate for the trustees to serve on a board, so why is he now suggesting that they should. 
Kevin McFadden wanted to know why the trustees couldn’t agree on the representatives. TJ Corcoran stated that it had to be elected or appointed officials. There are only 2 current people eligible within the zoning board to fill this position as Tom Risk and Elbin Miller are already serving. 
Elbin Miller asked if Lisa Allen was asked or would be interested in being on the GCIC. She stated she was not asked, and was not sure if she’d be interested.
