Communications & Announcements
Our insurance underwriters will not allow the park board to be attached to our insurance as it would expose trustees to claims the park board may have. The trustees are allowed to make donations to the Park Board in order to cover the cost of acquiring P&C coverage. 
TJ Corcoran would like to know how much P&C coverage for the park board would cost by the next meetings (12-22-2009) in case the trustees want to make a donation at that time.

Approve $100 Donation from Norma Jones’ Bible Study Group

Update on Adopt-a-Senior
Mandy Storer updated on the progress of Adopt-a-Senior. All 39 names have been taken from the tree, but not all donations have been received. The deadline to get gifts in is this Thursday by close of business. Several groups have made donations to the cause that were not geared towards any one senior. These donations will be split evenly between all the seniors at O’Bannon Terrace. Special thanks were given to The Firefighters Union and Association, Kroger, and everyone who donated. The community is invited to attend the holiday party this Sunday at 2 pm in the community room at O’Bannon Terrace.  
Budget Items
Lisa Allen asked Chief Pegram to talk about comp time in the fire department. Chief Pegram would like to take $32,000.00 in this year’s budget in order to pay down some firefighters with high levels of accrued comp time. The goal is to pay out comp time in increments over the next several years. 

TJ Corcoran would like to wait until the end of the year to see how much actual revenue we get and then allow the new trustees to make the decision to pay out the funds. Ray Snyder noted that as of midnight on 1-1-2010 the money would not be appropriated to cover this expense. Mr. Corcoran wanted to know if this process is easier or more difficult than moving funds around. Mr. Snyder said there are some firefighters out of compliance with the fair labor act because of the mass of hours they’re holding. 
Lisa Allen said this item could be tabled for tonight. It can be addressed at the next meeting as she will have more exact revenue numbers by the next meeting.

Discuss holiday pay for part time staff in the fire department
Chief Pegram has found that the fire department is currently not paying part time employees working on holidays a premium rate of pay. He has found that the policy is unclear and denotes different things in different departments and pay for some holidays but not others. Surrounding fire departments do pay part time employees time and a half for holiday work. 
Chief Pegram recommends the trustees accept a policy change in order to make this an official reality for our part time employees. Union contract currently states part time employees should be used over union staff on all holidays. 
The police department currently offers a $100 incentive to police officers working on a holiday. Amending the policy would put all departments on the same plan. 
TJ Corcoran asked the new trustees if they’d be in support of the new policy. Trustees elect Hausermann and Autenrieb said that they were.  
Amend Township Policy Number 3.14.1
This is the policy that addresses the holiday pay discussed above.

Discuss participation in OTA/BWC Group Retrospective Program
