Administrator Ray Snyder read a letter from John Davis, Director of public works for Indian Hill. Mr. Davis wanted to thank Goshen Township Service Director Lou Clemons and his Service Department for their work in preparing for the funeral services of Kelly Sullivan. Mr. Sullivan died in a car accident, and was an employee in Indian Hill. 

Administrator Ray Snyder read a letter from Ken Klosterman thanking Fire Chief Virgil Murphy and the fire department for their response to Langston Farm on false alert. The fire department pointed out other fire hazards while there. Mr. Klosterman enclosed a $300 check to be used as the Fire Department sees fit in appreciation. 

Administrator Ray Snyder read a letter from Dr. George Berberian from Indiana. The letter thanked police officer Matt Bucksath for helping Dr. Berberian when his car wound up in Goshen Township unexpectedly.

New Business 

Service Department Recognition

Chairman Mike Keeley read a statement thanking Service Director Lou Clemons and his men for their dedication in keeping the roads clear during the winter storms. Lou says so far this season we’ve used 425 tons of salt, have an additional 95 tons still in storage, and have access to purchase an additional 100 tons if needed. 

Transfer of 1998 Blazer from Police Department to Service Department

Police Chief Ray Snyder recommended the board transfer the Blazer to the Service Department. This frees up the current pick up truck Service Director Lou Clemons has been driving, allowing another Service Department member to have access to the pick up. The blazer was confiscated during a drug sting. If we attempted to sell it at a police auction it would likely only bring $1,200.
