Approve Donation of 5” Fire Hose

Acting Fire Chief Doug Engled asked the board to approve the transfer of a 5 inch fire hose to the Fayetteville Fire Department. The hose will not work with our tanker, and it would cost upwards of $2,000 to have it altered to work for us. That noted, the hose has sat coiled and unused for years since it was donated to Goshen from the Loveland Fire Department. We are not even sure the hose would work if we did alter it to fit our tanker. Jack Kuntz asked if the hose would bring profit if placed on E-Bay. Doug does not think it would, and would be concerned with the liability of this sale.

Presentation from Medicount Representative

If Goshen Township changes their billing and rates on non-transport and MVA accidents, we could stand to increase revenue in the Fire/EMS Department by as much as half a million dollars. Other surrounding communities have approved similar rates. 

Adopt Resolution for billing of non-transport and MVA with Medicount

The trustees discussed options for billing non transport and MVA’s. Soft billing and indigent cases could be considered on a one by one basis.

Motions to hire new part-time Fire  & EMS members

Acting Fire Chief Doug Engled introduced 4 candidates for employment as part time members of the Fire/EMS department. The recommendations are:

Ryan Hock as a part time EMT/B Firefighter at a rate of $8.50 per hour with a one year probationary period effective immediately. 

Matt Todd as a part time EMT/P Firefighter at a rate of $12 per hour with a one year probationary period effective immediately. 
Bradley Schlake as a part time EMT/P Firefighter at a rate of $12 per hour with a one year probationary period effective immediately.

Lee Schrichten as a part time EMT/P Firefighter at a rate of $12 per hour with a one year probationary period effective immediately.

Appropriate additional $11,000.00 into the Unemployment Compensation Fire Fund 2111.

Administrator Ray Snyder advised that due to a change in unemployment laws, we will need to increase the amount of money set aside for unemployment.

Approve amendment of Article 9 of the Goshen Township Zoning Resolution

The current language is as follows:

 9.04 Paving The required number of parking and loading spaces as set forth in Section 9.03 and Section 9.17 together with driveways, aisles and other circulation areas shall be improved by removing top soil and adding a 6" base material to provide a durable and dust free surface which shall be a minimum of tar and chip. This will affect all new commercial parking lots from the effective date of this resolution as well as parking lots that were established prior to this amendment in the event they are expanded. Parking lots shall be completed no later than one year from occupancy permit.

The amendment reads as follows:
9.04 Paving 
The required number of parking and loading spaces as set forth in Section 9.03 and Section 9.17 together with driveways, aisles and other circulation areas, as well as outdoor motorized and non-motorized vehicle display lots shall be surfaced with an asphaltic or portland cement binder pavement providing an all-weather, durable and dustless surface.  This includes all commercial parking and outdoor motorized and non-motorized vehicle display facilities installed after the effective date of this resolution as well as those facilities constructed prior to the effective date of this resolution, in the event they are expanded.  Facilities formerly required to install tar and chip surfaces who have not complied with this requirement within 12 months of occupancy will be required immediately to install an asphaltic or portland cement binder pavement.  All off-street parking, vehicle display and loading area surfaces shall be graded and drained so as to dispose of surface water which might accumulate within or upon such area, and shall be designed to prevent the excess drainage of surface water onto adjacent properties, walkways, or onto the public streets. Adequate arrangements shall be made to insure acceptable diversion to an adequate storm water drainage system in conformance with the applicable storm water detention regulations. Parking of vehicles and trailers on lawn areas is prohibited except as necessary or incidental to construction on the premises.   
There have been 3 public meetings regarding this change.

Set cost for sump pump drain installation fees
