Budget Items

Fiscal Officer Lisa Allen talked about additions to appropriations that need to be made for the summer months. We will not be running in the red for these costs. These must be submitted to the County for approval before they can be spent.

Old Business
Mike Keeley asked about an update on the Medicount presentation given at the May 12, 2009 meeting. Acting Chief Doug Engled advised he is looking into other companies at this time in an effort to save money.

Discuss audit of accumulated compensatory time in Fire Department 
Administrator Ray Snyder spoke about a fire department employee who has spoken to him about compensatory time which was accrued but not credited. The problem is alleged to have occurred in 2006. 
TJ Corcoran would like to ask the State Auditors to look into this while they are here for their regular audit, occurring right now. 

Lisa Allen spoke with the Auditor of State who says they intend to look at 2007-2008 and get a sampling of time cards as part of their current audit. The cost of doing the special audit would be the same as the regular audit that is occurring right now. The regular audit costs us between $11,000-$12,000. 

Jack Kuntz wants to know if this would uncover the same results as Rebecca Groppe found during her time here. 

TJ Corcoran says this sort of audit was one of Ms. Groppe’s exiting recommendations to the board, so he does not think she performed this kind of audit during her time here. 

TJ Corcoran would like to talk to the Auditor about this more before we make a decision. They will meet with her on June 10th to discuss this. 
Amend minutes from November 18, 2008 meeting appointing Park Board Commissioners

Our minutes do not show an exact record of how the Park Board Commissioners were chosen. Administrator Ray Snyder spoke with the County Prosecutor about the best way to remedy this
 He recommends amending the minutes.
Jack Kuntz stated all 5 people were the unanimous choice of all three trustees. He will abstain from a vote to amend the minutes as he does not recall the appointments in detail. 

**TJ Corcoran moved to  amend the November 18, 2008  meeting minutes to reflect Robert Harbour, Jennifer Geary, Marcia Huff, Bill Schmidbauer, and Kendra Schroer were appointed as park board commissioners subsequent to an appropriate motion majority vote and roll call by the Board of Trustees.
