Recognition of Airmain 1st Class Jeff Clark and Lance Cpl. Brent Becker

Approve new burn standards

These standards are in line with the EPA and Ohio Fire Marshal.

Approve copier purchase

Prosources prices are $13 per thousand copies in black and white $62 per thousand copies for color copies.

Appropriate $22,000.00 into capital expenditures for purchase of 10 sets of firefighter turnout gear

We have a few firefighters sharing turn out gear in the department. We are not supposed to do this and it can create a safety hazard to our firefighters. Doug Engled would like to buy 10 sets of turn out gear in general sizes. Although this was not a line item in this year’s budget, we do have money in capital expenditures to purchase the gear.
