The Trustees thanked the Green Township Citizens Police Academy Alumni for presenting this award and for all of the work they do to support the Police Department throughout the year.

Administrator Celarek reported that Police Officer Troy Biggs is now the person who is doing the inspections on nuisance properties.  Officer Biggs was present for the meeting.

Administrator Celarek made the following announcements:
1. The Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on October 1, 2015 at 1:00 p.m. in Room 805, Hamilton County Administration Building, 138 East Court Street, to hear the following case:

Case LUP Green #2015-01, Land Use Plan Update, to consider the adoption of the 2015 Green Township Land Use Plan Update.

Fiscal Officer, Tom Straus, reported that the Township recently purchased a $2 million dollar Freddie Mac Step Bond that starts out at 1% and will increase to 5% unless it is called.  It settles on October 29, 2015. He also reported that so far this year the General Fund has received approximately $3 million dollars and expended approximately $2.3 million dollars. 
Township Attorney, Frank Hyle, was excused.
Township Administrator, Kevin Celarek, announced that Green Township residents have been receiving a mailing from Constellation Energy regarding their electric aggregation.  Administrator Celarek stated that Constellation Energy is Green Township’s natural gas supplier.  Therefore, the mailing has been confusing to many residents.  Administrator Celarek stated that the electric rate from Constellation (6.39) is higher than the rates that the Township is currently receiving from its electric supplier, Dynegy (5.83), which goes through May, 2017. 
Director of Public Services, Joe Lambing, reported that road rehabilitation projects are progressing well.  Director Lambing reported that all of the Green Township snow plow drivers recently attended the Hamilton County Snow Plow Rodeo, which gave an opportunity for drivers to sharpen their skills before snowfall begins.
Fire/EMS Chief, Doug Witsken, announced the in addition to purchasing “wish list” items for the Fire Department that Mack Fire, Inc. also has funded many other items for the Fire Department over the years.  Those include the CPR program, honor guard, creation of the EMS Bike Team, and Explorer Post.  Chief Witsken also reported that next week is the Annual Fire Prevention Week.  That week focuses on fire safety.  This year’s message is “Smoke Detectors in Every Bedroom”.  During Fire Prevention Week the Fire Department also visits every school in the Township for the Fire Marshall to witness the fire drill at every school.  

Chairman Rosiello asked how often smoke detectors should be replaced.  Chief Witsken stated that smoke detectors should be replaced approximately every ten years.
Chairman Rosiello asked how often the schools are conducting fire drills. Chief Witsken stated that schools perform fire drills monthly, which is required by the Ohio Fire Code.  

Police Chief, Bart West, announced that the Police, Fire & EMS Expo will be held on Saturday, October 3, 2015 at the Green Township Administrative Complex from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  There will be five exhibitions taking place.  One about every ½ hour.  There are also displays, tours, police canine, food, drinks, and firehouse chili available.  
Police Chief, Bart West, reported that he recently reviewed crime statistics for the first eight months of this year.  Of the nine major crime categories, seven are down, and only two are up.

Director of Development, Adam Goetzman, reported that work is beginning on the Bridgetown Road Sidewalk Project.  Easements are being acquired and requests to Duke Energy regarding relocation of poles has been made. Director Goetzman anticipates that work on the project will begin this fall and will be completed in several phases over two years. 
Trustee Linnenberg asked residents to contact the Township if they see areas that are in need of sidewalks.  Connectivity and walkability is very important to the Board.
Chairman Rosiello announced that there will be a ground breaking/ribbon cutting ceremony for the Wesselman Woods Subdivision.  That development will bring many new homes to Green Township.

Trustee Callos read several thank you letters.

Trustee Callos expressed condolences to Chairman Rosiello on the recent passing of his Mother-in Law.

Chairman Rosiello announced that Saturday, November 21, 2015 is Clean-Up Day at Kuliga Park from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  

Director Lambing reported that yard waste recycling will still be open that day.  This year there will be a dumpster available for tires that is being provided from Clean-Up Cincinnati.  There will also be a special dumpster for scrap metal.  Director Lambing stated that no hazardous waste such as paint, pesticides, herbicides, Freon, or other liquids are permitted.
