




The regular meeting of the Green Township Board of Trustees held on November 13, 2018 was called to order at 5:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Trustee Callos, present; Trustee Rosiello, present; Chairman Linnenberg, excused; Fiscal Officer Straus, present.

Trustee Rosiello moved to approve the minutes for the regular meeting of October 22, 2018.    Trustee Callos seconded the motion.  All voted Yes.

RESOLUTION #18-1113-A
Trustee Rosiello moved to accept and approve the financial reports as submitted. Trustee Callos seconded the motion. The resolution passed unanimously.

Trustee Rosiello moved to approve the hiring of Christine Louis as an Event Attendant at the Nathanael Greene Lodge with a starting salary of $8.50 per hour. Trustee Callos seconded the motion. The resolution passed unanimously.

Development Director Adam Goetzman stated there is a need for additional Event Attendants at the Nathanael Greene Lodge as well as a Maintenance Worker.

Trustee Rosiello moved to approve case Green #2003-09, Ted Huster, GBBN Architects, Inc., Applicant and HTA–Western Ridge MOB II LLC, Owner, 6909 Good Samaritan Drive, for approval to construct a 91,800 square foot three story medical office building that will connect to the adjacent building on levels one and two with four recommendations. Trustee Callos seconded the motion. The resolution passed unanimously.

Administrator Birkenhauer announced the annual meeting of the Board of Directors of Joint Economic Development Districts I, II, III, IV, V and VI will take place on December 21, 2018 beginning at 9:30 a.m. at the Green Township Administration Building, 6303 Harrison Avenue. 

Administrator Birkenhauer announced a Public Hearing for Harrison Avenue Improvements (HAM-CR457-12.68, PID 105763) will take place on December 6, 2018 from 4:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. at the Nathanael Greene Lodge, 6394 Wesselman Road.

Administrator Birkenhauer announced Green Township Clean-Up Day will take place on November 17, 2018 from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at Kuliga Park on Bridgetown Road.  Visitors will need to present identification of Green Township residency.

Director of Public Services Joe Lambing stated that liquids and appliances that contain Freon will not be accepted during Green Township Clean-Up Day.  The event is open to Green Township residents only.  Yard waste will be accepted from 11:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Fiscal Officer Tom Straus stated one million dollars of CDs were due and a 6 month Toyota Commercial Paper that yields more than Star Ohio.  The Township received about 46 million and spent about 39 million.  The General Fund is positive at 4.2 million and experienced 3 million in expenses.
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Township Attorney Frank Hyle did not have anything to report.

Administrator Frank Birkenhauer stated the recent WeThrive meeting revealed that a community health assessment will take place in the near future for Green Township in conjunction with Mercy Hospital and Monfort Heights White Oak Community Association.

Director of Public Services Joe Lambing announced the Five Points Intersection Project construction is almost complete with all traffic lanes and traffic signals operational.  The Public Services Department is prepared for the winter season.

Fire and EMS Chief Scott Souders announced additional firefighters have become certified as Car Seat Techs.  Car Seat Techs can install car seats in the safest way possible to all Township residents that wish to use the service.

Police Chief Jim Vetter stated the Police Department reporting software has had an operating issue since October 27th.  This prevents the Green Township Police Department as well as twenty-two other police agencies from entering and retrieving data.  However, the system is partially working at this time.





Director of Development Adam Goetzman did not have anything to report.

Trustee Callos stated that the next Green Township Board of Trustees Meeting will take place on November 26th and the only meeting in December will take place on December 17th.
