




The regular meeting of the Green Township Board of Trustees held on April 8, 2019 was called to order at 5:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Trustee Linnenberg, present; Trustee Callos, present; Chairman Rosiello, present; Fiscal Officer Straus, present.

Chairman Rosiello moved to approve the minutes for the regular meeting of March 25, 2019.    Trustee Callos seconded the motion.  All voted Yes.

Chairman Tony Rosiello introduced members of the Green Township VFW Post 10380.  Mike Donnelly from VFW Post 10380 recognized Firefighter Ryan Schwarz as the 2018 Firefighter of the Year.

Fire & EMS Chief Scott Souders read a letter outlining the many reasons that Ryan Schwarz was nominated and ultimately was chosen as the 2018 Firefighter of the Year.

Firefighter Schwarz thanked those involved in nominating him for the award as well as his friends and family.

Chairman Rosiello, Trustee Callos and Trustee Linnenberg congratulated Firefighter Schwarz and thanked members of VFW Post 10380 as well as everyone that supports Firefighter Schwarz.

Chairman Rosiello moved to accept and approve the financial reports as submitted. Trustee Callos seconded the motion. The resolution passed unanimously.

Administrator Birkenhauer announced the Hamilton County Board of Zoning Appeals will hold a public hearing on April 10, 2019 at 1:00 p.m. in Room 805B, Hamilton County Administration Building, 138 East Court Street, to hear case Green #2019-03, John Winterhalter, Applicant and Owner, 2035 Sylved Lane, for approval of a variance to allow construction of an accessory structure exceeding the size and height requirements to be situated on lot 7 in a “C” Single Family Residence District.
Development Director Adam Goetzman explained the details of case Green #2019-03 which pertains to the construction of a garage.
Mr. Jack Winterhalter, 2035 Sylved Lane, was present to discuss case Green #2019-03 and answer questions from the Board of Trustees.
RESOLUTION #19-0408-E
Chairman Rosiello moved to approve a variance to allow for construction of an accessory structure exceeding the size and height requirements to be situated on lot 7 in a “C” Single Family Residence District with the recommended endorsement subject to the condition that the garage be built in conformance to the plans and the subject properties be considered as one lot for case Green #2019-03.  Trustee Callos seconded the motion. The resolution passed unanimously.
Administrator Birkenhauer announced the Hamilton County Board of Zoning Appeals will hold a public hearing on April 10, 2019 at 1:00 p.m. in Room 805B, Hamilton County Administration Building, 138 East Court Street, to hear case Green #2019-04, Abercrombie & Associates, Inc. and Eden Roc LLC, Applicant and Eden Roc LLC, Owner, Eden Ridge Drive 550-204-251, 550-204-258, for approval of a variance to allow a reduced front yard setback for lots 1-8 of Eden Roc Subdivision in an “A” Single Family Residence District.
Development Director Goetzman explained the details of case Green #2019-04 which pertains to a new eight lot subdivision.  
RESOLUTION #19-0408-F
Chairman Rosiello moved to approve a variance to allow a reduced front yard setback for lots 1-8 of Eden Roc Subdivision in an “A” Single Family Residence District with the recommended endorsement in conformance with the submitted plans including a minimum of a 50 foot yard setback for case Green #2019-04.  Trustee Callos seconded the motion. The resolution passed unanimously.

Chairman Rosiello, Trustee Linnenberg and Trustee Callos discussed the upcoming Easter Egg Hunt and suggested that participants arrive early.

Director of Development Adam Goetzman mentioned the need to increase the compensation to Zoning Committee members to $50 per meeting.  Mr. Goetzman thanked Campbell Metal Maintenance for cleaning the dedication plaque located in front of the Administration Building.
