APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mr. Cameron made a motion to approve the agenda. Ms. Dotson seconded the motion and all were in favor.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

HEARINGS

(A) ZV-09-02 continued, a request from Chris Braund, agent for the Town of Lake Lure, to reduce the minimum front (lake) yard setback of the marina side of the property from 35 feet as required by Section 92.040 of the Lake Lure Zoning Regulations to 7 feet, for a variance of 28 feet. The property (Tax PIN 1627659) is located at the town marina on Memorial Highway, Lake Lure, North Carolina.
Ms. Spicer, who was sworn in at the previous meeting, pointed out a copy of an email from Town Manager Chris Braund included in the Board’s packet. This email requested that variance request ZV-09-02 be withdrawn. 
Ms. McNary made a motion to acknowledge ZV-09-02 as officially withdrawn and to close the hearing for the case. Ms. Dotson seconded the motion and all were in favor.
(B) CU-09-01, a conditional use permit request from Lure Ridge Subdivision for a clubhouse, a common amenity in the R-1D Residential Zoning District. The Property (Tax PIN 1646508) is located off of Black Rock Road, Lake Lure, North Carolina

Chairman Webber opened the public hearing for the case. Ms. Spicer was sworn in and read into the record the following email from Steve Ranshaw, agent for Lake Lure 25, LLC, owners of the property:
