General Meeting Actions:

· Chairman Washburn called the meeting to order at 2:08 pm.

· November meeting minutes were reviewed and approved unanimously.

· Held discussions on Lake Structures Regulations.  Wiley and Bob to review wording of recommended changes pertaining to grandfathering (or not) of structures that would be in violation of new regulations.

· Deferred continued discussion on Boat Permit Fees (Income/Expense handouts) 

· Deferred continued discussion on Lake Use Regulations

· Meeting adjourned at 5:20p.m.

Individual Meeting Reports and Actions:

Fishing & Ecosystem –  Ross Worden reported:

· Trout fishing hasn’t been that successful recently
· Ross shared a note from Jacob Rash, the district fishery biologist from the Wildlife Resource Commission.  It states that they would not be able to assist in a fish sampling and monitoring program at this time.  Mr. Rash provided the names of some private consultants.
· Gary will be contacting some specialists with Fish & Wildlife on the possibility of assistance with our fishery management.  
· Barbara Wiggins should have a proposal in to us before the January meeting. 
Lake Structures – Wiley Bourne reported:

· There are a couple of structures that appear to be in clear violation of the current lake structures ordinances:
· Rumbling Bald Resort (marina and cluster mooring).   Bob and George Pressley took a slip count of permanent and temporary moorings (incl. Quail Cove).  There are 173 total slips.  There are 125 numbered slips within the marina area, 20 additional temporary moorings (cleats on the shoreward and lakeward sides of the docs), 10 slips at the restaurant.  There are 18 at Quail Cove (classified as a cluster mooring).  There appear to be more slips than the shoreline measurement would support.
· Grey Rock lake club (river channel).  This structure is a floating dock (or boardwalk) between 200-250 feet long, 7 feet wide and floats.  It averages about 15 feet from the shore and as much as 30 feet.  The regulations for boardwalks specify a maximum of 4 feet in width and no more than 2 feet from the shore.  Town approval of this structure was in part due to a misunderstanding by town staff on whether this property was in the town’s jurisdiction.  Is this a conforming structure? 
· Grey Logs Cove (Jaymie’s Mountain Estates) – Blaine recalls that this structure is to be restriction to a maximum of 2 moorings for each of two 60-foot lots, but the structure doesn’t appear to adhere to this.
· Wiley and Chris will take the action to conduct an inventory of the cluster moorings and marinas.  We will then flag all that appear to be out of compliance for further review and dispensation by the town. 
Dredging –  Bob Washburn reported:

· Dredging has commenced in the river channel.   There is a plan for 21,500 cubic yards planned for removal (if the town has enough funds for this full amount).  APAC has been removing material from the spoils area 
· There has been some confusion about dredging at the Rumbling Bald resort.  The town policy has been to conduct dredging only to historic levels and in the main navigation channels.  Unfortunately, the resort was under the impression that the town was going to perform dredging in their harbor area.  Bob and George Pressley took recent depth soundings in the marina area and they are consistent with historic levels.

· Discussion of the 1st Annual Police Benefit dinner

· Discussion of the additional lake commercial license applications that were received after November 1 (6 non-motorized and 1 motorized).  The motorized application was for the Hoffmans, who explained that they submitted their application but it must have been lost in the mail.  Chris moved that the LAC add the additional businesses to the list of recommendations for 2007 licenses.  This list will be evaluated by the Marine Commission on December 12th.  Wiley seconded, approved unanimously.
Recreation & Commercial Activities – Genevieve Helms reported: 

· Not many activities on the lake at the moment.

· There is someone at Rumbling Bald resort that is exploring the expansion of rowing (crew) activities to include more college and master’s levels events and perhaps a local club.

· There is going to be another exploratory meeting in December about the Dragon Boat (canoe) race event.  The Rutherford hospital is interested in sponsorship.
Emergency Preparedness / Water Quality  - Bob Keith Reported:

· When the three hurricanes came through 2 years ago, notifying people of the event was an issue.  The town has approved the acquisition of a service (Code Red) that can provide emergency notifications via telephone.  
Dam Operations & Sewer System - Gary Hasenfus reported:

· The lake is being lowered starting today.  It may take about 2 weeks to get it down 4-5 feet.

· The power washing/painting of the dam should start today.   
· They’re still planning to do the smoke test of the sewer system once the lake is down.

VWIN Coordinator, Gary Hasenfus reported:

· Nothing out of the ordinary from October and November.  Craig Mulliken will assume responsibilities for testing of the golf course creek from John Kilby.
· Gary will ask Marilyn Westphal if there is precedent for the VWIN data to be used in legal action related to upstream development.  

Recap of Motions Passed:

· The LAC adds the additional lake commercial license applicants to the list of recommendations for 2007 licenses.  This list will be evaluated by the Marine Commission on December 12th.
Recap of Open Action Items:

· [Wiley and Chris] Conduct an inventory of the cluster moorings and marinas.  We will then flag all that appear to be out of compliance for further review and dispensation by the town.
