Chairman Dotson called the meeting to order.

Mr. Webber moved to approve the agenda with the following corrections: the discussion of Section 94.05 (A) of the Lake Structure Regulations be moved to third place; 4A be deleted (election and swearing in of new members for the Lake Structure Appeals Board); 4B to become number 4; to add to paragraph 6A the work >width= to the third sentence after >shoreline=; and to renumber the items on the agenda. Ms. McNary seconded the motion, all were in favor.

Discussion: Ms. Reed asked for clarification from the board on Section 94.05 (A) in reference to the last sentence of the paragraph, A....and further provided that sea walls and one pier not more than four feet in width may be constructed on any lot, regardless of width@. Do setbacks need to be in place for a pier? The consensus of the board was >yes= setbacks do need to be in place when a pier is built.

The minutes of the regular meeting of January 24, 2006 were accepted upon a motion by Mr. Webber. The motion was seconded by Ms. Rose and approved unanimously.

Election of the Chairperson: Mr. Maringer nominated Mary Ann Dotson as the Lake Structure Appeals Board chairman; Ms. Rose seconded the motion. Mr. Webber nominated Mr. Maringer as the Lake Structure Appeals Board chairman; Ms. McNary seconded the motion. Mr. Maringer withdrew his nomination to the board. The vote was unanimous for Ms. Dotson to be the chairman for the Lake Structure Appeals Board. 

Mr. Webber nominated Ms. McNary as the Lake Structure Appeals Board vice-chairman; 

Mr. Maringer seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous for Ms. McNary to be the vice-chairperson for the Lake Structure Appeals Board.

Hearings:

Appeal LSA-06-01, a request from Tim and Liz Dunlavey to relax the minimum side lot lines from fifteen feet to four feet on the south side; from fifteen feet to three feet on the north side; to relax the shoreline width to thirty-nine feet; and to allow the lake structure to extend into Lake Lure thirty-two feet instead of thirty feet as required per Section 94.05 of the Lake Lure Lake Structure Regulations.

Mr. Dunlavey and other witnesses (names unknown) were sworn in. Ms. Rose clarified that there are four variances under one appeal.

Mr. Dunlavey testified to the board that his intention is to take down the old boat house and construct a new boat house. The consensus of the board was Mr. Dunlavey could make repairs as necessary to maintain the boat house as a safe structure, therefore LSA-06-01 was denied.

Old Business:

A. Chairman Dotson gave a report on the variance log (report attached).

B. Bylaws will be reviewed at the February 2, 2006 joint workshop.
