Chairman Dotson called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

Mr. Webber moved to approve the agenda. The motion was seconded by Mr. Maringer and approved unanimously.

The minutes of the regular meeting of February 28, 2006 were accepted upon a motion by Mr. Webber with one correction, Council Liaison Chuck Watkins was present at the February, 2006 meeting. The motion was seconded by Mr. Maringer and approved unanimously.

HEARINGS
A. A request from Chris Braund for approval of a decktop accessory structure (from Section 94.05 (F) (3) of the Lake Lure Lake Structure Regulations). The property (Tax PIN 1628902) is located at 2189 Buffalo Shoals Rd., Lake Lure, NC 28746. 
Ms. Reed and Karen VanSickler, wife of Chris Braund, were sworn in. 
Ms. Reed gave a brief overview of the proposed structure. Chairman Dotson questioned whether the cupola shown on the plans submitted by Mr. Braund was in compliance. A brief discussion ensued between the board and Ms. Reed concerning the cupola. It was decided that the cupola did not have any bearing on the case before the board.
Ms. Rose made a motion that LSP-06-12 be approved as requested. Chairman Dotson questioned whether there were any objections from adjacent property owners. Ms. Spicer responded that there were no objections. Mr. Webber seconded the motion. All members were in favor. 
OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Webber stated that the Lake Structure Appeals Board Bylaws need to be updated. Mr. Webber made a motion that the bylaws be accepted as they are for the rest of this year. The motion was seconded by Mr. Maringer and approved unanimously. 
NEW BUSINESS
Ms. McNary asked Ms. Reed about an e-mail she sent Ms. Reed concerning a boathouse built on a lot without a house. Ms. Reed read the ordinance pertaining to this issue and stated that the boathouse was permitted. A discussion ensued and Ms. Reed pointed out that if anyone on the board had a complaint they should talk to her after the meeting. Ms. Reed asked the board to direct any persons from the community with questions or complaints to speak to the zoning staff. She asked that members of the board not act as liaisons between the community and the staff.
Ms. Rose, referencing the May, 2006 monthly report put out by Community Development Director Shannon Baldwin, asked Ms. Reed if she goes out by boat or by car to check the sites prior to issuing boathouse permits. Ms. Reed responded that it depends on whether Erosion Control Officer Clint Calhoun is available to go with her. Ms. Reed pointed out that the pontoon boat is too large for her to comfortably take out alone. She also stated that she does not always go to the site. If there are seawalls in place and the proposed structure meets all of the setbacks, a site inspection is not necessary before the permit is issued.
