APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Ms. Reed requested that the Board add a review of changes to the layout of a boathouse approved in LSA-07-04 for Robert and Bonnie Scully. Ms. Reed reported that Mr. and Ms. Scully would like to move the storage area depicted on the plans to the opposite side of the boathouse. She testified that this will not change the footprint of the boathouse. Mr. Egan advised that this does not require approval from the Board. Mr. Webber stated that, since it does not require board approval, it should not be added to the agenda. 

Mr. Noble made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. Cameron seconded the motion and all were in favor.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Ms. McNary made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 28, 2007 meeting. Mr. Cameron seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Webber pointed out that a standard motion had been provided by Mr. Egan for a lake structure variance and for a decktop accessory structure.

HEARINGS

(A)
LSA-07-08, a request by Bittle Inc., agent for Thomas and Victoria Rogers, to exceed the 30 feet maximum projection into the water as required in section 94.05 (B) of the Lake Structure Regulations by 2 ½ feet for a total projection of 32 ½ feet. The property (Tax PIN 1610111) is located at 185 Blarney Road, Lake Lure, North Carolina.

Ms. Reed and John Bittle of Bittle Inc. were sworn in.

Ms. Reed reported that Mr. Bittle had received a lake structure permit to construct a boathouse for Mr. and Ms. Rogers. When the boathouse was completed, Mr. Bittle called Ms. Reed for a final inspection. Upon inspection, Ms. Reed discovered that the boathouse had been built beyond the maximum 30 feet projection into the lake, necessitating that Mr. Bittle either apply for a variance or modify the boathouse to bring it into compliance with the regulations. 

Mr. Webber pointed out that the boathouse is not located on the lot with Tax PIN 1610111 and is in fact on the lot next to this with Tax PIN 1642746. Mr. Bittle stated that Mr. and Ms. Rogers own both parcels and Ms. Reed reminded the Board that the regulations allow a boathouse to be located on an adjacent lot from the residence. Ms. Spicer mentioned that the notice of the hearing did not go to the property owners adjacent to the correct property that the boathouse is located on.
Mr. Webber made a motion to continue the hearing until the next regularly scheduled meeting to allow notices to go to the correct adjacent property owners. Mr. Cameron seconded the motion and all were in favor.
(B)
LSP-07-29, a request by Eric Kunath, agent for Robert and Bonnie Scully for approval of a decktop accessory structure. The property (Tax PIN 228246) is located at 412 Cutaway Rd., Lake Lure, North Carolina.

Ms. Reed and Mr. Kunath were sworn in. 
Ms. Reed stated that this is a typical application for a decktop accessory structure. 

Responding to questions from Mr. Webber, Mr. Kunath testified that the decktop accessory structure will not exceed ten feet from the surface of the rooftop deck, will be 148 square feet, will be open on all sides, will be located abutting the shoreward end of the rooftop deck and not extend towards the lake beyond the midpoint of the deck, and will not include any sanitary facilities.
Ms. McNary moved, with regard to application number LSP-07-29 for a decktop accessory structure, the Board to find that the proposed structure (1) meets the standards for a decktop accessory structure contained in §94.05(F)(2) of the Lake Structures Regulations, and (2) will not materially obstruct the view of the lake from any adjacent or nearby properties.  Accordingly, she further moved the Board to approve the application in accordance with and only to the extent represented therein. The motion was seconded by Mr. Noble and passed unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS

Ms. Reed asked Mr. Egan what discretion she has to approve revisions to structures that have been granted a variance by the Board. Mr. Egan responded that, if the revisions fall within the structural dimensions of what has already been approved, the revision does not need to be approved by the Board. Ms. Reed asked the Board if they would like her to report to them when she has approved revisions to structures that have been granted a variance. Mr. Webber requested that Ms. Reed use her judgment in determining what she feels should be reported to the Board.

Mr. Noble requested that Ms. Spicer include the Tax PIN in all notices of hearings sent to adjacent property owners.  
ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Noble made a motion seconded by Mr. Cameron to adjourn the meeting. All were in favor. 

The meeting was adjourned at 2:00 p.m. The next regular meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, November 27, 2007 at 1:30 p.m.
