Mr. Maringer made a motion to approve the agenda. Ms. McNary seconded the motion and all were in favor.

(A)
LSA-07-06, a request by James Skutka, agent for Don and Nancy Finkell, to exceed the 30 feet maximum projection into the water as required in section 94.06 (C)(2) of the Lake Lure Lake Structure Regulations. The requested variance is for 10 feet, for a total distance of 40 feet. The property (Tax PIN 1620264) is located at 199 Storm Ridge Drive, Lake Lure, North Carolina.
Ms. Reed, Mr. Skutka, and Mr. Finkell were sworn in. Mr. Skutka pointed out that the request is for a variance for an existing, nonconforming boathouse. The plans are to replace the rooftop deck on the boathouse and replace boards on the existing dock, as the structures have become unsafe due to deterioration of the decking. Ms. Reed reminded the Board that, due to the fact that the cost for the proposed renovations will exceed $5,000.00, Mr. and Ms. Finkell need the variance to obtain a permit to perform the repairs. She mentioned that they are not changing the footprint of the existing structure. 

Ms. McNary asked about the decktop accessory structure shown on the plans. Ms. Reed stated that this was an oversight on the staff’s part and stated that the Board could either amend the application to include the decktop accessory structure or postpone that part until the next meeting. Mr. Webber asked if there were any objections to the Board entertaining the request for the decktop accessory structure. Ms. McNary responded that she would need a few minutes to review the requirements for these structures in the regulations. 
Ms. McNary made a motion to amend LSA-07-06 to add approval of the decktop accessory structure. Mr. Noble seconded the motion and all were in favor.
The Board took a brief recess to review the requirements for decktop accessory structures in the Lake Structure regulations. Upon reconvening, Ms. McNary asked the applicant if the decktop accessory structure will extend beyond the midpoint of the deck. Mr. Skutka responded that it will not and pointed this out on the plans submitted. He also pointed out that the square footage of the deck is close to 900 square feet and the height to the top pf the decktop accessory structure from the surface of the water will be 24 feet. Mr. Finkell added that the decktop accessory structure will remain open on all sides and will be slatted at the roof. Mr. Webber stated that, in his opinion after visiting the site, the decktop accessory structure will not obstruct the view of the lake from neighboring properties.

Mr. Egan advised the Board that they would need to make two motions, one concerning the variance and one concerning the decktop accessory structure.

Ms. McNary made the following motion:

With regard to case number LSA-07-06 for a variance from §94.06(C)(2) of the Lake Structure Regulations, I move the Board to find (a) owing to special conditions, a literal enforcement of the provisions of the regulation(s) will result in practical difficulty or unnecessary hardship, (b) in the granting of the variance the spirit of the Lake Structure Regulations shall be observed, the public safety and welfare secured, and substantial justice done, and (c) the conditions specified in §94.16(A) exist. Accordingly, I further move the Board to grant the requested variance in accordance with and only to the extent represented in the application.
Mr. Noble seconded the motion. Mr. Webber wanted it understood that the variance would be for the existing boathouse only. The Board voted unanimously to grant the variance.
Mr. Maringer made a motion to approve the decktop accessory structure as presented. Mr. Noble seconded the motion and all were in favor.
