HEARINGS

(A) LSP-07-36, a request by Eric Kunath, agent for Margaret Clinkscales, for approval of a decktop accessory structure. The property (Tax PIN 222777) is located at 223 Pierpoint Drive, Lake Lure, North Carolina.

Chairman Jacques read the request and stated that this matter was brought before the Board a couple of months ago during a variance request; however, the plans for the decktop accessory structure did not meet the requirements of the regulations. He pointed out that the plans now seem to meet all of the requirements for decktop accessory structures as stated in the Lake Structure Regulations. 
Mr. Webber mentioned that, although neither the applicant nor her agent was present, he felt the case could be heard at this meeting.

Mr. Webber made a motion to consider the request without the applicant or her agent present. Mr. Maringer seconded the motion and all were in favor. 

Mr. Webber stated that the plans presented meet the requirements for decktop accessory structures in all aspects.

Ms. McNary stated that, although the boathouse extends into the lake 35 feet, she feels it is important to note that the rooftop deck only extends 30 feet. She also stated that, after visiting the site, she doesn’t feel the proposed decktop accessory structure will obstruct the view of the lake from any of the adjacent or nearby properties. 
Mr. Webber made a motion to approve LSP-07-36 to the extent shown on the plans submitted with the application. Ms. Smith seconded the motion and all were in favor.
