APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mr. Maringer made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. Jacques seconded the motion and all were in favor.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Ms. McNary made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2008 meeting. Mr. Jacques seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

(A) Review of Bylaws
Mr. Noble suggested incorporating the wording from the Board of Adjustment (BOA) bylaws concerning the right of Town Council to remove Board members for just cause into the Lake Structure Appeals Board (LSAB) bylaws. Chairman Webber pointed out that amendments to the bylaws must be presented in writing before the Board can vote on them. Mr. Noble stated that he would write a proposed amendment and submit it at a later date. Mr. Egan asked if the Board had considered adopting the appendices from the BOA bylaws for this Board’s bylaws as well. Ms. Dotson reminded that she had suggested Mr. Egan review the BOA bylaws, including the appendices, last year to see if any adjustments would need to be made for the LSAB to adopt the same language. Mr. Egan responded that he would do that and make a recommendation. He also mentioned that he feels a supermajority vote cannot be required for a decktop accessory structure (DAS) unless it is required by the Lake Structure Regulations. Chairman Webber asked that Commissioner Hyatt address this with the Town Council. Mr. Hyatt asked that the Board present the request to Town Council in writing. Chairman Webber suggested that Mr. Egan write the request.
Ms. Dotson made a motion that Mr. Egan review the bylaws for possible amendments as well as any discrepancies with the Lake Structure Regulations and report his findings back to the Board. Mr. Maringer seconded the motion and all were in favor.
Chairman Webber reminded that the Board could adopt the current bylaws and then amend them at a later date if needed.
Mr. Maringer moved to readopt the current bylaws. Ms. Dotson seconded the motion and all were in favor.
