APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mr. Maringer made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. Gibbons seconded the motion and all were in favor.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Mr. Maringer made a motion seconded by Mr. Gibbons to approve the minutes of the October 27, 2009 meeting. The motion passed unanimously.

HEARINGS

(A) LSP-2009009, a request by Sean Sullivan, agent for Mary Jo Bertsch, for approval of a decktop accessory structure. The property (Tax PIN 230937) is located at 254 Mark Twain Drive, Lake Lure, North Carolina.

Mr. Calhoun and Mr. Sullivan were sworn in.
Ms. Spicer reported that the email from Clarence Stokes, a copy of which was included in the Board’s packet, was the only response received from the adjacent property owners. Mr. Stokes’ email indicated he has no concerns with the request and hopes it will be approved.
Mr. Calhoun stated the applicant plans to perform minor repairs to the Bertsch’s existing boathouse, but these repairs do not require a lake structure permit. Therefore, the only request on the lake structure permit is for a decktop accessory structure (DAS). 

Mr. Sullivan addressed the Board and stated the architect design for the DAS is for a 10 feet by 15 feet structure including overhangs. Mr. Maringer stated the proposed DAS is properly placed and does not exceed the maximum size requirements in the regulations. Chairman Webber reported he was unable to access the boathouse when he visited the site and asked what the height of the existing boathouse is as measured from the water. Mr. Calhoun testified that the existing boathouse is nonconforming in that it exceeds the maximum height requirements as well as the maximum projection into the water; this would put the height of the DAS at 27.5 feet. Chairman Webber advised this would require a variance and asked if Mr. Sullivan wanted to continue the hearing to allow time for a variance request to be submitted. Mr. Sullivan stated he would like to have the hearing continued. 
Mr. Cameron made a motion to continue the hearing for LSP-2009009 until December 22, 2009 at 1:30 p.m. Mr. Maringer seconded the motion and all were in favor. 

Mr. Cameron asked that Mr. Sullivan confirm the height of the DAS from the water. Chairman Webber also asked that Mr. Sullivan provide all of the dimensions of the DAS as well as the height of the existing boathouse at the continued meeting.
