APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Chairman Webber asked that the agenda be amended to add item 4 (A) Absenteeism.

Mr. Maringer made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Mr. Cameron seconded the motion and all were in favor.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Mr. Cameron made a motion seconded by Mr. Maringer to approve the minutes of the May 25, 2010 meeting as presented. The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

(A) Absenteeism

Chairman Webber reminded the board members that three absences in a twelve month period will result in a verbal warning, and any member who is absent from six meetings in a twelve month period would be asked to resign based on the board’s bylaws. He distributed a report he prepared showing the absences of all board members in the last twelve months. He stated the report should be considered a verbal warning to any member with three or more absences. He also stated he would provide an updated report at each meeting.  
HEARINGS

(A) LSP-2010015, a request by Harry & Nancy Nettles for approval of a decktop accessory structure. The property (Tax PIN 221924) is located at 380 Burnt Ridge Road, Lake Lure, North Carolina.

Mr. Calhoun, Mr. Nettles, and Ms. Nettles were sworn in. The applicants did not challenge any of the seated Board members, no members wished to be recused, and there were no ex parte discussions to report.
Mr. Calhoun addressed the Board and reported that Mr. and Ms. Nettles would like to add a decktop accessory structure (DAS) to their existing boathouse. He stated that, based on his review of the application, the overall size of the DAS is larger than 150 square feet including the overhangs; however, the portion of the DAS over the rooftop deck is not. The portion exceeding 150 square feet is an overhang that extends over the existing overhang of the boathouse. Chairman Webber pointed out that the overhang for the proposed DAS is the same as the overhang for the existing boathouse. He also pointed out that the Lake Structure Regulations only limit the size of the DAS over the rooftop deck. He stated he verified during an onsite visit that the height of the current boathouse matches the height shown on the application.
Mr. Nettles addressed the Board and verified that he is the applicant and property owner. He confirmed that the overhang of the DAS will not extend beyond the boundaries of the existing boathouse overhangs. He also verified that the DAS will only cover 134.3 square feet of the existing rooftop deck. There was no further testimony, so Chairman Webber closed the public hearing.

There was no discussion by the Board

Mr. Cameron moved, with regard to application number LSP-2010015 for a decktop accessory structure, the Board find that the proposed structure (1) meets the standards for a decktop accessory structure contained in §94.05(f)(2) of the Lake Structure Regulations, and (2) will not materially obstruct the view of the lake from any adjacent or nearby properties. Accordingly, he further moved the Board to approve the application in accordance with and only to the extent represented therein. Mr. Maringer seconded the motion and all were in favor.
(B) LSP-2010013, a request by Hummingbird House, LLC for approval of a decktop accessory structure. The property (Tax PIN 230653) is located at 117 Paramont Way, Lake Lure, North Carolina.

Mr. Calhoun and Laura Pickens Wagner were sworn in. The applicant did not challenge any of the seated Board members, no members wished to be recused, and there were no ex parte discussions to report.
Mr. Calhoun stated he has already approved the applicant’s request to construct a new boathouse; the applicants would now like permission to construct a DAS on the new boathouse. He reported that the plans submitted appear to meet all the requirements of the regulations. Chairman Webber asked what the length of the shoreline is at the subject property. Mr. Calhoun responded that the shoreline length, according to the survey submitted, is 102.64 feet.

Ms. Wagner addressed the Board and stated she owns the property along with her brothers. There were no questions from the Board, and Ms. Wagner had no additional evidence to present. Ms. Wagner thanked the Board for their time and consideration.
Mr. Maringer moved, with regard to application number LSP-2010013 for a decktop accessory structure, the Board find that the proposed structure (1) meets the standards for a decktop accessory structure contained in §94.05(f)(2) of the Lake Structure Regulations, and (2) will not materially obstruct the view of the lake from any adjacent or nearby properties. Accordingly, he further moved the Board to approve the application in accordance with and only to the extent represented therein. Mr. Cameron seconded the motion and all were in favor.
