APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mr. Cameron made a motion to approve the agenda. Ms. McNary seconded the motion and all were in favor.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Ms. McNary made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2011 meeting as presented. Ms. Smith seconded the motion and all were in favor.
NEW BUSINESS

(A) Chairman’s Comments
Chairman Webber pointed out that the members present are the same members that were present for the Board of Adjustment meeting just prior to this meeting. He made a motion to copy the comments regarding Werner Maringer from that meeting to these minutes. Ms. McNary seconded the motion and all were in favor. Those comments are as follows:

“Chairman Webber reported that Werner Maringer, a long-time member and great asset to the Board of Adjustment, passed away a few days after the last meeting. He proposed a motion that, in honor of Mr. Maringer’s memory, he be named honorary chairman of the Board, and an empty seat be maintained at each meeting for him for the remainder of the calendar year. Ms. McNary seconded the motion and added that, not only did Mr. Maringer faithfully serve on the Board, but he also served as a volunteer firefighter for many years, eventually becoming a captain. She pointed out that he also served on the SFD/VR Stakeholder’s Committee when the town had trouble getting volunteers for that committee. Ms. McNary stated that Mr. Maringer was a good friend and neighbor and mentioned that he left his business on a busy Saturday to attend her husband’s memorial service as well as the memorial services of two other town citizens on subsequent weekends. She stated that the Board and community had lost one of its greatest assets and someone who gave freely of his time and talents to make Lake Lure a better place to live. The Board unanimously voted in favor of the motion.”

(B) Special Elections
Chairman Webber stated that a special election needed to be held to appoint a new vice-chair for the remainder of the year. Mr. Kilby nominated Mr. Cameron, and there were no other nominations. The Board voted unanimously to appoint Mr. Cameron vice-chairman of the Board.
