Remand from Town Council of LSA-2010003, a request from Tim Fisk to exceed the maximum projection into the water of no more than 30 feet as required in section 94.05 (B) of the Lake Structure Regulations. The property (Tax PIN 230930) is located at 132 Tanner Drive, Lake Lure, North Carolina.
Chairman Webber opened the hearing for the case and noted that neither the applicant nor his attorney was present, and neither were the adjacent property owners protesting the case or their attorney present. He stated there had been previous discussions to postpone the hearing to the July 26, 2011 meeting.
