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Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the

Chairman Washburn called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.

Mr. Brodfuhrer moved to approve the agenda. The motion was seconded by Mr. Bush and approved unanimously.

The minutes of the regular meeting from November 15, 2005 were accepted upon a motion by Mr. Brodfuhrer. The motion was seconded by Mr. Schichtel and approved unanimously.

The minutes of the regular meeting from December 20, 2005 were accepted upon a motion by Mr. Brodfuhrer with the following corrections. In paragraph 9, Density: add >footprint= after 2500 square feet instead of foot; tall buildings shall be setback a minimum of 200' from the lake shoreline; and the sum total of all building footprints shall not exceed 6% of the total land area. The motion was seconded by Mr. Lawrence and approved unanimously.

Old Business:

A. Highland Shores, Phase III, Preliminary Plat

Mr. David Odom requested one lot be added to Phase III, and to increase the slope of a road (approximately 200' ) to 16.87% from 15%. The road was inspected  by Ron Morgan, Fire/Safety Coordinator. Mr. Baldwin suggested a condition be added to this request: the new section of Old Sand Branch Road be clearly labeled and have a 20' wide easement. Discussion ensued between the board, Mr. Baldwin, and Mr. Odom.

Mr. Lawrence moved to adopt the proposed plat with the increase of one lot, to increase the percentage of the grade to 16.87% and to maintain the 20' easement on Old Sand Branch Road to accommodate emergency vehicles. Mr. Bush seconded, all were in favor. 

Mr. Odom will make the necessary changes on the preliminary plat and Chairman Washburn will sign the preliminary plat.

B. Tree Committee - Paula Jordan

Ms. Jordan reassured the board that the tree protection ordinance is being worked on. She thanked the board  for their patience. 

New Business:

A. Blue Heron Point

Mr. Baldwin reviewed with the board the particulars of Blue Heron Point including the preliminary plat was reviewed, approved and does have the signature of Dick Washburn, chairman of the zoning and planning board. The project encompasses 50+ acres, with forty six lots; the zoning is R1A (two acre lots) and R1D (half acre lots). Representatives of Blue Heron Point appeared before the town council and posted a letter of credit. The sewer system is a hybird system; there are some lots with septic (the two acre lots); the smaller lots are using the public sewer. The water system on the inside will be an independent, community system. The water plans and sewer plans have been reviewed and approved by the town engineer. Mr. Brodfuhrer asked Mr. Baldwin if everything on the check list was complete. Mr. Baldwin answered with a “yes” and the checklist does bear his signature. 

Mr. Lawrence moved to approve the final plat with the following conditions: (1) Septic/Sewer: A septic permit from the Rutherford County Health Department shall be submitted to the town before certificates of zoning compliance will be issued for lots within the subdivision. Or, in the alternative, the sewer system be approved by NC before certificates of zoning compliance will be issued. (2) Water: The water system be approved by NC before certificates of zoning compliance will be issued. (3) Final Inspection by Zoning and Planning Board: The Zoning and Planning Board shall inspect the site before certificates of zoning compliance are issued for any lot by the town. Mr. Bush seconded, all were in favor.

B. Section 92.114, tarped trailers and boat trailers.

Photos of tarped trailers and tarped boat hitches sent to Mr. Brodfuhrer were included in the packets send to board members. Mr. Baldwin asked the board to discuss the issue to see if  work should be done on an amendment to regulate this situation. Mr. Brodfuhrer commented the trailer was in the right of way and not necessarily on private property which is allowed by the ordinance. Mr. Bush stated the trailer looks like it is in an undeveloped area. Mr. Lawrence stated there is nothing in the ordinance stating a travel trailer cannot be parked on a vacant lot; from that standpoint, Mr. Lawrence felt it was not illegal. Mr. Baldwin suggested striking motor homes from the heading of this section. Mr. Harton suggested adding  ‘only’ to the first sentence in the paragraph. The sentence would read, “One unoccupied travel trailer may only be parked or located in any accessory private garage building or in a yard of an occupied dwelling.”

Mr. Baldwin asked, “what is the big picture”. The reply from Mr. Brodfuhrer was they do not want eye sores in Lake Lure. Commissioner McCallum questioned if the parked trailer was in the right of way. The answer was yes; the police department were contacted about this particular issue. Mr. Bush asked if staff could get more information for the board. Mr. Baldwin said he would check to see if there are abandoned vehicle regulations and the second thing would be to check if there is a statute to regulate vehicles parked on public rights of way. Chairman Washburn stated the board should wait to do any action until Mr. Baldwin reports back to the board with his study. Mr. Brodfuhrer also asked Mr. Baldwin to check on vehicles parked in undeveloped or unoccupied lots (a lot with no dwelling); also, vehicles would include boat trailers. Mr. Baldwin asked the board if they want the wording in the ordinance changed at this time. The consensus was to wait until Mr. Baldwin reports back to them.

C. Text amendment - petitioner requests that ‘licensed beauticians’ be added to Section 92.030A, R-4 Residential/Office District (B) (2).

The consensus of the board was a text amendment is not necessary. The applicant can apply for a conditional use permit and appear before Board of Adjustment.
D. Discussion of Comprehensive Plan

The board had a brief discussion about the CPSC. The consensus was for the board to mix in with other members of the committee at the tables set out instead of sitting at the bench.
