OLD BUSINESS
(A) Review Future Land Use Map for the Comprehensive Plan
Ms. Nealon stated that the change to Policy LU-2-1.2 on page 11-13 requested by the Board had been made. She feels that the changes to the future land use map that will be requested today should be completed by Tuesday, May 29, 2007. The implementation matrix has been updated and the title will be changed to 2007-2027 Comprehensive Plan. Ms. Nealon also stated that the existing land use map provided by Town staff will be incorporated as Figure 6Awith the change that forest/open space is being called forest/vacant space. Mr. Baldwin handed out a memo and portions of the future land use map listing the proposed changes to that map (see attached).
1. Commissioner McCallum pointed out that this area was rezoned from residential approximately 6 years ago. Mr. Baldwin stated that the future land use map can be amended at any time in the future. Ms. Nealon explained that the map is intended to be used as an interpretation of the land use patterns shown on the concept map. The consensus of the Board was to leave this area as shown. 

2. Ms. Nealon pointed out that this is undeveloped property in a residential area. She questioned having a resort residential parcel in a predominantly residential area. She also pointed out that the concept plan shows this as residential. The consensus of the Board was to leave this as shown. 
3. Mr. Bush stated that part of this area is developed and part is not. He also stated that the undeveloped portion inside Lake Lure Village Resort is deed restricted to remain open space. There was discussion on moving the commercial node farther to the south due to the topography. The consensus of the Board was to move the commercial node to the south.

4. This property is surrounded by residential but there are areas of resort residential in the neighborhood. The consensus of the Board was to change this area to resort residential.

5. This is currently church property. The consensus of the Board was to leave this portion as shown.

6. This is land owned by the Town that will probably be zoned GU.

7. This area will be changed to local commercial.

8. This is also owned by the Town but is mostly used for recreational purposes. This will be changed on the map to recreational. Mr. Baldwin handed out another excerpt from the future land use map showing the beach and surrounding areas. The beach will be changed to recreational as well as the areas to the northeast of the beach. 

9. This is the Bottomless Pools property and will be changed to recreational.

10. This is the Chalet Club property and will be changed to resort residential. This will also be changed on the zoning map in the Comprehensive Plan due to the fact that it is not correct on the current zoning map.

11. This area is currently being used as residential. Ms. Nealon stated that the concept is to have a mixed use district with an emphasis on commercial. There was a brief discussion on adding statements on the future land use map as to how it is to be used. The consensus of the Board was to leave this area as shown.

12. This will be left as shown.

13. This will be changed to commercial.

14. This property is now owned by Camp Lurecrest and will be changed to school/camp.

15. This is the Lodge on Lake Lure property and will be changed to resort residential.

16. These areas are owned by the Town and will be changed to government.

The Board asked Ms. Nealon to change the color of the service commercial and specialty commercial to show more contrast between the two areas. 

The Board asked that the scenic byway overlay district be extended along Highway 74A from Highway 9 to the edge of Town at Island Creek Road as well as Highway 9 from Highway 74A to Island Creek Road. 

Mr. Baldwin pointed out that there are currently a number of professional offices along Memorial Highway and questioned if there should be a residential/professional office district shown on the future land use map. Ms. Nealon stated that there already is and apologized for that not showing on the map provided. She stated that this will be fixed.

Ms. Nealon went over all of the changes agreed upon and stated that, due to the number of changes, it might not be completed until May 30th or 31st. There was a brief discussion on getting a rough draft to Town Council before then: however, Mr. Baldwin stated that he would be more comfortable waiting and giving Town Council the completed document. 

Mr. Bush made a motion to include all of the changes suggested today in the Comprehensive Plan to recommend for approval by the Town Council. Mr. Brodfuhrer seconded the motion and all were in favor. 
ADJOURNMENT
Mr. Bush moved to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Brodfuhrer seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:10 a.m. The next regularly scheduled meeting is Tuesday, June 19, 2007 at 9:30 a.m.
