NEW BUSINESS

A. Master Plan Workshop with Clemson Students
The Board attended a workshop with landscape architecture students at Clemson University. The purpose of the workshop was to allow the students to present their ideas for a master plan concept for five key areas in Lake Lure. These five areas consist of the Village Center (currently the Arcade building and Lake Lure Inn), the Civic Center (currently the Town Hall, visitor’s center, and Morse Park), the Town Center (currently Ingles Supermarket), the Parks Center (currently the Police Dept. firing range and land directly across from Ingles), and the Marina Center (currently the Dam Marina). After listening to the presentations, the Zoning and Planning Board and the Parks and Recreation Board provided feedback and alternative ideas for the students to incorporate into the Master Plan. The plans will be updated by the students based upon the suggestions made at the workshop and then will be further refined by graduate students during the next school semester. The final draft will be presented to Lake Lure as suggested guidelines for future development in these key areas.
